1. This document is regarded as CCI 02804 #5.
2. Extension.  The contract has been extended for a two (2)-year term.  The new term date is June 01, 2006 through May 31, 2008.  The contract has additional extension possibilities through 05/31/2010.

3. Term value.  The term value has been modified.  The previous value of $77,159.00 has been changed to reflect the submitted 2005 usage and the two-year term.  The new term value effective 06/01/2006 is $72,962.00
4. Administrative change.  A second contact person, Mi’isha Hamilton, has been added to the contract to assist with customer service.  Also the vendor numbers have been updated to reflect the new webs registration system for OSP internal tracking purposes only.
5. There are no other changes at this time.

6. .Effective 5/23/05 West Courier Express will be implementing a 3% rate increase.
7. Fleetfoot Messenger Service is providing a 3% rate reduction from 2/1/05 through 12/31/2005.  Then on 1/1/2006 the rates will be increased by 3% (reverting to the original rates) on standard and expedited on-call deliveries.

8. Contract 02804 has been extended for a 1-year term.  The new term for extension is June 1, 2005 through May 31, 2006 with no changes in price terms or conditions by West Courier Express and modified rate reductions (as referenced in item #2 above) by Fleetfoot Messenger Service.

9. Term worth of $77, 159.00 has been reduced to $11,000.00 based on reported usage from 2004.
