Not to Exceed an Aggregate Usage Total of $38,000/YR
CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS:

Replacement of Damaged Trees: Provide all labor, materials and equipment to perform the work, as described below:

All projects will be located within the Seattle City limits.  Replacement trees and/or other plants will be provided by the City, however the City reserves the right to purchase replacement trees or other plants from the successful vendor (s) for a particular project as mutually agreed.

Contracts that are awarded through this solicitation will establish price rates and discounts that will be used by the Contractor to prepare specific project quotes when individual project needs arise.  The specific work required for each site/project will be identified by the Seattle Department of Transportation (SDOT) Project Manager.    When the Contractor receives a work request for a particular project, the Contractor will be prepare a firm fixed price for each site/project consistent with the Contract pricing and as follows:
PROTOCOL FOR TREE INSTALLATION, AS PER SEATTLE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (SDOT) SPECIFICATIONS

Preparation for tree planting:
· Prior to any excavation, the contractor will be responsible for facilitating the location of any underground utilities that may be damaged by excavation.

· Tree grates, paving stones, asphalt, tree stumps or concrete will be removed so as to provide clearance for preparing pit excavation

· Soil will be removed from the planting pit, and any large stones, concrete debris or roots that are present will be discarded.  Soil will be removed to the edge of the planting pit to allow maximum room for the soil ball. If additional backfill is needed, existing soil to be supplemented with decomposed organic mulch, not to exceed a 2:1 ratio of original soil to mulch.

· Depth of the hole will not exceed the depth of the root ball, and may be up to 2" inches less than the depth of the root ball.

Tree planting:
· If wire basket is used to contain root ball, the bottom 1/3 of same will be removed prior to placing soil ball into planting hole. 

· Before placing tree in hole, twine or other packaging materials will be removed from the crown of the tree.

· Root flare of the tree will be determined and excess soil removed from top of the root ball to insure proper planting depth.

· Tree will be placed in the pit, making sure that root flare is no lower than grade and no higher than 2" inches above grade.

· Remainder of wire basket will be removed upon placement and stabilization of the tree in pit.

· All twine will be removed from the base/trunk of tree and burlap bag rolled back from top of root ball.

· Backfill will utilize existing soil, and will be tamped as it is replaced around tree; appropriate watering will be accomplished to settle soil; and additional soil added as needed to bring level to grade.

After care:
· Tree will be staked as necessary to insure stability

· Approved mulch material will be placed in planting area at a depth not to exceed 2” inches.

General Requirements for Tree Planting:

The Contractor will furnish all labor, tools, specialized equipment, materials, supervision and transportation to perform tree planting services as required in the specification.

Prevailing Wages shall apply, under the conditions specified in the contract.

All fieldwork shall be performed under supervision of the Contractor.

The Contractor will ensure that employees comply with all City of Seattle WISHA and Washington State Industrial regulations and practices.

Any Contractor having employees working on or near a street shall comply with: City of Seattle Traffic Control Manual for in-Street Work and applicable Washington State regulations pertaining to personal protection equipment, safety equipment, warning signs and traffic control.

The Contractor must also comply with the Department of Labor requirements of WAC296-155-305, “Flagger Training Requirements” for Washington State and the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) of the Department of Transportation.

The following regulations must be observed:

Workers must wear safety vests at all times.

Trucks and trailer must be coned at all times.  Minimum cone height shall be 28 inches, with a six inch band of reflective tape placed approximately three inches from the tope cone.

Traffic warning sings must be positioned in the Right-of-Way to forewarn traffic of workers in the area.  Minimum sign size is 30 inches square with five-inch letters on orange/white background.  A “Workers Ahead” sign is sufficient if work can be confined to one side of the street behind the curb / “Workers Ahead” signs should be displayed from both directions if operations encroach on the center median on center median and both sides of the street.

If the operation dictates that a lane be closed of multi-lane streets, the signing should be as follows:

“Workers Ahead”

“Right/Left Lane Closed Ahead”

Lane reduction symbol and/or directional signs

Cones

These safety regulations are mandated by the State Department of Labor and Industries and are subject to change.  Failure to comply with proper safety procedures may result in contract cancellation.

It is the responsibility of the Contractor to obtain Lane Closure Permits when required.

The contractor’s personnel will conduct themselves on site in a professional manner at all times.

The Project Manager will inspect work performed by the Contractor.  In the event of work performance deficiencies, the Project Manager will notify the Contractor.  Notification will be in writing.

Equipment intensive work shall not commence before 7:00 A.M. on weekdays and 9:00 A.M. on weekends unless approval has been obtained by the Project Manger.

The Contractor shall report any damage to, or potential hazard, involving work under contract to the Project Manager.

Hazardous conditions shall immediately be remedied or secured to prevent further damage and/or injury.  It is the Contractor’s responsibility to provide close supervision of maintenance operations and management of the site.

Any damage to structures or plant material due to Contractor negligence will be remedied by the Contractor at his/her own expense in a timely manner.
Insurance Requirements: Vendor shall maintain Proof of Insurance per Attachment #3.
Rates and Prices:  Pricing shall be prepared with the following contract terms considered.  For acquisitions that include Building Maintenance Services, this instruction is in addition to annual Prevailing Wage adjustments that have been required and specified elsewhere within this solicitation.  

Pricing shall be fixed and firm throughout the original contract term.  No later than ninety (90) days prior to the contract renewal period, the Contractor may submit a written request for a price increase.  Such request shall consider and meet the following, unless exempted by the Buyer:

· No greater than the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;

· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;

· Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

· Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

· And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.

The request shall be considered by the City, and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 90-days prior to the automatic contract renewal period, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract throughout the renewal period. The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.  Conversely, any cost reductions to the Contractor, such as rebates or “specials”, shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.  Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.   
Work Order Estimates: SDOT Project Manager may proceed directly to an individual Contractor on the Roster to obtain a firm fixed price and schedule for the work, or may instead choose to solicit estimates from multiple Contractors on the Roster. In all cases, Contractors shall provide the City with estimates based upon Contract Pricing.  When soliciting multiple quotes for an individual project, the City will select that Contractor who best meets the requirements of the job including scheduling.

The City reserves the right to add vendors, utilizing an additional solicitation process and/or to limit the size of a resultant vendor pool.
Rates and Prices:  Pricing shall be fixed and firm throughout the original contract term.  No later than ninety (90) days prior to the contract renewal period, the Contractor may submit a written request for a price increase.  Such request shall consider and meet the following, unless exempted by the Buyer:

· No greater than the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;

· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract;

· Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

· Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

· And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.
Permits:  All necessary permits required to perform work are to be supplied by the Contractor at no additional cost to the City.

Rate Schedule-Contract Pricing
Note:  Hourly Rates must be equal to or greater than the Prevailing Wages applicable for this work.  These hourly rates will be the only costs charged to the City when conducting a project.  Administrative costs, permits, materials, supplies, supervision, and any other costs should all be rolled into the hourly rate below.

All estimates must be based on Hourly Rates equal to or greater than the Prevailing Wages applicable for the specific scope of work required.
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
