The Buyer will give the award Contractor(s) a Contract Number, and the Contractor and their subcontractor(s) shall then promptly submit the Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages to the Department of Labor & Industries for approval.  The City
requests this be done on-line to allow the City a rapid mechanism to verify submittal of forms.  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  However, the City will accept forms submitted through paper procedures.  If the Contractor utilizes paper submittal, a copy shall be promptly provided to the Buyer

Affidavit of Wages Paid:  Upon contract completion, Contractor and each subcontractor shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice.

The contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer or worker less than the current prevailing hourly wage rates and fringe benefits for said workers classification as set forth by the State of Washington for King County.  It shall also be the Contractors sole responsibility to ascertain the applicable prevailing rate of wage for each classification.  The contract is responsible for compliance of all subcontractors with payroll reporting requirements and payment of prevailing wage.  Notice of Intent to pay Prevailing Wages and affidavit of wages must be filed with the State of Washington, Department of Labor and Industries, for approval.  Copies of approved Intents/Affidavits shall be sent to the City of Seattle, Purchasing Services Attn: Sara Schutt, 700 Fifth Avenue, Suite 4112, PO Box 94687, Seattle, WA  98124-4687.

This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.
