Seattle Police North Precinct Detention System

Landscape Restoration and Maintenance Plan

The purpose of this contract is to establish a cleanup and maintenance program for the detention system located on the south side of the property.  The work will be performed in two phases, Phase I and Phase II.  The scope of the work is delineated below.

Cleanup Plan - Phase I  

Hazard Tree Removal – Alders 2” – 6” in diameter located on the north side of landmass in middle of system will be cut down and removed.  Saplings growing out of the stump on the northeast side will also be removed.  Two ornamental trees located on the north side will be pruned at this time.

Invasive Weed and Debris Removal – All leaf debris will be removed, concentrating on the west side and middle, as this is the area of heaviest leaf drop.

English Ivy – Removal will consist of manually “uprooting” runners that have established under leaf debris.  Cutting at base and “pulling” growth off trees will also be done at this time.

Himalayan Blackberry – This growth is located primarily on the west and north banks and will be manually removed along with the small holly growing in the middle of the detention system.  Pruning and light digging will be the methods used at this time.

Reed Canary Grass – This grass is located in the system floor and must be removed manually as chemical application is not appropriate.  All canary grass that can be reached from the edge on the west side will be removed manually.  Tall stands of grass on the east side next to the stump will also be manually removed.

Knotweed – Old growth will be removed manually by “cutting” at the base.  All stalks will be placed on plastic tarp to ensure containment, and then removed from the site.  Heaviest growth seen at this time is on the west and northeast sides of the system.  “True” removal will most likely involve the use of aquamaster at a rate of 100% (5cc/mls) utilizing the injection method (see attachment).  The best time for this work is in early June.  Manual control will be necessary to keep growth at a minimum.  That will involve an on-going maintenance plan (see maintenance proposal).

Cleanup Plan - Phase II

Phase II will include the removal of remaining trees, those in water on the east side and middle of the system.  Water presence will determine timing of this task.  All remaining vegetation in the middle of the system will also be dealt with at this time using manual methods, light digging, and pulling.

Cost of Cleanup Services

Phase I – This phase will require 4 laborers for 8 hours @ $36.00 per hour for a total of $1,152.00 plus WSSTs.  Work shall begin as early as February 1, 2005.

Phase II – This phase will require 4 laborers for 8 hours each for a total of 32 hours @ $36.00 per hour.  The total cost for this phase shall be $1,152.00 plus WSSTs.

The total cost for Phases I and II is $2,304.00 plus WSSTs.

Maintenance Plan

Manual control of knotweed will be our method of control.  It is recommended that the weeds be pulled every other week.  Therefore, the maintenance schedule is as follows:  3 hours every other week at an hourly rate of $32.00 per hour starting early spring (March 1, 2005) to late summer (August 31, 2005) for a total of 14 visits.  The cost for service during this time period is $1,344.00 plus WSSTs.  The maintenance schedule will decrease to one visit per month @ 2 hours per visit from September through March for a total of 7 visits.  The cost for service during this period is $448.00 plus WSSTs.

The total cost for the Maintenance Plan is $1,792.00.

Replanting – There will be a total of 129 plants installed.  The following plants will be installed:  

Sword Fern – 1 gal, Qty 35 @ $4.48 ea., total cost $156.80

Sala – 1 gal, Qty 50 @ $3.85 ea., total cost $192.50

Kousa Dogwood – 4’-5’, Qty 4 @ $62.67 ea., total cost $250.68

Redtwig Dogwood – 1 gal, Qty 10 @ $3.96 ea., total cost $39.60

Pseudicourus (“Yellow Flag Iris”) – 1 gal, Qty 30 @ $5.75 ea., total cost $172.50.

The total cost for the above plants is $812.08 plus WSSTs. We labor required for replanting is 28 man-hours @ $36.00 per hour for a total replanting labor cost of $1,008.00 plus WSSTs.  The total replanting cost is $1,820.08 plus WSSTs.

Mulch – 5 yards of premium lawn and gardner mulch @ $17.94 will be used to amend the plant area for a total cost of $89.70 plus WSSTs.  This installation will require 32 man-hours @ $36.00 per hour for a total labor cost of $1,152.00.  The total mulching cost will be $1,241.70 plus WSSTs. The time for planting will begin upon the completion of cleanup with the actual date to be determined.

Hand Watering – If requested, hand watering shall be done weekly at a rate of $36.00 per hour.  Four man-hours will be required for each visit if water must be transported to site.  If water source is at the site, labor hours can be reduced to two hours per visit. Watering will continue until plant establishment above and beyond maintenance plan.  This note pertaining to hand watering is provided for informational purposes only.

Grand Total Cost

The total cost for the above Landscape Restoration and Maintenance Plan is $7,157.78 plus WSSTs.
