Purpose of the Request for Proposal

Through this Request for Proposal (RFP), the City of Seattle (City) Seattle Public Utilities (SPU) seeks to acquire
contracts for Emergency Bottled Water Distribution.

The City of Seattle is looking for a variety of different water distributors to provide and distribute water in case of an
emergency (either man-made or natural) The terms of the contract would be dependent on the size of the emergency
(i.e. water outage). For small outages, we may request door-to-door delivery. For larger outages, water will be
delivered to pre-designated locations.

Each vendor will have a specific section of the City they will be responsible for. In the case of a catastrophic
emergency, the City’s Emergency Operation Center (EOC) may override these pre-designated delivery agreements.
All water deliveries must be made with 3-5 hours of the initial call. There is leniency if the amount of water needed
exceeds the amount of water in stock.

Warranties: The Contractor warrants that all goods are merchantable, comply with the City's latest drawings and specifications, and are fit for
the City's intended use; all goods comply with all applicable safety and health standards established for such products; all goods are properly
packaged; and all appropriate instructions or warnings are supplied.

Date Warranty: Vendor warrants that all Software provided under this Contract: (i)does not have a life expectancy limited by date or time format;
(i) will correctly record, store, process, and present calendar dates; (iii) will lose no functionality, data integrity, or performance with respect to any
date; and (iv) will be interoperable with other software used by Purchaser that may deliver date records from the Software, or interact with date
records of the Software ("Date Warranty"). In the event a Date Warranty problem is reported to Vendor by Purchaser and such problem remains
unresolved after three (3) calendar days, at Purchaser's discretion, Vendor shall send, at Vendor's sole expense, at least one (1) qualified and
knowledgeable representative to Purchaser's premises.

The City encourages the Contractor to employ a workforce reflective of the region’s diversity.

Discrimination - The Contractor shall not create barriers to open and fair opportunities for WMBESs to participate in all City contracts and to
obtain or compete for contracts and subcontracts as sources of supplies, equipment, construction and services. In considering offers from and
doing business with subcontractors and suppliers, the Contractor shall not discriminate on the basis of race, color, creed, religion, sex, age,
nationality, marital status, sexual orientation or the presence of any mental or physical disability in an otherwise qualified disabled person.

Record-Keeping — The Contractor shall maintain, for at least 12 months after expiration or earlier termination of the term of this Purchase
Order/Vendor Contract, relevant records and information necessary to document the Contractor's utilization of WMBEs and other businesses as
subcontractors and suppliers in this contract and in its overall public and private business activities. The Contractor shall also maintain all written
quotes, bids, estimates, or proposals submitted to the Contractor by all businesses seeking to participate as subcontractors or suppliers in the
contract. The City shall have the right to inspect and copy such records. If this Purchase Order/Vendor Contract involves federal funds, the
Contractor shall comply with all record-keeping requirements set forth in every applicable federal rule, regulation and statute referenced in the
contract documents.

For Public Convenience: The City may terminate this Purchase Order/VVendor Contract in whole or in part whenever the City determines that
such termination is in its best interest (including but not limited to for lack of continuing appropriations). In such a case the Contractor shall be
paid for all items accepted by the City.

Notice: Notice of termination shall be given by the party terminating this Agreement to the other not less than ten (10) working days prior to the
effective date of termination.

This contract is for emergency bottled water distribution in case of a man-made or natural
emergency. The terms of the contract would be dependent on the size of the emergency
(i.e. water outage). For small outages, we may request door-to-door delivery. For larger
outages, water will be delivered to pre-designed locations.

Each vendor will have a specific section of the City they will be responsible for in case of
a catastrophic emergency, the City’s Emergency Operation Center (EOC) may override
these pre-designed delivery agreements.

e  Establishing delivery schedules, where the requirements of the contract permit, that encourage participation by WMBEs.

*  Providing WMBESs that express interest with adequate and timely information about plans, specifications, and requirements of the contract.

e Utilizing the services of available minority community organizations, minority contractor groups, local minority assistance offices, the City of
Seattle, and other organizations that provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of WMBEs.

Sanctions for Violation — Any violation of the mandatory requirements of this WMBE Utilization provision shall be a material breach of contract
for which the Contractor may be subject to damages and sanctions provided for by contract and by applicable law.

Rejection of Quotations: The City reserves the right to accept or reject any and all quotations without penalty, to waive
any immaterial defects and irregularities in quotations, and to contract in the best interest of the City in order to obtain the
item that, in the City's sole judgment, best meets its needs, as expressed in this RFQ.

Disposition of Quotations: All material submitted in response to this RFQ, including but not limited to samples, shall
become the property of the City upon delivery to the City.

City of Seattle as Additional Insured: The CGL and Business Automobile liability insurance shall include the City of
Seattle as an additional insured for primary and non-contributory limits.

No Limitation of Liability: Insurance coverage and limits of liability as specified herein are minimum coverage and
limit of liability requirements only. They shall not be construed to limit the liability of Vendor for any claim that is
required to be covered hereunder. Moreover, the City shall be an additional insured, where additional insured status
is required, for the full available limits of liability maintained by vendor, whether those limits are primary, excess,
contingent or otherwise.
