AMENDMENT #01
Agreement 
Between The City of Seattle and Kolke Consulting Group, Inc.
For Review Services of Seattle Building Permit Applications
This bilateral Amendment #01 is entered into by Kolke Consulting Group, Inc. (“Vendor”) and the City of Seattle (the“City”).  This Amendment #01 to the Agreement between the City of Seattle and Kolke Consulting Group, Inc. for Review Services of Seattle Building Permit Applications (“Agreement”) is effective on the date of the last signature of the Parties (“Effective Date”)
WHEREAS, the original agreement between the parties specified that the Agreement may be modified from time to time by mutual agreement;

WHEREAS, the original agreement between the parties specified that at the City’s discretion, the Agreement may be extended for two (2) additional one (1) year increments after the initial three-year contract term which end date is May 31, 2008;
WHEREAS, the Department of Planning and Kolke Consulting Group, Inc. revised the Compensation, Section 6.1, for review of building permit applications for construction projects, on March 15, 2007;
NOW, THEREFORE, the Agreement is amended as follows:
1. The term of the Agreement is extended for a period of one (1) year starting June 1, 2008 and ending May 31, 2009

2. The 2007 Contractor’s compensation increase for the value of review of construction projects is incorporated into this Amendment #01, and attached hereto – Attachment C.
3. Requests for Rate Increases must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer in accordance to the rules below.  No other employee may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City.  Any invoice that is sent to the City with pricing above that specified by the City in writing within this Contract or specified within an official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be invalid.  Payment of an erroneous invoice does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek reimbursement of the overpayment or would withhold such overpayment from future payments.
· Hourly Rates or Service Pricing:  For multi-year contracts that provide services.  Rate increases are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be:

a. The direct result of increases to wage rates and not greater than the CPI Index or other appropriate service rate index agreed upon between the Buyer and the Vendor. 
b. Incurred after contract commencement date.  

c. Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.

d. Clearly identify the service titles and the hours of service performed if specified within the contract and the before/after wage rate.
e. Be filed with Buyer (RFP Coordinator) a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.

f. Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer (RFP Coordinator) sufficient to warrant the increase.  

g. The United States published indices such as the Consumer Price Index or other government data may be referenced to help substantiate the Vendor’s documentation.  A link to the CPI Data is available at http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.

h. The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.
i. Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology
4. In all other respects this Agreement remains unchanged.
