WINDOW CLEANING AT SEATTLE CENTRAL PUBLIC LIBRARY located at 1000 4th Avenue, Seattle WA  98104
Part 1 – Scope of Work
A. Services Provided

Contractor shall provide on-call or an-needed window cleaning service at the Seattle Public Library.  The work will be provided approximately twice per year for exterior in the spring and fall. The work must be coordinated so as not to interfere with events are scheduled in the buildings, which may require the work be spread over several weeks.  The vendor shall provide all supplies, materials and equipment required to perform the work. 

B
The following scope of work outlines work to clean all exterior glass, gutters,       metal louvers, and steel framed arcade one time only.  The Library shall inspect all cleaning work.  If, in the Library's judgment, the work is substandard, the contractor shall correct all deficiencies to the satisfaction of the Library.  The contractor shall meet all of the City of Seattle and The Seattle Public Library’s insurance requirements including contractor’s completion of the City’s Insurance Requirements and Transmittal Sheet prior to starting the job.

1. Follow all steps and recommendations outlined by the Seele, L.P. Operation and Maintenance Manual for Seattle Central Library (May 2004), particularly sections 3.0 Façade Inspection, 4.0 General Operation Information and 6.0 Façade Cleaning.

2. Clean all exterior glass, except revolving doors, and clean off metal frames and mullions.  The bulk of the cleaning and associated set-ups or staging work for scaffolding, lifts or other similar equipment shall be done during closed hours.

3. Provide all lifts and/or scaffolding and safety equipment for access to the necessary exterior glass and walls.  This shall also include any incidental traffic flagging for trucks or equipment and any warning or safety barriers at the streets or sidewalks if needed.

4. Clean nine (9) large gutters at various levels around the building.  Gutters and downspouts (rain leader) system are specifically designed for the library.  Gutters need to be free of debris and dirt with the exception of the freeze proof (heat trace) electrical wires.  Bids shall include a separate cost to clean individual gutters and as a group if the library needs to have them cleaned after storms. 

5. Clean metal louvers for mechanical system on facades at various levels.  The recommendations for cleaning the louvers from the Seele L.P. Operation and Maintenance Manual for Seattle Central Library (May 2004) must be strictly followed.  Cleaning shall be done at time of the glass cleaning.  

6. Clean painted steel street level facade on east side (5th Avenue) so all steel members and their joints and crevices are free of all dirt and debris.  Similar materials, methods and techniques for cleaning glass shall be used so paint finish is not damaged or does not deteriorate prematurely.  This framework shall not be pressure washed.

7. Provide and use all required safety and fall protection equipment that are built into the library and provide any other required safety and fall protection equipment for all staff in compliance with all applicable health and safety regulations.  

8. A full set of as-built drawings and the Seele Operation and Maintenance Manual for Seattle Central Library (May 2004) are available.
