CHANGE ORDER #2 IS ISSUED TO EXERCISE THE CITY’S OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT FOR A ONE-YEAR TERM EFFECTIVE 11/01/07 TO 10/31/08 AND TO REVISE THE CITY BUYER INFORMATION.  IN ALL OTHER RESPECTS THE CONTRACT REMAINS UNCHANGED.

Continuation of the Agreement is contingent upon maintenance of insurance pursuant to Attachment A, Section 22.  Current evidence of insurance on file with the City indicates policies expire on 4/30/06.
