SWIMMING POOL CHEMICALS (BULK) 
1.
Specifications/Scope of Work
a) All chemicals furnished much be approved by NSPI and Washington State Health Department

b) All chemicals delivered will include Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS)

c) There shall be no delivery charge for pool or wading pool chemicals   

d) All chemicals delivered to a swimming pool facility shall arrive before 12:00 noon unless otherwise arranged by authorized pool staff.
e) Chemicals delivered must not be stacked over 4 feet high and dissimilar chemicals must be separated by 20 feet as per Fire Department code.   

f) For bulk chemical, a 250 gallon storage tank will be provided for each of the ten (10) swimming pools at no rental cost to the City.  The storage tank shall remain the property of the Vendor.  

g) Delivery of pool and wading pool chemicals will occur within 24 hours from time of order.

2. Contract Provisions
Optional Use:  The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  
Contract Period:  2/01/06 through 1/31/11

Prices:  Pricing shall be firm-fixed throughout the first year of the contract.  Beginning on the second through the fifth year, the Contractor may request a price increase annually but must be submitted at least forty-five (45) days prior to the contract anniversary date for consideration.

Such requests shall demonstrate the following:

· Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for Seattle or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;

· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 

· Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

· Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

· And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.
The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.  

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.

Cost Reductions:  Any cost reductions to the Contractor, such as rebates or “specials”, shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.  Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.   

Expansion Clause:  Any resultant contract may be further expanded to include any other chemicals normally offered by the Contractor, as long as the price of such additional chemicals is based on the same cost/profit formula as the listed item.

Permits:  All necessary permits required to perform work are to be supplied by the Contractor at no additional cost to the City.

Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Bidder: A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to this contract.  During the trial period, the Contractor must perform in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract.  Failure to perform during this trial period may result in the immediate cancellation of the contract.  In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of product or service, the City’s decision shall prevail.  The City agrees to pay only for authorized orders received up to the date of termination.  If the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the option to award the contract to the next low responsive bidder by mutual agreement.  Any new award will be for the remainder of the contract and will also be subject to this trial period.  
Insurance: Contractor is responsible for furnishing and maintaining, throughout the contract period, acceptable evidence of insurance in accordance with the “Insurance Requirements”.
