 It shall also be the Contractor’s sole responsibility to ascertain the applicable prevailing rate of wage for such classification, as set forth by the State of Washington for King County.  Notice of Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages and Affidavit of Wages Paid must be filed with the State of Washington Department of Labor and Industries, for approval.  The owner holds the contractor responsible for compliance of all subcontractors with payroll reporting requirements and payment of prevailing wages.

At the beginning of each extension year, the contractor and any subcontractor shall submit approved Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages and Intents and Affidavits of Wages paid to the buyer at City of Seattle; Sara Schutt, Department of Executive Administration, 700 Fifth Avenue, Suite 4112, P.O. Box 94687, Seattle, WA  98124-4687.

All invoices received for the extension year will be held by the City of Seattle and paid only upon receipt of the new Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages form
Orders shall be placed by the SEATTLE CENTRAL PUBLIC LIBRARY. Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to Seattle Central Public Library, Business Office, 1000 4th Avenue, Seattle, WA  98104. Each invoice shall indicate Contract #0000001693.
