 CRYPTOSPORIDIUM/GIARDIA ANALYSIS
PART I - GENERAL CONDITIONS
A.         Scope of Work & Minimum Requirements
Vendor will perform 36-60 water analyses annually for Cryptosporidium and Giardia using EPA Method 1623 with a turn-around time of seven (7) calendar days.
The laboratory performing this analysis must be approved by EPA to comply with the Surface Water Treatment Rule.  
B.         Contract Period
1/09/06 through 1/08/11

C.        Ordering Procedure

Orders will be placed directly by authorized personnel at SPU either in person, by phone/fax, or electronically. There are no maximum dollar amount limitations per order.

D.        Delivery of Product
Water samples will be delivered by SPU to vendor’s local facility.
E.        Quality Assurance

The laboratory used must be accredited and approved by EPA for Cryptosporidium/Giardia analysis using method 1623.
F.
Price Changes
Prices shown in Part II shall be firm-fixed throughout the first year of the contract.  Any price increases, thereafter, will be considered on a pass through basis only, increases which do not produce a higher profit margin than those prices established on the contract. The Vendor may request a price/rate increase annually, at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date, clearly identifying the item impacted by the increase including sufficient documentation to justify it. Any increases must be based on U.S. published indices such as the Producer Price Index. The decision to accept any price/rate increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer and, if not acceptable, the City may exercise option to cancel the contract.
Conversely, any cost reductions or any price declines at the manufacturer’s level shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.

The City of Seattle will not be bound by prices or rates contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price/rates have been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.

Invoicing
