Marketing & Distribution

3) The Vendor will work collaboratively with Seattle Emergency Management to develop content information for advertising brochures provided by the City.

D.        Ordering Procedure

Orders will be placed directly by Seattle residence and/or authorized personnel at City of Seattle departments either by phone/fax, or electronically on an “as needed” basis. There will be no dollar limitation per order.
E.        Delivery of Product
Other than “Will Call” orders, Vendor will deliver kits to the Seattle location specified by the customer. Freight terms shall be F.O.B Destination, Prepay & Add to include all transportation.
F.        Quality Assurance

The City shall reject any defective product delivered to them by Vendor and will be replaced by the Vendor within two (2) business days with same product at no additional cost to the City.

G.
Price/Rate Changes
Prices shown herein shall be firm-fixed throughout the term of the contract.  The City of Seattle will not be bound by prices or rates contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price/rates have been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.

Invoicing

For emergency kits order by City departments, the Vendor will submit the invoice to same, Attn: Accounts Payable.  The billing address will be indicated on the contract.
I.
Contract Expansion
This contract may be further expanded to include any other item normally offered by the Vendor, as long as the price of such additional items do not exceed the price paid by other customers purchasing similar quantities. Due to advances in technology that may occur from year to-year, any resulting contract may be expanded to include the most current version of sewer flow meters and software.  The Vendor agrees to provide these using a similar pricing structure.
