NORTHWEST CENTER was awarded a Contract on Dec. 1, 2005, for providing the City of Seattle, Fleets & Facilities Department, Park 90/5 Project, located at 2203 Airport Way South, Seattle, WA  98134, with JANITORIAL SERVICE.  This contract was excluded from bidding because of its sheltered workshop status.  Specifications per Attachment #1, Prevailing Wage Rates, Attachment #2, Terms and Conditions Attachment #3.  This replaced an earlier contract #745.
Change Order #1, issued to increase contract per Prevailing Wage Increase date 8/31/05.

Change Order #2, issued to extend contract through 11/30/07, delete Meridian Center, Building D and Landscaping Services from this contract. Reflect the prevailing wage increase effective 9/1/06, and delete some of the prevailing wage language.
Change Order #3, issued to add janitorial cleaning for Seattle Police Department, Building D.

Change Order #4, issued to add an additional scope of work for the Washington State Patrol Crime lab, Building A, 4th floor. This has been requested by Mary Laski (property manager) on 6/11/07.

Change Order #5, issued to extend to 7/31/08, to allow time to rebid specific locations in the contract.

Change Order #6, issued to extend to 7/31/09, per Jason Phillips and Mary Laski.
Change Order #7, issued to require all janitorial cleaning shall be done with Green Seal approved products or other certification acceptable to the city.  This includes all cleaning and janitorial work done at all locations for the City of Seattle.  The web site for Green Seal is:

PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENTS
The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an “Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage” Form concurrent with the execution of the contract.  The Buyer will give the award Contractor(s) a Contract Number, and the Contractor and their subcontractor(s) shall then promptly submit the Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages to the Department of Labor & Industries for approval.  The City requests this be done on-line to allow the City a rapid mechanism to verify submittal of forms.  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  However, the City will accept forms submitted through paper procedures.  If the Contractor utilizes paper submittal, a copy shall be promptly provided to the Buyer.
Work under this contract is subject to Prevailing Wage Requirements.  The contractor, any subcontractor or other person doing any portion of the work covered by any resulting contract, shall not pay any laborer, worker, or mechanic less than the applicable and most current prevailing hourly wage rates and fringe benefits for said worker’s classification to all laborers worker or mechanics who perform any work pursuant to any resulting contract, in conformance with the scope or work description of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.

It shall also be the Contractors sole responsibility to ascertain the applicable rate of wage for such classification, as set forth by the State of Washington for King County.  Notice of Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages and Affidavit of Wages paid must be filed with the State of Washington Department of Labor and industries, for approval.  The owner holds the contractor responsible for compliance of all subcontractors with payroll reporting requirements and payment of prevailing wages.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before City of Seattle can pay the final invoice.
Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary period, as follows:  Requests for price increases shall be considered when provided at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, and shall take effect on the contract anniversary date. 
Requests by the Contractor shall be given to the Buyer in writing, and shall demonstrate the following:

Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product or service;

Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 

Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.
The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.
The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer. In all other respects, this contract remains unchanged.
