C.        Ordering Procedure

Orders will be placed directly by authorized personnel at SDOT either by phone/fax, or electronically on an “as needed” basis. There will be no maximum dollar limitation per order.
D.        Delivery of Product
Vendor will deliver equipment to the Seattle location specified by SDOT. Freight terms shall be F.O.B Destination, Prepay & Add to include all transportation, unloading and inside delivery.
E.        Quality Assurance

The City shall reject any defective product delivered by Vendor and will be replaced by the Vendor within two (2) business days with same product at no additional cost to the City.

F.
Price Changes
Prices shown herein shall be firm-fixed throughout the first year of the contract.  Any price increases, thereafter, will be considered on a pass through basis only, increases which do not produce a higher profit margin than those prices established on the contract. The Vendor may request a price increase annually, at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date, clearly identifying the item impacted by the increase including sufficient documentation to justify it. Any increases must be based on U.S. published indices such as the PPI or CPI. The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer and, if not acceptable, the City may exercise option to cancel the contract.
Conversely, any cost reductions or any price declines shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.

SDOT will not be bound by prices or rates contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.

Invoicing

After equipment have been delivered to and accepted by SDOT, the Vendor will submit the invoice to same, Attn: Accounts Payable.  The billing address is indicated on the face of the contract.

Customer Service
Vendor shall designate a customer service representative to any resulting contract to provide customer service to include, but not limited to, resolving invoice and/or product discrepancies, expediting deliveries, accurately checking available stock and timely updating SPU on pending deliveries.
