BUS CHARTER SERVICE

For Skagit Tour Customers

SPECIFICATIONS:

PART A:   Bus service from Newhalem, WA to the Diablo boat landing in Diablo, WA (approx. 8 miles one way) with a one (1) hour layover at boat landing.  It is estimated that this service will be needed approx. sixty-two (62) days, both weekdays and weekends, with one (1) tour a day.  On Mondays and Thursdays, the bus will make one additional stop in the town of Diablo for approximately one (1) hour and fifteen (15) minutes, then back to Newhalem.  

APPROXIMATE SCHEDULE PART A:

Mondays & Thursdays busses needed at Newhalem from 11:30AM – approx. 4:30PM

Friday, Saturday & Sunday busses needed at Newhalem from 11:30AM – approx. 3:30PM

PART B:  On-call bus service from Seattle to Newhalem with an hour and a half (1.5) layover in Newhalem, then on to the Diablo boat landing in Diablo, WA for a one (1) hour layover at boat landing.  The bus will make one additional stop in the town of Diablo for approximately one (1) hour and fifteen (15) minutes, then back to Newhalem, then return trip to Seattle (approx. 140 miles one-way).


 It is estimated that this service will be needed approx. five (5) times during each tour season.

The bus will leave at a mutually agreed upon site within the Seattle city limits at 8:00AM and will return to the same location at approximately 7:30PM.  

Directions from Seattle to Newhalem:  Travel Interstate 5 northbound to Mount Vernon and take Exit 232, State Route 20, the North Cascades Highway.  Turn right and travel east to Highway 20, turn left then travel approximately 70 miles to the town of Newhalem, which is approximately 13 miles east of Marblemount.

The bus will be required to navigate a steep, narrow road and one way lane across Diablo Dam.  The grade is approx. 10.2% at its steepest part.  A bus turnaround is available.

The tours could begin in May, on-call.  Tours operate weekends only in June and September.  Tours operate five (5) days a week in July and August: Thursday, Friday, 

Saturday, Sunday, Monday.  In August there will be occasional tours on Tuesdays and Wednesdays.  Full capacity of tours is 75 passengers.  One (1) tour daily, bus(s) depart Newhalem at 12:30PM each tour day.  Bus is required to be on standby one (1) hour prior to departure.  Bus departs Diablo Boat Landing at 2:50PM.  Overnight bus parking is available in Newhalem at no charge.  It is anticipated that the “Part B” bus from Seattle will depart Newhalem at 1:00PM and Diablo Dam at 2:50PM.  On Mondays and Thursdays in July and August, and occasional Tuesdays and Wednesdays in August, bus will depart Diablo Dam Boat landing, make a one and one-half hour stop in Diablo, then return to Newhalem.

Bus schedule arrangements (final passenger count) will be made available 24 hours or one business day prior to tour date.  One bus on each tour should be ADA compliant.  Wheelchair lift bus on request with seven (7) days advance notice to vendor.

Bus must have an operational video VCR capability.

Bus must have an operational microphone/PA system.

Bus must be clean and all facilities serviced prior to departure.

Bus must have an operational restroom.  Restroom to be cleaned, sanitized, and equipped with toilet paper, towelettes, working lights, and emptied waste tanks.

Lodging in a private room with a shared bath is available for bus driver at a nominal fee.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:
Drivers:  Certified by the Washington Department of Transportation (DOT).  Must possess Commercial Driver’s License endorsed for both air brakes and passengers.  Must have passed both State background check and random drug test.  Vendor responsible for any charges associated with the background check or drug test.

Vendor:  Documents a “satisfactory” rating on the Washington Utilities and Trades Commission’s “Carrier Profile”; participates in DOT yearly vehicle inspection and must provide evidence of insurance per Insurance Instructions, Attachment #2. 

Invoicing:  To be provided monthly, in arrears, and must include dates of service, number and size of busses used per day.

Terms of Trip Cancellation:  One (1) business day or 24 hours prior to tour departure time.
American Disability Act:  Vendor must be compliant with ADA requirements.  Minimum one (1) bus per tour must be ADA compliant.
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
