Landscape Specifications

LOCATION:   Work is to be done at 2203 Airport Way S,  a business park named Airport Way Center and designated on the attached site plan .The property is  owned by the City of Seattle.  Mary Laski, Property Manager, is the contact for the project.  She can be reached at (206) 733-9406.
WORK: Work shall include all labor, materials, equipment and supplies necessary to maintain areas in accordance with the Landscape specifications attached.

CONTRACT PERIOD: The contract period shall begin September 1st, 2006 – August 31st, 2008 with an three (3) additional one (1) year extension options.
PREVAILING WAGE REQUIREMENT: Work under this contract is subject to Prevailing Wage Requirements.  The Contractor, any subcontractor or any other person doing any portion of the work covered by any resulting contract, shall not pay any laborer or worker less than the applicable and  most current prevailing hourly wage rates and fringe benefits for said worker’s classification. 

Notice of Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage and Affidavit of Wages paid must be filed with the State of Washington Department of Labor and Industries.  It will be the contractor’s sole responsibility to ascertain the applicable rate of pay as set forth by the State of Washington for King County.

Landscape Specifications For Site Area

Definitions
Weed eating or Trimming around Building A shall be performed for the purpose of keeping the vegetation at an acceptable level.  Persons performing this task shall use care not to  apply the tool so close to the ground that rocks are spun out and into the windows, breaking the glass. This vegetation may remain longer than other grass on site. We would anticipate this being done two to four times a month during the growing season of May through September and as needed throughout the rest of the year.

Mowing Contractor shall mow grass on the Airport Way Center side of Building B and all islands with grass throughout the business park. Grass clippings shall be removed from premises.

Prune Shrubs and Ivy  Contractor shall prune shrubs in spring and fall  to maintain the health and appearance of the shrub by removing dead, diseased or injured  parts of the plants and to help maintain the shape and appearance of the plant as well as to prevent it from growing into the parking areas and walkways of the property.

Weed Beds  Contractor shall remove all weeds in the planted areas twice a month and remove weed vegetation from the premises.

Deadhead Rhododendrons as needed    Contractor shall remove dead blooms from rhododendron plants as blooms expire.

Litter Removal   Contractor shall remove all litter from planted areas, walkways, and parking areas twice monthly and remove the litter from the premises.

Clean/Rake  After weeding and removing litter from the planted beds, Contractor shall rake area where appropriate to maintain a uniform and neat appearance.

Leaf Removal   Contractor shall collect leaves from the site (planted areas and parking areas) twice monthly from August through December.  If leaves are blown with a leaf blower, care must be taken so that dirt is not blown onto vehicles. Leaves shall be collected and removed from the site, not simply blown off site.

Debris Removal  Litter and debris shall be collected and removed from all parking areas twice each month.  If unusual or large items are noted, Property Manager shall be notified.

Remove Weeds from cracks in sidewalks, etc   Contractor shall remove weeds from cracks in curbing, asphalt and adjacent sidewalks.

Irrigation Analysis    Broken or damaged sprinkler heads shall be reported to the Property Manager as soon as possible.  If the sprinkler system is not reaching certain plants, Property Manager shall be notified.

Irrigation Maintenance/Repair  Repair/replace broken or damaged sprinkler heads and irrigation lines.
