The contractor, any subcontractor or other person doing any portion of the work covered by any resulting contract, shall not pay any laborer, worker, or mechanic less than the applicable and most current prevailing hourly wage rates and fringe benefits for said worker’s classification to all laborers worker or mechanics who perform any work pursuant to any resulting contract, in conformance with the scope or work description of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.

It shall also be the Contractors sole responsibility to ascertain the applicable rate of wage for such classification, as set forth by the State of Washington for King County.  Notice of Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages and Affidavit of Wages paid must be filed with the State of Washington Department of Labor and industries, for approval.
