Furnishing and Servicing of Accessible Portable Toilets

Specifications, Locations and Pricing
Part A – General

A. 1. Goal of this Contract:

The goal of this contract is to furnish and service accessible portable toilets as needed in various locations of Seattle as determined by the City’s Project Manager for Public Restrooms.

A.2. Background:

The City has been providing public restrooms to the general public since 1993. The number of units has varied from a high of 13 to the current number of 4 units. These units are for the use of the general public and will be open for use 24-hours per day, seven days per week. Decorative metal facades have been provided at seven locations for the portable toilet so it is required that the accessible units provided fit inside these facades.

A.3. Location of Project:

The locations of the portable toilets can vary due to need by the City. All current locations are included in Attachment 1 but the vendor should understand that these locations can change if the City’s Project Manager determines that changes need to be made. The City of Seattle’s Project Manager determines placement of all portable toilets.

A.4. City-Furnished Property or Services:

The City of Seattle will provide the decorative facades at various locations as determined by the City’s Project Manager.

A.5. Vendor-Furnished Property or Services:

The vendor shall provide a fully accessible portable toilet that fits inside the City provided metal facade or a regular size unit as specified by the City’s project manager and needed by the City of Seattle. The measurements for the facade are as follows:

Opening is 68 inches wide; the length is 64 inches deep. The depth measurement is not as critical as the width as the portable may stick out a few inches.  The height is 92 inches.  Portable toilets shall come equipped with a door with a handle. The door shall swing shut by the use of a spring system and have a locking mechanism that indicates if the unit is vacant or occupied. In addition, each unit will have a toilet paper dispenser large enough for two rolls of toilet paper and a toilet tank and toilet seat and toilet seat lid.  The portable toilet shall also have screened ventilation and a vent system for the toilet tank.

The portable toilets provided by the vendor shall be in excellent condition with no damage to the unit. The unit shall be of a muted, conservative color. Bright colors are not acceptable.

PART B -  TECHNICAL

B.1. General Requirements: 

Vendor shall provide portable toilet to specific locations as specified by the City’s Project Manager.  Vendor must be able to and shall provide service to the unit seven days per week including holidays. Some units could be serviced multiple times per day as determined by the City’s Project Manager. If a unit is serviced twice per day, the second cleaning shall not take place for at least four hours after the first cleaning.

Cleaning/Servicing of each unit shall include:

1. Removing the waste from the toilet tank and refilling with clean solution.
2. Supplying the unit with two rolls of toilet paper.
3. Supplying the unit with removable garbage bags in some units as determined by the City’s Project Manager.
4. Supplying the unit with hand sanitizer dispenser and refilling with solution.
5. Removing debris and litter from the inside of the unit and disposing of the debris properly.
6. Removing debris and litter from the exterior of the unit in a five foot radius around the unit.
7. Cleaning of the interior and exterior of the unit to remove graffiti.

The holding tank shall be chemically deodorized with a biodegradable chemical additive and the serviceman shall maintain a written, posted log on the unit indicating the dates of service. Environmentally friendly (non-pollutant and biodegradable) products shall be used for all cleaning, sanitizing and deodorizing functions.   Copies of MSDS sheets will be provided for all products used.

The vendor shall keep the unit in good working order which shall include a working door lock and handle, unbroken toilet seat, unbroken toilet paper holder, a door that opens and closes properly with the door spring in working order, screens in place and unbroken, no leaks in the tank, ramp properly affixed to the unit, and no holes in the unit.

Minor, in field repairs include fixing a door lock, repairing or replacing a toilet seat, door handle, door spring, vent screens and toilet paper holder, and realigning the ramp shall be done on-site as needed or as directed by the City’s Project Manager.

Vendor shall send a report of on site repairs or graffiti removal indicating location of service, date performed, type of service done (type of repair) and length of time it took to perform the repair. This report shall be sent to the City Project Manager along with the monthly invoice. Invoices shall be sent to the City’s Project Manager at the address listed below.  Invoices shall clearly itemize all services performed.

B.2. City Project Manager:

B.3. Miscellaneous:

The vendor shall allow the City to paint the units for decorative purposes using latex paint. The vendor shall also allow the City to spray paint a “Public Restroom” sign with latex paint directly on to the portable toilet.  The vendor will also allow the City to place information stickers on the units. These stickers will be provided and maintained by the City.
Vendor shall indicate on the inside of each unit the time and date of each cleaning.

The City of Seattle will only pay for cleanings that are performed. If for any reason the vendor cannot clean a particular unit/s, the City of Seattle shall not pay for services not performed in the prior month.  The invoices should reflect this reduced level of service.

