GENERAL CONDITIONS

PART I  -  CONTRACT

A. Contract Period
2/21/07 through 2/20/12

B.        
Trial Period
A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to this contract.  During the trial period, the vendor(s) must perform in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract.  Failure to perform during this trial period will result in the immediate cancellation of the contract.  In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of product or service, the City’s decision shall prevail.  The City agrees to pay only for authorized orders received up to the date of termination.

C.        
Ordering Procedure

Task orders will be placed directly by City Departments either by phone, mail, e-mail or fax and confirmed by Vendor.   There is no maximum dollar amount limitation per order as long as the order is for service specifically within the scope of the contract. 

D. Material Delivery
Freight terms shall be F.O.B Destination, Prepaid & Allowed if delivery is within the Seattle City limits.  If the delivery point is outside the Seattle City limits, freight terms shall be F.O.B Destination, Prepaid and Added to Invoice.  Freight shall include all transportation, unloading and inside delivery to the ordering department.  Note:  Deliver and pick-up of vehicles will always be the City’s responsibility.

E.        
Labor Rate Changes 
Labor rates and fees quoted shall be firm-fixed throughout the first year of any resulting contract.  The Vendor may request a rate or fee increase 
annually, at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date, clearly identifying the item impacted by the increase including sufficient documentation to justify it. Any increases must be based on U.S. published indices such as the Producer Price Index. The decision to accept any rate or fee increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer and, if not acceptable, the City may exercise option to cancel the contract.
The City of Seattle will not be bound by higher labor rates or fees contained in an invoice than those reflected in the contract.  Unless the higher labor rates or fees have been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.

F.        Vendor Qualification

Invoicing

After the services rendered and accepted by the ordering department, the Vendor will submit the invoice to same, Attn: Accounts Payable.  

H.
Insurance
The Vendor shall, at all times during the terms of the contract, obtain and maintain continuously, at its own expense, and file with Purchasing Services, evidence of a policy or policies per the attached “Insurance Requirements”. 

I.
Materials and Workmanship
All materials incorporated in the work shall be new, and both the workmanship and materials shall be of the highest quality consistent with any industry standards.  All materials and equipment installed, connected or repaired shall be performed in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.

J.         Contract Expansion
The services stated under the scope of work are currently the ones most commonly requested by City Departments, but they do not represent all services that may be required from year to year for the City’s 800 MHz communication system. Therefore, this contract may be expanded to cover other services; provided that such services are normally furnished by the vendor, and that the vendor agrees to provide these using a similar rate structure.
