I. Field Service

Planned Maintenance - Level II Service selected for all locations (See Attachment 2):
Scheduled preventative maintenance and inspections for entire power generation system:
· Include thorough, point-by-point inspection of the Battery & Battery Charging System, Engine, Fuel System, Coolant System, Controls, Generator, Automatic and Manual Switchgear and an optional Load bank Test. 

· Load Bank Testing - Provide a two (2) hour test at 80% load that includes a detailed report on the performance system. All vital areas are to be monitored and recorded, including electrical power output, cooling system performance, fuel delivery system and instrumentation. All of this is to be done with no interruption of normal power.  A written report stating the performance of the tested equipment shall be provided.

· Automatic Transfer Switch - Must be able perform all warranties and repairs to all equipment listed.
II. Shop Service

Offer repairs to most major brands of engines and generators, specializing in Onan products. 

Offer authorized factory warranty service for all products and engines listed. 

Service includes minor tune-ups/adjustments and complete overhauls, using only genuine OEM parts in all of our repairs.
III. Service Levels

QUARTERLY OR SEMI-ANNUALLY (as specified)
· Check battery electrolyte level and specific gravity.

· Clean and tighten all battery cable connections.

· Load test batteries.

· Inspect air filters and radiator core.

· Check radiator louvers for proper operation.

· Inspect exhaust system for leaks and defects.

· Check all fuel systems connections.

· Check fluid levels, note the condition of coolant and add conditioner (if required).
· Inspect generator and check controls.

· Start engine and run load bank at 80% load for two hours as required.
· Test safety shutdown systems.

· Take oil sample for analysis of wear metals and other contaminates.

· Inspect engine for oil and water leaks.

· Inspect condition of engine drive belts and hoses.

· Wipe down engine and clean area.

· Submit written report of work done, repairs needed, problems found, and approximate cost of repair.

· Check transfer switch operation.
