This contract is for a three-year period from October 1, 2008 through September 30, 2011 with one two-year extension allowed at the option of the City, as specified in Attachment #1- Specifications, Scope of Work and Pricing, Attachment #2 City of Seattle Security Requirements and Attachment #3 City of Seattle Terms and Conditions .
Original Contract Term:             10/01/2008 through 09/30/2011
Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to Mary Laski, Property Management, Fleets & Facilities Department, and P.O. Box 94689, Seattle WA 98124-4689.   Each invoice shall indicate Contract # 0000002128.

INSURANCE: Continuation of this contract is contingent upon maintenance of insurance as indicated, and in accordance with “Insurance Requirements”, Attachment #3, in receipt.  

Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary period.  Requests for price increases shall be considered when provided at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, and shall take effect on the contract anniversary date.  Requests by the Contractor shall be given to the Buyer in writing, and shall demonstrate the following:

Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product or service;

Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 

Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.
