Dimensions: approx. 10.764 sq ft - each is 39.5“sq and 2.5"  high, Storage: Tiles are pinned in blocks of four (6.5 ft x 6.5 ft) and placed on pallets 18 high = 775 sq ft per pallet and stacked 2 pallets high, 10,000 sq ft store in a space 45.5 ft by 6.5 ft. Terraflor® is a second-generation grass cover system keeping the same basic design features as Terraplas, but adding an overlapping edge.  Terraflor® works best on grass that is cut at 1” or shorter. The Houston Astros purchased 40,000 sq ft in 2003, Home Depot Center purchased 90,000 sq ft in 2004 and Pizza Hut Park purchased 101,000 sq ft in 2005. 

Dimensions: approx. 6.04 sq ft. – each is 29.5” sq and 1.37” high, Storage: Tiles are pinned in blocks of six, placed on pallets 20 high = 726 sq ft per pallet and stacked 2 pallets high 19,602 sq ft store in a space 45.5 ft x 7.5 ft. Terracover® is the premium cover system for the new versions of synthetic turf (in-fill) systems. Tropicana Field purchased 88,000 square feet in August of 2001. The Georgia Dome (102,000 sq ft) followed in 2003 and the Metrodome (25,000 sq ft) in 2004. In 2005 both The RCA Dome (95,000 sq ft) and B.C. Place (40,000 sq ft) made their purchase of Terracover®.

Dimensions: 2 meter sq. or approx. 43.05 sq ft. – each is 6.5’ x 1.25”   Storage: Stacked on pallets, 30 high = 1,290 sq ft per pallet. In 2006 the City of San Juan, Puerto purchased 22,500 sq ft , Terraplas USA Rentals purchased 10,764 sq ft and the Miami Dolphins purchased 10,000 sq ft
Dimensions: approx. 10.764 sq ft – each is 39.5 “ square and 1 ½ “ high,  Storage: Tiles are pinned in blocks of four (6.5 ft x 6.5 ft) and placed on pallets 20 high = 860 sq ft per pallet and stacked 3 pallets high.. 18,060 sq ft store in a space 45.5 ft by 6.5 ft. Specially designed ramps are available. Each Terracover II Tile cost $123.79
Terratrak® Drivable roadway for grass or synthetic

Terratrak® is the same design as Terracover II with an additional base panel welded on the bottom of the tile at the factory. This gives the system a smooth bottom surface and the additional stability to perform as a drivable roadway. Aluminum stabilizer plates are used to attach the tiles on the bottom surface at the corners providing increased lateral stability.

All dimensions and storage are the same as Terracover II. Each Terratrak Tile cost $172.23
