6. PACKAGING

the 275 gallon cylindrical mild steel tanks demonstrated by Ennis Paint Inc. on 2/28/06 at the WSDOT

Paint shall be supplied in intermediate bulk containers (totes), 50 gallon containers and 5 gallon containers.
Delivery of paint shall not be contingent upon the return of empty totes.

Totes shall be new or reconditioned metal or rigid plastic intermediate bulk containers conforming to Federal
DOT Specifications from 49-CFR, Subtitle B, Chapter I-and all other appropriate rules and regulations: The
totes shall have a certificate of compliance with the applicable CFR. The totes shall have a capacity of 250
gallons or 275 gallons.

All totes constructed of mild steel shall be equipped with disposable airtight bladders, 5 mils minimum in
thickness, constructed of polyethylene or similar flexible chemical resistant materials that will not react with the
paint.

The Contractor shall be required to furnish all materials, equipment and/or services necessary to perform
contractual requirements. Materials and workmanship in the construction of equipment for this contract shall
conform to all codes, regulations and requirements for such equipment, specifications contained herein, and the
normal uses for which intended. Materials shall be manufactured in accordance with the best commercial
practices and standards for this type of equipment.