Note:
Service shall include removal and disposal of waste in accordance with state and local law. Service shall also include removal and disposal of human waste and trash in and around the unit, cleaning of the unit inside and out, removal of graffiti, repairing any damage to the unit, refilling the toilet tank with chemicals, stocking of toilet paper, water, hand cleaner and other consumables where applicable. Services shall be recorded by date to a label affixed inside each unit. Contractor shall assume all liability and risk associated with the use of the units. This includes repair of damages due to accident, weather, or vandalism, as well as removal of graffiti. Contractor shall repair or replace any unit that becomes unsuitable for use within 24 hours of being notified by Project Manager via telephone, fax, or e-mail. 

Disposal of waste from tank trucks shall be in accordance with local health department requirements.  In the absence of provisions by local health departments, waste must be disposed of through municipal or district sanitary sewage systems.  Municipal or area sanitary sewage districts shall provide sewage disposal locations and facilities which are adequate and convenient for duly authorized toilet service organizations.

The Portable Sanitation Association International (PSAI) is an international trade association that represents U.S. and foreign firms engaged in the leasing, renting, selling and manufacturing of portable sanitation equipment, services and supplies for construction, recreation, emergency and other uses. PSAI is devoted to the proper handling of human waste by the most modern, sanitary means, giving the greatest concern to the preservation of an unspoiled environment. 

The PSAI develops standards directed toward providing clean, sanitary restroom facilities for any gathering of people who do not have adequate permanent facilities close at hand. The PSAI recommends standards to BOCA, SBCCI, OSHA, Council of American Building Officials (CABO), IAPMO and various other country, state, county and local regulatory agencies.
Standards include: 

ANSI Z4.1 - Sanitation in Places of Employment 

ANSI Z4.3 – Nonsewered Waste Disposal Systems 

ANSI Z4.4 - Sanitation in Field & Temporary Labor Camps 

Each accessible toilet must satisfy the requirements for toilet rooms in ADAAG 4.22. (ADAAG 4.1.2(6))
LICENSING. The successful bidder must provide a copy of their Waste Water Discharge Permit before the award of the contract can be made by the Purchasing Bureau. The Contractor must maintain their licensing for the entire term of this contract

Domestic Septage - Class II Liquid or solid material from portable toilets, pit toilets, RV holding tanks

or other similar holding systems that receive only domestic sewage.
WAC 173-308-270 - Domestic Septage (Class II) management requirements apply.
With regard to this contract, the Project Manager, or their designated representative will determine acceptability of all work and/or service performed. If the work and/or services are not acceptable, the Contractor will be called in to review and correct all problem areas without additional cost to the City. Upon notification by the City, the Contractor will correct deficient work and/or services in accordance with a schedule jointly agreed upon.

NOTE:  In yard repairs shall be quoted on an individual basis and performed only upon the agreement of both parties.

Disposal of waste from tank trucks shall be in accordance with local health department requirements.  In the absence of provisions by local health departments, waste must be disposed of through municipal or district sanitary sewage systems.  Municipal or area sanitary sewage districts shall provide sewage disposal locations and facilities which are adequate and convenient for duly authorized toilet service organizations.

Toilets shall be serviced on a regular schedule.

Service shall be performed in accordance with local codes by approved servicing organizations.

Waste containers shall be fabricated from impervious materials, e.g. plastic, steel, fiberglass or their equivalent.  Containers shall be water tight and capable of containing the chemical waste in a sanitary manner.  The container shall be fitted to the building in a manner so as to prevent insects from entering from the exterior of the building.

Containers shall be adequate in size to be used by the number of persons, according to the schedule for minimum requirements, without filling the container to more than half of its volume before regularly scheduled servicing.

All valves on the tank shall be leak-proof.

PRICING TERMS

1. The above prices include and cover all duties, handling and transportation charges, and all charges incidental to the requested work excluding Sales Tax or Use Tax.  Offer shall agree to all the original City contract terms and conditions without exception.

2. Price Changes in future contract years shall be in accordance with this submittal:

Maximum escalation percentage for pricing for years 2, 3, 4, and 5:

Year 2 – 2%     Year 3 – 2%     Year 4 – 2%     Year 5 – 2%

3. Interlocal Agreement:  The City of Seattle has entered into Interlocal Purchase Agreements with other governmental agencies pursuant to RCW 39.34.  The seller agrees to sell additional items at the bid price to other governmental agencies.  The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies.
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
