SCOPE OF WORK

This Contract is for tasks related to urban forest native plant community restoration at multiple
sites within multiple parks, administered by the Seattle Parks Department, City of Seattle. Urban
forest native plant community restoration involves the removal of invasive species by mechanical
or chemical methods, site preparation including mulching, sheet-mulching, and irrigation
installation, planting of native plant species, and weeding, watering, and mulching newly planted
areas.

The work will take place within multiple parks properties that comprise the 2500 acres of forested
parkland in need of restoration within the City of Seattle as identified by the Green Seattle
Partnership 20 Year Strategic Plan found at www.greenseattle.org. Project sites will vary
annually; parks for 2007 include Burke-Gilman Playground Park, Camp Long, Carkeek Park,
Cheasty Greenspace, Discovery Park, Golden Gardens, Hitt’s Hill, Interlaken Park, Lakeridge
Park, Lawton Park, Licton Springs, Lincoln Park, Llandover Woods, Longfellow Greenspace,
Fauntleroy Park, Madrona Woods, Magnolia Boulevard, Me Kwa Mooks, NE Queen Anne
Greenbelt, Ravenna Park, Seward Park, and West Duwamish Greenbelt. Please see attached map
for 2007 restoration site locations. The extent of restoration needed and accessibility will vary by
park and from site to site. Contractor’s tasks shall include, but not be limited to, the following:

1. Hand weeding of invasive plant species. Unless otherwise identified in the original
project scope or in the VMP for the specific property the following plants will be
removed: All King Co. noxious weed program designated class A noxious weeds, and
Butterfly Bush (Buddleia spp.), (Field Bindweed (Convolvulus arvensis), English Ivy
(Hedera helix and hibernica), English Holly (llex aquilifolium), Himalayan Blackberry
(Rubus armeniacus), Cut-leaf Blackberry (Rubus laciniatus) , Laurels (Prunus
laurocerasus, lusitanica), Wood Daphne (Daphne laureola), European Hawthorn
(Crategeus monogyna), European Mountain Ash (Sorbus aucuparia), Black Locust
(Robinia pseudoacacia), Wild Clematis (Clematis vitalba), Scot’s Broom (Cytisus
scoparius) and seedlings of Horse-chestnut, Lombardy Poplar and Norway Maple,
removing roots without damage to the existing native plants.

2 Mechanical removal of above listed invasive shrubs and vines utilizing power tools such
as chainsaws, brushcutters, or large equipment where applicable. Follow-up grubbing of
roots after initial mechanical treatment.

Herbicide work including cut-stump treatment of weedy trees listed above. Cut-stump
treatment involves cutting stems of woody plants 4" — 6™ diameter at breast height to 6
inches or lower and within % hour of cutting, painting with Garlon4 or other product

approved by Parks Resource Conservation Coordinator. Other herbicide applications to
include stem-injection of Bohemian knotweed with Rodeo (guns available for check-out
from Parks), cut and dab treatment of shrubs with Roundup or other approved Tier 2
herbicide, and limited foliar treatment. Contractor must maintain current Commercial
Applicator license from the Washington State Department of Agriculture. Information
available at: http://agr.wa.gov/PestFert/docs/Form4375.pdf. Employee supervising cut-
stump applications must have passed Stump Treatment exam category and employee
supervising knotweed stem-injection must have passed the Aquatic Pest Control exam
category. Applicator will meet in-person with Parks Resources Conservation
Coordinator on an annual basis to deliver licensing documents and review current City
standards for product use. All herbicide applications will be recorded using the attached
State-mandated form. Copies of all application forms will be attached to monthly work
logs and submitted to Parks Resources Conservation Coordinator via Parks Urban
Forester. In accordance with Washington State law, all treated sites will be posted with a
marker as follows.

The marker shall be a minimum of four inches by five inches. It shall have the words:
"THIS LANDSCAPE HAS BEEN TREATED BY" as the headline and "FOR MORE
INFORMATION PLEASE CALL" as the footer. Larger size requirements for markers may
be established in rule for specific applications. The company name and service mark shall
be included between the headline and the footer on a marker placed by a commercial
applicator. The applicator's telephone number where information can be obtained about
the application shall be included in the footer of the marker. Markers shall be printed in

colors contrasting to the background. - RCW 17.21.410

Mulching with wood chips or cardboard and woodchips. Mulch shall consist of chipped
wood or wood/leaf material — provided that at least a minimum mix of 50:50 is
maintained. Chips shall be provided by Seattle Parks or a specified source and known to
free of weeds and soil-born tree pathogens such as phytophthera. Mulching shall be
installed at a consistent depth of 4” — 6” over the entire planting area or at a minimum in
a 3-foot radius around each plant as directed by the site-specific scope of work. Mulch
will be pulled 2" back from each plant root collar.

Steep slope sites will require installation and maintenance of temporary erosion and
sedimentation controls. Some steep slope work will require the use of rope and harness
set-ups for safety.

Installing temporary irrigation infrastructure.

Planting prepared areas with native plant species, palettes to be determined by Parks
Urban Forester. Unless otherwise identified in the original project scope or in the VMP
for the specific property the following plant spacing is to be maintained: Trees — 91t. on
center, Shrubs — 6ft. on center, Groundcovers — 4ft. on center. For the purposes of this
contact, salmonberry, oceanspray, black twinberry and snowberry (alba) are to be
considered shrubs, while, ferns, salal, low Oregon grape and snowberry (mollis) are to be
considered groundcovers. Only Groudcover plants are to be planted within 36 of trials.

Watering planted areas. In general each site will be visited at a minimum every other
week. Time permitting, more frequent visits are requested. Plants will receive a

minimum of 2 gallons of water per plant during each watering event, with arboreal
species > /2 7 caliper given 5 gallons during each watering event. Frequency of watering
will be gauged and may be adjusted according to the needs of each plant. Site water
access varies and some sites will require a watering truck and hydrant permits to obtain
water.

10. Clean up of work areas after each day of field work. Clean up to include removal and
disposal of organic debris created during invasive plant removal, pick-up and disposal of
non-organic litter blown-in or dumped on site, and maintaining a general tidiness of on-
going work areas. For large invasive removal projects a container may be temporarily
placed on-site to collect organic waste. '

11. Coordination of acquisition of erosion control materials, mulch delivery, irrigation
supplies, and plant material with Parks Urban Forester.

12. Monitoring of work progress for each site on a monthly basis by means of filling out the
attached work log for each restoration site and submitting by mail or electronically to
Parks Urban Forester no later than the 2" Monday of the following month.

13. Year-end reporting on annual completed scope of work to include a brief (1 paragraph)
narrative for each site and a summation of all applicable work log categories. Annual
reporting due by the 2" Monday of January in the subsequent calendar year.

All work associated with the above, as well as other tasks, will be scheduled by means of a
written work order to establish dates, times, locations and the scope of work. It is not expected
that work tasks called out in each site be completely finished at the end of each day, but that an
appropriate ending point is reached and that the site maintain an appearance which is neat and
orderly. Times can be shifted based on actual work loads and site needs. All changes must be
approved in advance by Parks Urban Forestry staff. Upon commencement of contract, Parks
Urban Forester will walk work crews through each project site and set of tasks. Urban Forestry
staff will provide additional maps or site visits as needed to clarify project areas and scope.

Mulching with wood chips or cardboard and woodchips. Mulch shall consist of chipped
wood or wood/leaf material - provided that at least a minimum mix of 50:50 is
maintained. Chips shall be provided by Sealtle Parks or a specified source and known to
free of weeds and soil-born tree pathogens such as phytophthera. Mulching shall be
installed at a consistent depth of 4" — 6" over the entire planting area or at a minimum in
a 3-foot radius around each plant as directed by the site-specific scope of work.

Frequency of watering
will be gauged and may be adjusted according to the needs of each plant. Site water
access varies and some sites will require a watering truck and hydrant permits to obtain
water.

Clean up of work areas after each day of field work. Clean up to include removal and
disposal of organic debris created during invasive plant removal, pick-up and disposal of
non-organic litter blown-in or dumped on site, and maintaining a general tidiness of on-
going work areas.

1. INTRODUCTION AND PURPOSE.


Bidders are required to read and understand all information contained within this entire bid package.  By responding to this ITB, the bidder agrees to read and understand these documents. 


Purpose:


The City of Seattle is soliciting sealed bids to award multiple contracts for Urban Forest Native Plant Community Restoration and Landscaping services.  The City will award contracts to the top competitive firms as determined by the evaluation criteria named herein, to create a pool of contractors that will be used as needed and upon the request of the City.  Upon evaluation, the City will determine the number of awards that are appropriate to assure capacity to meet City needs, although the City anticipates a minimum of two vendor contract awards. The City may select any of the contractors that have received a contract award to perform such the specified landscaping services at the choice of the City.  The City may go directly to one of the awarded Contractors to assign the work, or may request additional proposals to select among the awarded contractors, dependant upon the needs of the City.  

Background:  


The City of Seattle Parks Department wishes to establish a pool of vendors to conduct native plant restoration within City of Seattle parks. Urban Forest native Plant Restoration involves the removal of invasive species by mechanical or chemical methods, site preparation including mulching, sheet mulching, and irrigation installation, planting of native plant species, and weeding, watering, and mulching newly planted areas. The City is therefore going out to bid to offer this opportunity to interested plant restoration companies.  


The City of Seattle Parks Department plans to spend approximately $300,000 annually with possible increase in budget for the future.


2. SOLICITATION OBJECTIVES.

Through this Invitation to Bid, the City of Seattle solicits bids from interested and qualified vendors having the ability to provide full and complete tasks related to urban forest native plant community restoration services as needed for a multi-year period.


The City desires:


· A pool of Contractors that are available to perform work upon the request of the City;


· Award to Contractors that have sufficient business capacity, experience and professional personnel to perform plant restoration as specified within the scope of Work;


· Achieve the lowest available costs through both service pricing and expertise that a long-term, experienced Vendor can provide


3. QUALIFICATIONS, SPECIFICATIONS and SCOPE OF WORK 

Minimum Qualifications:  The following are minimum qualifications and licensing requirements that the Vendor must meet in order to be eligible to submit a bid.  Responses must clearly show compliance to these minimum qualifications.  Those that are not clearly responsive to these minimum qualifications shall be rejected by the City without further consideration:

· Contractor must have a minimum of five years continuous experience during which time forest restoration, landscaping services, or arboriculture has been the primary business service.  Education specifically in urban forest restoration may substitute for up to two years of this experience on a year for year basis.


· Contractor and all laborers must have the ability to distinguish between native plant species, ornamental plants, and invasive exotic plant species, including, but not limited to all invasive exotic species listed in the Scope of Work.

Minimum Qualifications for contractors that will offer specialized services within the contract:


· This contract includes grounds keeping or landscaping that may require pesticides, vendor to be considered for pesticide work must have met the WSDA's licensing requirements on or before contract signature. This document outlines the requirements for a commercial license.  Licensing requirements shall be verified as a condition of responsibility.

· Contractor to be considered for cut-stump tree services for large diameter trees, those >6” diameter at breast height, must have a minimum of five years continuous experience as an arborist.


· Contractor to be considered for irrigation installation services must have a minimum of three years experience installing drip irrigation systems.

· Contractor to be considered for hand-watering services must have a vehicle equipped with a minimum 250 gallon watering tank.  When the source of water is to be a hydrant, a hydrant use permit shall be obtained from, and use fees paid, when applicable, to the Water Service Section SPU Water Operations.  The Contractor shall use only those water sources or hydrants approved by the Engineer, and shall be in strict accordance with the requirements of City of Seattle Ordinance 65877 and the conditions of the permit.

Point of Contact:  Contractor shall provide a point of contact to receive calls from the City for advice or assistance, recommendations, and for receiving and processing of requests.  The point of contact shall be available on all business days except City holidays.

4. CONTRACT TERM, PRICING, OTHER PROVISIONS

Not a Mandatory or Guaranteed Utilization:  The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  The City may provide estimates of use or the value of prior utilization of similar contracts; such information is for the convenience of the Vendor and does not serve as a guarantee of usage under any contract signed as a result of this solicitation.  The City reserves the right to multiple or partial awards, to terminate contracts under the conditions named herein, and/or to order quantities based on the needs of the City.


Contract Term:  This contract shall be for five years, with a two year extension allowed at the option of the City.  Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect with or without written confirmation from the City to the Contractor, unless the City provides the Contractor advance notice of the intention to not renew.  Such notice shall be given prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date. 


Contractor Usage Reports:  Should the City request, within 10 business days, the Contractor shall supply to the City a usage report in the format requested by the City.  The report must be clearly titled (Company name, contact information, dates of report period).   The Contractor will provide, upon a request by the City, information sorted according to the City request, which may include: invoice specific detail or summary detail, by item name, by the user name (the department customer placing the order), by City Department, and date or order.   


Rates and Prices:  Pricing shall be prepared with the following contract terms considered.  These are in addition to any annual Prevailing Wage adjustments if required and specified elsewhere within this solicitation.  

Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary period, as follows:  Pricing shall be fixed and firm throughout the first two years. No later than forty-five days prior to the second anniversary date of the contract, Contractor may submit a written request for a price increase to the City Buyer.  Thereafter, written request for price increases shall only be considered when provided at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date and if approved shall take effect on the contract anniversary date. 


Such requests shall demonstrate the following:


· Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;


· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 

· Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;


· Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;


· And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.


The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.  

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.

Cost Reductions:  Any cost reductions to the Contractor, such as rebates or “specials”, shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.  Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.   

Expansion Clause:  Any resultant contract may be further expanded by the Buyer in writing to include any other item normally offered by the vendor, as long as the price of such additional products is based on the same cost/profit formula as the listed item.

Right to Replace Products & Product Discontinuance:  In the event the manufacturer discontinues or replaces a product, Contractor may request the City substitute a new product or model on the contract.  The City may allow the Contractor to provide a substitute product, upon confirmation that the product has been discontinued.  Pricing for such a product replacement or substitute must be the same discount rate as provided to the City on the original product.

Delivery of Products and Services – Unnecessary Idling Prohibited:   Delivery of Products and Services – Idling Prohibited:   Vehicles and/or diesel fuel trucks shall not idle at the time and location of the delivery to the City for more than five minutes.  The City requires vendors to utilize practices that reduce fuel consumption and emission discharge, including turning off trucks and vehicles during delivery of products to the City.  Exceptions to this requirement include when a vehicle is making deliveries and associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power in another device, and  if required for proper warm-up and cool-down of the engine.  Specific examples include “bucket” trucks that allow a worker to reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming; and vehicles with a lift on the back of a truck to move products in and out of the truck.  The City of Seattle has a commitment to reduction of unnecessary fuel emissions.  The City intends to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air, healthier work environments, the efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation of natural resources, and good stewardship practices. Cancellation of Orders: The City may cancel an order before delivery without penalty or charge, providing that the Contractor has not incurred any special production costs such as custom fabrication in fulfilling the order.  If the City cancels the order after production has begun for a non-standard or custom order, then the Contractor may charge the customer a cancellation penalty up to but not to exceed 10% penalty computed on the net contract price of the cancelled purchase item(s).


Environmental Standards:  The City seeks to ensure that all purchases comply with recent environmental standards and product specifications.  The USEPA Standards for this product shall be a minimum specification, if any such standards have been published by the USEPA, unless specified otherwise herein. See http://www.epa.gov/epaoswer/non-hw/procure/index.htm

Travel and Direct Charges:  If this work encompasses travel that the City has specified for reimbursement, such costs will be explicitly identified in the specifications and/or scope of work, and the limitations of reimbursement stated within the Contract terms and conditions shall apply.


Permits:  All necessary permits required to perform work are to be supplied by the Contractor at no additional cost to the City.


Trial Period and Right to Award to Next Low Bidder: A ninety (90) day trial period shall apply to contract(s) awarded as a result of this solicitation.  During the trial period, the vendor(s) must perform in accordance with all terms and conditions of the contract.  Failure to perform during this trial period may result in the immediate cancellation of the contract.  In the event of dispute or discrepancy as to the acceptability of product or service, the City’s decision shall prevail.  The City agrees to pay only for authorized orders received up to the date of termination.  If the contract is terminated within the trial period, the City reserves the option to award the contract to the next low responsive bidder by mutual agreement with such bidder.  Any new award will be for the remainder of the contract and will also be subject to this trial period.  


Business Licenses and Associated Taxes:


Companies are required to license, report and pay revenue taxes for both a Washington State business License (UBI#) and separately for the Seattle Business License.  Such costs should be carefully considered by the bidder prior to submitting their offer.  


Mandatory Seattle Business Licensing and associated taxes.

1. You must obtain a Seattle Business license and have taxes due paid to date before the Contract is signed.  All costs for any licenses, permits and Seattle Business License taxes owed shall be borne by the Contractor and not charged separately to the City.  


2. The apparent successful Contractor shall immediately obtain the license and ensure all City taxes are current, unless exempted by City Code. Failure to do so will result in rejection of the bid/proposal.  

3. If you believe you are exempt, provide an explanation to the Buyer and/or confirmation by the Revenue and Consumer Affairs Office (RCA).  Out-of-state and foreign-owned businesses are NOT exempt. 


4. Questions and Assistance:  The City Revenue and Consumer Affairs (RCA) is the office that issues business licenses and enforces licensing requirements.  The main phone is 206-684-8484. 6. A cover-sheet providing further explanation, along with the application and instructions for a Seattle Business License is provided below for your convenience.  


7. Please note that those holding a City of Seattle Business license may be required to report and pay revenue taxes to the City.  Such costs should be carefully considered by the bidder prior to submitting your offer.  The City retains the right to pursue compliance to taxes and license fees, including withholding of final invoice payments as provided for within SMC 5.45.060.
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Mandatory State Business Licensing and associated taxes.


Before the contract is signed, you must provide the State of Washington business license (a State “Unified Business Identifier” known as UBI #) and a Contractors License if required.  These will be required before the contract is to be signed by the winning vendor.  If the State of Washington has exempted your business from State licensing (for example, some foreign companies are exempt), then submit proof of that exemption to the City.  All costs for any licenses, permits and associated tax payments due to the State as a result of licensing shall be borne by the Contractor and not charged separately to the City.  Instructions and applications are at http://www.dol.wa.gov/business/file.html.   

5.  ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS & INFORMATION.

Bid Procedures and Process.

This chapter details City procedures for directing the ITB process.  The City reserves the right in its sole discretion to reject the Bid of any vendor that fails to comply with any procedures outlined in this chapter.

Unless authorized by the Buyer, no other City official or City employee is empowered to speak for the City with respect to this acquisition.  Any vendor seeking to obtain information, clarification, or interpretations from any other City official or City employee other than the Buyer is advised that such material is used at the Vendor’s own risk.  The City will not be bound by any such information, clarification, or interpretation.  

Following the bid submittal deadline, Bidders shall not contact the City Buyer or any other City employee, except to respond to a request by the City Buyer.  The Vendor may obtain status of the project on the City website at: http://www.seattle.gov/purchasing/pan.htm.  Contact by the vendor to obtain information regarding this acquisition from anyone other than the Buyer may be grounds for rejection of the vendor’s Bid.

Pre-Bid Conference. 


The City shall conduct an optional pre-Bid conference at the date and time on page 1, at Seattle Parks and Recreation Office, 1600 South Dakota Street, Seattle, WA 98108.  Bidders are not required to attend in order to be eligible to submit a Bid.  The purpose of the meeting is to answer questions potential Bidders may have regarding the solicitation document and to discuss and clarify issues.  This is an opportunity for Proposers to raise concerns regarding specifications, terms, conditions, and any requirements of this solicitation.  Failure to raise concerns over any issues at this opportunity will be a consideration in any protest filed regarding such items that were known as of this pre-bid conference.

Questions.


Questions shall be submitted electronically to the Buyer, Jason Edens, jason.edens@seattle.gov no later than the date and time on page 1.  Failure to request clarification of any inadequacy, omission, or conflict will not relieve the Bidder of any responsibilities under this Bid or any subsequent contract.  It is the responsibility of the Bidder to assure that they received responses to the questions if any are issued.


Changes to the ITB/Addenda.

A change may be made by the City if, in the sole judgment of the City, the change will not compromise the City’s objectives in this acquisition.  A change to this ITB will be made by formal written addendum issued by the City’s Buyer. Addenda issued by the City shall become part of this ITB specification and will be included as part of the final Contract. It is the responsibility of the interested Vendor to assure that they have received Addenda.


Receiving Addenda and/or Question and Answers. 


The City will make efforts to provide courtesy notices, reminders, addendums and similar announcements directly to interested Bidders. The City intends to make information available on the City website.  The City website for this ITB and related documents is:   http://www.seattle.gov/purchasing/

Notwithstanding efforts by the City to provide such notice to known Bidders, it remains the obligation and responsibility of the Bidder to learn of any addenda, responses, or notices issued by the City.  Such efforts by the City to provide notice or to make it available on the website do not relieve the Vendor from the sole obligation for learning of such material.  The City reserves the right to accept an Offer as considerate of all such Questions and Answers and Addendums that have been issued, if any.  Should an Addendum modify the Offer Form and the Vendor fails to utilize the most current Offer Form as provided in the most recent Addendum, the Buyer shall have the sole responsibility to determine if the revised Offer Form provides a material and/or more stringent requirement, and if so the Buyer will reject the Vendor for not utilizing the most recent Offer Form.

Bid Response Date and Location.


a) Bids must be received into the City Purchasing Offices no later than the date and time on page 1 or as revised by Addenda.                                                                

b) Bids must be submitted in a hard-copy original.  FAX and e-mail copies are not a substitute for the hard-copy original.  


c) Responses should be in a sealed box or envelope clearly marked and addressed with the Buyer, ITB title and number.  If ITB’s are not clearly marked, the Vendor has all risks of the ITB being misplaced and not properly delivered.  The Buyer is not responsible for identifying bids submitted that are not properly marked. 


d) Mark the outside of your mailing envelope to say “ITB #PRK-2111.”  This is important to proper handling of your bid!

e) The ITB response may be hand-delivered or must otherwise be received by the Buyer at the location specified by the submittal deadline.  Delivery errors will result if you aren’t very careful to use the proper address given your chosen delivery method.

f) The City requires one (1) original and two (2) copies.

g) Please do not use binders or special plastic folders.  The City prefers stapled paper copies only.

h) The submitter has full responsibility to ensure the Bid arrives at City Purchasing within the deadline.  The Bidder shall assume full responsibility for the timely delivery at the location designed in this solicitation or as otherwise amended by the City.  A Bid submitted or delivered after the time fixed for receipt of Bids will not be accepted.  City Purchasing will determine whether a Bid is considered late. Responses arriving after the deadline may be returned, unopened to the Bidder; or City Purchasing may declare the Bid package late, unresponsive, and therefore not subject to evaluation; or may find that the Bid instead met the material requirements of timely delivery.  


i) ITB responses shall be signed by an official authorized to legally bind the Bidder.  


j) The City will consider supplemental brochures and materials. Bidders are invited to attach any brochures or materials that will assist the City in evaluation.

Bid Opening.

The Bid shall be publicly opened by the City at the date and time specified, at the City Purchasing office.  The City requests bidders honor the City effort to safeguard pricing or proposal information until an Intention to Award is announced.  With this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly fulfill all public disclosure requests for such information, as required by State Law.  Should any bidder request pricing information prior to City award, all bidders may be informed of such by the City. 

Bid and Price Specifications.


      Bidder shall specify Offer on the form provided, indicating unit prices for each item, attaching additional pages if needed.  In the case of difference between the unit pricing and the extended price, the City shall use the unit pricing.  The City may correct the extended price accordingly.   Unless specified otherwise on the Offer Form, Bidder shall quote prices with freight prepaid and allowed. Bidder shall quote prices FOB Destination.  All prices are to be in US Dollars.

Don’t mark your Offer Form with Exceptions nor add alternative boilerplate. 


The City will reject bids that the Buyer finds to be taking material exception to the City specifications and City contract.  Therefore, be careful that you don’t add information or mark-up forms in a manner that may appear to be a change or exception.   Don’t take exceptions, don’t offer alternatives (unless the City specifically requests), and don’t mark the Offer with changes to specifications or the contract.  Don’t attach your own boilerplate.   Even a request to consider an exception or an attachment “for our information” could result in rejection of your bid.  This decision will be made in the sole opinion of the Buyer. 



Prohibition on Advance Payments.


State law prohibits the City from paying in advance for goods and services.  No request for early payment, down payment or partial payment will be honored; payment shall be made only upon delivery of units.  Maintenance may be paid up to one year in advance provided that should the City terminate early, the amount paid shall be reimbursed to the City on a prorated basis; all other expenses are payable net 30 days after receipt and acceptance and satisfactory compliance.


Partial and Multiple Awards.


Unless stated to the contrary in the Scope of Work, the City reserves the right to name a partial and/or multiple awards, in the best interest of the City.  Bidders are to prepare pricing and Offers given the City’s intention to utilize the right to a partial or multiple award, in the best interest of the City.  Further, the City may eliminate an individual line item when calculating award, in order to best meet the needs of the City, if a particular line item is not routinely available or is a cost that exceeds the City funds. 

All or None Bid.


If the Bidder is submitting an All or None bid, such a bid must be clearly marked on the Offer Form.  The City may calculate bids based on partial awards to achieve the most favorable overall pricing, and an All or None bid may therefore be less favorable than the overall calculation of a partial award from multiple Bidders.  

Equal Benefits.

1. Bidders must submit an Equal Benefits Compliance Form with their ITB response (See Attachments).  If not submitted, your bid will be rejected.  If your company does not comply with Equal Benefits and does not intend to do so, you must still submit the Form with your bid.


2. Fill out the form properly.  It is essential to your standing in the evaluation process, so it is important to understand and complete the Form properly. 

3. The Buyer can answer many of your questions.  However, the office that handles special Equal Benefit issues for the City is the Contracting Services Section.  The general phone number is 206-684-0430.  If you have any questions, you may call either the Buyer or the Contracting Services Section to ensure you correctly complete the form properly before you submit your bid.  If you are not receiving a response in the time frame you require to submit your bid on time, call the Buyer for direction. 

4. There are 6 options on the Form to pick among.  They range from full compliance (Options A, B, C), to several alternatives that require advance authorization by the City before you send in your bid (Option D, E), to Non Compliance.  Select the option that is true of your company standing at the time you send in your bid. You are not allowed to change your answer after you submit the Form.  


5. Option D and Option E are used only if you have an official waiver from the City before you submit your bid.  Waivers are issued by the Contracting Services Section at 206-684-0430.  You must request and receive the waiver before you submit your bid. If the Contracting Services Section staff are not available or not responding in the time frame you require, call the Buyer for assistance.  If the waiver is not attached with your bid, the Buyer can change your status to non-compliance.


6. The Form provides the Buyer your declared EB status.  However, the City issues the final determination of your EB status for purposes of bid evaluation.  


7. If information on your form is conflicting or not clearly supported by the documentation that the City receives, the Buyer may reject your bid or may seek clarification to ensure the City properly classifies your compliance.  


Equal Benefits makes a significant difference in your standing as a Bidder.  Here are the evaluation steps:


8. If one or more vendors comply (having properly selected any options from A through E) then:


·  Only EB compliant vendors continue towards evaluation.  


· Any non-compliant vendor would be rejected and not evaluated.  These include vendors that select the option of “Non Compliance” (they do not comply and do not intend to comply) or those that the City finds Non Compliant upon review (such as those that select Option D or E and do not have a waiver from the City to select that option, or where the form is blank, or where the bidder worksheet proves non-compliance even if they checked a compliance option). 


9. The City occasionally receives responses where every Vendor is non-compliant to EB.  If every vendor is non-compliant then:


· All bids or responses that are otherwise responsive and responsible bids will continue forward for scoring and evaluation.


· This is used when every vendor either selects Non Compliance (that they do not comply and do not intend to comply) or is found by the City as Non Compliant upon review.  


10. The Equal Benefit requirements are established under Seattle Municipal Code 20.45.  Compliance to the Equal Benefits statements made by the Vendor is required through the duration of the Contract.  If the Vendor indicates that the Vendor provides Equal Benefits, and then discontinues during the term of the contract, this can cause contract termination and/or Vendor debarment from future City contracts. Equal Benefits may be audited at any time prior to contract award or during the contract. Affirmative Efforts for Women and Minority Subcontracting.

Under SMC 20.42.010, the City finds that minority and women businesses are significantly under-represented and have been underutilized on City Contracts.  Additionally, the City does not want to enter into agreements with businesses that discriminate in employment or the provision of services.  The City intends to provide the maximum practicable opportunity for increased participation by minority and women owned and controlled businesses, as long as such businesses are underrepresented, and to ensure that City contracting practices do not support discrimination in employment and services when the City procures public works, goods, and services from the private sector.  The City shall not enter into Contracts with contractors that do not agree to use Affirmative Efforts as required under SMC Chapter 20.42 or violate any provisions of that chapter, or those requirements given below.


1. As part of the ITB response, Proposers must fill out and submit a Vendor Questionnaire.  That is provided to Vendors in the Submittal Section at the back of this ITB.  This Vendor Questionnaire will ask the Proposer whether there is any new employment or subcontracting opportunities that will result from award of this contract.


2. If the Vendor anticipates no new employment and no new subcontracting opportunities, the Vendor shall simply indicate NO and proceed forward.  A “No” response does not impact the standing of the Vendor during the evaluation in any way.


3. If yes, the Vendor shall submit the requested Outreach Plan.  The City shall review the Plan to ensure it is a responsible response.


4. By submitting a Proposal, the Proposer is agreeing to the terms and conditions that require the Vendor to take affirmative efforts to assure equality of employment.  Contractors entering into Contracts shall actively solicit the employment of women and minority group members.  At the request of the City, Contractors must furnish evidence of the Contractor's compliance, including documentation of their efforts to:  1) employ women and minority group members; 2) subcontract with Women and Minority Businesses on City Contracts; and 3) compliance with non-discrimination in the provision of goods and services.


Terms and conditions for affirmative efforts in subcontracting and employment are within the Contract Terms and Conditions. Bidders should review those obligations and be aware of them as a condition of bidding. 



Prompt Payment Discount.



On the Offer form or submittal, the Bidder may state a prompt payment discount term, if the Bidder offers 
one to the City.  A prompt payment discount term of ten or more days will be considered for bid tabulation.


Seattle Business Tax Revenue Consideration.



SMC 20.60.106 (H) authorizes that in determining the lowest and best bidder, the City shall consider the tax 
revenues derived by the City from its business and occupation or utility taxes and its sales and use taxes 
from the proposed purchase.   Businesses located and licensed within the Seattle City 
limits are eligible for 
Seattle tax consideration for purposes of calculation of low bid.  This shall be equivalent to a reduction of 
the cost for purposes of bid evaluation only, of .019.  



Taxes.



The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax (Certificate of Registry #9173 0099K exempts the City).  
Washington state and local sales tax will be an added line item although taxes are not used in bid tabulation 
for purposes of award.


Interlocal Purchasing Agreements.


This is for information only and consent of the Bidder, and will not be used to determine award.  RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, non profits and other political subdivisions.  Public agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle may purchase from Contracts established by the City.  The seller agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices, terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City.  The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies.  Should the Vendor require additional pricing for such purchases, the Vendor is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.

Preparing Offer Forms with consideration of Prevailing Wages.



If prevailing wages apply to this work, the Offer submitted by the Vendor to the City must clearly show the intention of the Contractor to pay prevailing wages.  The City retains the right to reject Offers that do not clearly show the intention to pay prevailing wages.  The City will consider whether the pricing of the Offer appears to have considered the prevailing wages due or other indicators.  If the City is not certain as to whether the Offer is sufficient to pay prevailing wages, the City may seek clarification and/or reject the Offer based on responsibility criteria.

Prevailing Wage Requirements.

a. This contract is subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages on Public Works) and RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) as amended or supplemented. 


b. Contractor and any subcontractors shall be responsible for compliance with all provisions herein.  


c. The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Form concurrent with the execution of the contract.  The Buyer will give the award Contractor(s) a Contract Number, and the Contractor and their subcontractor(s) shall then promptly submit the Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages to the Department of Labor & Industries for approval.  The City requests this be done on-line to allow the City a rapid mechanism to verify submittal of forms.  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  However, the City will accept forms submitted through paper procedures.  If the Contractor utilizes paper submittal, a copy shall be promptly provided to the Buyer.  


d. Contractor is responsible for all fees assessed by Washington L&I for all forms filed.

e. Contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the current prevailing hourly wage rates for the worker classifications that are provided for under Prevailing Wages as issued by the State of Washington for the County in which the work shall be performed. 


f. Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired by physical or mental deficiency or injury, may be employed at wages lower than the established prevailing wage.  The Fair Labor Standards Act requires that wages based on individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates issued by the Secretary of Labor.  These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and Industries.  Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit a request to the Department of Labor and Industries for a special certificate, which would, if approved, entitle them to pay their employees at wages, lower than the established prevailing wage.  


g. In certain situations, an Intent to Pay Prevailing wages shall be filed with the Department of Labor & Industries and with the City of Seattle Buyer, but the Vendor may indicate an exception which exempts the requirement to pay at least prevailing wages rates for the following:


· Sole owners and their spouse.


· Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.


· The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least 30% of the corporation.


· Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political subdivision created by its laws.


h. Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening are attached.  These wages remain in effect for the duration of this contract, except  for multi-year service contracts (where contract is longer than one year)  and building service maintenance contracts (janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners), which provide for an annual adjustment in wage rates as specified below.


i. It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to assign the appropriate classification and associate wage rates to all laborers, workers or mechanics that perform any work under this contract, in conformance with the scope of work descriptions of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.  


j. With each invoice, Contractor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were compliant to applicable Prevailing Wage rates.


k. Affidavit of Wages Paid:  Upon contract completion, Contractor and each subcontractor shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice.

l. For jobs above $10,000, Contractor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent form including the list of the labor classifications and wages used on the project.   This may be postured in the nearest local office, for road construction, sewer line, pipeline, transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer provides a copy of the Intent form to the employee upon request. 


m. In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the dispute cannot be solved by the parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director of the Department of Labor and Industries of the State of Washington.  In such case, the Director’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.  If the dispute involves a federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of Labor for a decision.  In such case, the Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties. 


     Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in duration:


a. This provision only applies to service contracts that continue beyond a single year in duration, including building service maintenance contracts (janitorial service contractors and work performed by janitors, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners) and other multi-year service contracts where prevailing wages are required.


b. Contractor and any subcontractor must pay at least the prevailing wage rates that were in effect at time of bid throughout the duration of the contract.  


c. Each contract anniversary thereafter, Contractor and any subcontractors shall review the then current Prevailing Wage Rates.  The Contractor shall increase wages paid if required to meet no less then the current prevailing wage rates for those positions that are covered by such wage rates, in effect at the time of the contract anniversary.


d. Contractor and all subcontractors shall file a new Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages for the upcoming contract year.  Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an Affidavits of Wages Paid to conclude the previous year. If Contractor fails to provide by the anniversary date, the City shall put the Contract on “Hold” and will not release any invoices until it has been received.  All invoices received for the extension year will be held by the City and paid only upon receipt of the new Intent to Pay Prevailing Wages form and the Affidavit for the previous year.


e. Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be compensated by the City on a pass through basis.   The Contractor will follow the contract instructions for pricing increases, by notifying the Buyer at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase and clearly documenting the increase.  


Insurance Requirements.

Insurance requirements presented in Attachment #1 are mandatory.  If none, then the Contract Terms and Conditions (Attachment #2) shall prevail.  If formal proof of insurance is required to be submitted to the City before execution of the Contract, the City will remind the apparent successful proposal in the Intent to Award letter.  The apparent successful Bidder must promptly provide such proof of insurance to the City in reply to the Intent to Award Letter.  Contracts will not be executed until all required proof of insurance has been received and approved by the City.  The Apparent Successful Bidder shall be allowed five (5) business days to provide insurance after they receive the Intent to Award letter.  If the City requires corrections, the Bidder has 5 days from such request to complete all corrections.  Failure to meet these deadlines will allow the City the right to reject the Bidder and proceed to the next finalist.


Vendors are encouraged to immediately contact their Broker to begin preparation of the required insurance documents, in the event that the Vendor is selected as a finalist.  Bidders may elect to provide the requested insurance documents within their Bid.


Contract Terms and Conditions.

Bidders are to carefully review all specifications, requirements, Terms and Conditions (see Attachment #1), insurance requirements (see Attachment #2 if any, or Contract Terms and Conditions), and other requirements herein.  Submittal of a proposal is agreement to all Terms and Conditions.  All documents and responses are considered a part of the resulting contract executed with the City.  All such specifications, requirements, terms and conditions are mandatory and all submittals should anticipate full compliance with no exceptions to these terms and conditions.  

Effective Dates of Offer.

Offer prices and costs in Vendor submittal must remain valid until City completes award.  Should any vendor object to this condition, the vendor must provide objection through a question and/or complaint to the Buyer prior to the bid closing date.  

Taxpayer Identification Number and W-9.

Unless the apparently successful Vendor has already submitted a fully executed Taxpayer Identification Number and Certification Request Form (W-9) to the City, the apparently successful Vendor must execute and submit this form prior to the contract execution date.

Proprietary Bid Material.

The City requests that companies refrain from requesting public disclosure of proposal information until an intention to award is announced, as a measure to best protect the solicitation process, particularly in the event of a cancellation or resolicitation.  With this preference stated, the City shall continue to properly fulfill all public disclosure requests for such information as required by State Law.

Proposers should understand that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the Agreement, and any other contract materials) they submit to the City become public records under Washington State law (See RCW Chapter 42.56, the Public Disclosure Act, at http://www1.leg.wa.gov/LawsAndAgencyRules.  Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request unless a statute exempts disclosure. Exemptions from disclosure include trade secrets and valuable formulas (See RCW 42.56.540 and RCW Ch. 19.108). However, public-disclosure exemptions are narrow and specific.  Proposers are expected to be familiar with any potentially-applicable exemptions, and the limits of those exemptions. 


Proposers are obligated to separately bind and clearly mark as “proprietary” information any proposal records they believe are exempted from disclosure. The body of the proposal may refer to these separately-bound records. Proposers should mark as “proprietary” only that information they believe legitimately fits within a public-disclosure exemption. The City may reject solicitation responses that are marked proprietary in their entirety. 


If the City receives a public disclosure request for records that a Proposer has marked as “proprietary information,” the City may notify the Proposer of this request and postpone disclosure briefly to allow the Proposer to file a lawsuit under RCW 42.17.330 to enjoin disclosure. However, this is a courtesy of the City and not an obligation.

The City has no obligation to assert an exemption from disclosure. If the Proposer believes that its records are exempt from disclosure, the Proposer is obligated to seek an injunction under RCW 42.56. By submitting a Proposal the Proposer acknowledges this obligation; the Proposer also acknowledges that the City will have no obligation or liability to the Proposer if the records are disclosed.


Cost of Preparing Bids.

The City will not be liable for any costs incurred by the Bidder in the preparation and presentation of Bids submitted in response to this ITB including, but not limited to, costs incurred in connection with the Bidder’s participation in demonstrations and the pre-Bid conference.

Bidder Responsibility.

It is the Bidder responsibility to examine all specifications and conditions thoroughly, and comply fully with specifications and all attached terms and conditions.  Bidders must comply with all Federal, State, and City laws, ordinances and rules, and meet any and all registration requirements where required for contractors as set forth in the Washington Revised Statutes.  

Changes in Bids.

Prior to the bid submittal closing date and time established for this ITB, a Bidder may make changes to its bid provided the change is initialed and dated by the Bidder.  No change to a bid shall be made after the bid closing date and time. 

Errors in Bids.

Bidders are responsible for errors and omissions in their Bids.  No such error or omission shall diminish the Bidder’s obligations to the City.

Withdrawal of Bid.

A submittal may be withdrawn by written request of the submitter, prior to bid closing.  After the closing date and time, the submittal may be withdrawn only with permission by the City.

Rejection of Bids and Rights of Award.

      The City reserves the right to reject any or all Bids at any time with no penalty.  The City also has the right to waive immaterial defects and minor irregularities in any submitted Bid.

Incorporation of ITB and Bid in Contract.

This ITB and the Vendor’s response, including all promises, warranties, commitments, and representations made in the successful Bid, shall be binding and incorporated by reference in the City’s contract with the Vendor.

No Gifts and Gratuities.  


The Seattle Ethics Code provides rules about employee work activities, business relationships, and the use of City resources.  City Purchasing requires that Vendors who contract with City Purchasing, or are interested in pursuing a purchasing contract, comply with standards to support the City Ethics Code.  Vendors shall not directly or indirectly offer gifts and resources to any person employed by the City that is intended, or may be reasonably intended, to benefit the Vendor by way of award, administration, or in any other way to influence purchasing decisions of the City.  This includes but is not limited to, City Purchasing office employees and City employees that do business with, order, purchase or are part of decision-making for business, contract or purchase decisions.  The Vendor shall not offer meals, gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or anything of economic value to any such City employees.  This does not prohibit distribution of promotional items that are less than $25 when provided as part of routine business activity such as trade shows.  


It is also unlawful for anyone to offer another such items, to influence or cause them to refrain from submitting a bid.  


Vendors must strictly adhere to the statutes and ordinances for ethics in contracting and purchasing, including RCW 42.23 (Code of Ethics for Municipal Officers) and RCW 42.52 (Ethics in Public Service).  This is applicable to any business practice, whether a contract, solicitation or activity related to City business.

Involvement of Former City Employees.  


Upon receipt of a notice of intention to award, Contractor shall promptly notify the City in writing of any person who is expected to perform any of the Work and who, during the twelve months immediately prior to the expected start of such work, was a City official, officer or employee.  Contractor shall ensure that no Work related to this contract is performed by such person, to the extent that such work is disallowed by the City.

No Conflict of Interest.  


Bidder confirms that Bidder does not have a business interest or a close family relationship with any City official, officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration or evaluating Vendor performance.  Should any such relationship exist, Contractor shall notify the Buyer in writing, and the City shall make sole determination as to compliance.

Protests and Complaints.

The City has rules to govern the rights and obligations of interested parties that desire to submit a complaint or protest to this ITB process.  Please see the City website at  http://www.seattle.gov/purchasing/ for these rules.  Interested parties have the obligation to be aware of and understand these rules, and to seek clarification as necessary from the City


Bid Disposition.

All material submitted in response to this ITB shall become the property of the City upon delivery to the Buyer.

6.  Bid Format and Organization.

Note:  Before submitting your Bid, make sure you are registered in the City Vendor Registration System.  If your company is already in the system, you will not need to re-enter yourself. Submit Bid with the following format and attachments.  Attach each form within your bid: 

1. Cover Letter (optional)

2. Vendor Questionnaire:  Submit the following Vendor Questionnaire immediately the cover letter (if any).   The Questionnaire is to be signed.  This is a mandatory form.

4. Equal Benefits Declaration:  This Declaration is a mandatory form.  Vendors that do not submit the EB Declaration within their bid are subject to rejection as indicated in the instructions provided previously herein.  If you submitted an EB Declaration to the City on any previous bids, that does NOT waive your requirement to do so again with this bid.

7.  Evaluation Process.

The City shall select the lowest responsive and responsible bidder(s), and may consider multiple awards or partial awards to achieve the best overall price to the City.

Responsiveness and Responsibility:  Purchasing Services shall review submittals as necessary for determination of the lowest responsive and responsible bidder.  Determinations of responsiveness and responsibility may be made upon initial review of submittals or at any time prior to contract award, and may be determined of all Bidders or made only as needed to determine the lowest responsive and responsible Bidder for purposes of award. 

Specifications:  The City will evaluate each Bidder’s compliance with the specifications and other bid requirements set forth in the ITB, and shall make determinations of “or equal” alternates prior to calculation of bidders.


Discounts:  Any discounts for Seattle Business address and/or for prompt payment discounts, shall be reviewed for acceptance and shall be calculated into the bidder’s response for purposes of evaluation. 

Pricing:  Rates on price sheets shall then be calculated for purposes of award. Line item costs for materials and equipment are for informational purposes only. For businesses within the Seattle City limits, the scoring of cost proposals for purposes of evaluation only, the City will calculate and reduce the pricing submitted, by applying any prompt payment discounts and/or any Seattle business tax revenues (.019%) for purposes of cost evaluation only.

INFORMATION and INSTRUCTIONS FOR BUSINESS LICENSE APPLICANTS

Business License Required - Based on chapter 5.55 (formerly 5.44) of the Seattle Municipal Code, it is unlawful to engage in business in Seattle
without first obtaining a city business license. The license is valid only for the legal owner listed on the license. If your place of business, business office,
work space, or work location will be located within the City of Seattle; i.e., between 145th in the North end and approximately Roxbury Street in the South
end, you will need a City of Seattle business license. If your place of business is not located within the city limits, but you or sales agents will be physically
coming into the City to conduct business or to call on clients, you will need a Seattle business license.

The cost for a Seattle business license is $90.00 for the calendar year (January - December) or if opening after June 30, the license fee is $45.00. Effective
January 1, 2005, if a business has $20,000 or less in worldwide annual gross income and/or value of products the license fee will be $45.00 for the calendar
year and $22.50 for the half year fee. The business license expires on December 31 of the year purchased. The license must be renewed annually. Non-
payment of a renewal does not close the business license account. Written notice of closing or sale of the business, including the effective date is required to
close the account. Final tax returns will be sent.

Requirement to File Tax Returns - All businesses are required to file business license tax returns (commonly referred to as the B & 0 tax) with the
City of Seattle. Per Seattle Municipal Code 5.55.040 D. Businesses with less than $50,000 annual taxable revenue for the calendar year (January through
December) may file annual reports if the revenue declaration on the application and/or renewal form is accepted by the Director. The annual return must list
the actual revenue figures, but the business may declare no tax due on the appropriate line of the form. Taxable revenue is gross revenue less allowable
deductions as defined in SMC 5.45.100. Businesses with $50,000 or greater annual taxable revenue are subject to tax on the entire amount. Quarterly, or
Annual returns as authorized, must be filed regardless of whether or not tax is owed. The Director may assign certain accounts to Monthly reporting. Returns
not received on or before the due date will be subject to late charges pursuant to SMC 5.55.110.

Zoning Limitations - A business license does not authorize the holder to conduct business in violation of any zoning ordinance. Call the Department of
Planning and Development at (206) 684-8850 if you have questions.

INSTRUCTIONS FOR THE LICENSE APPLICATION - This information follows the same order as the application.

If you have obtained a State of Washington Unified Business Identifier Number (UBI), a Federal Employer Identification Number (FEIN), a Contractor
Number, a City of Seattle Vendor Identification Number, or currently have an Internet address, please enter these in the spaces provided. None of these
items are required on the application if they are not available or not applicable. The S.I.C. code (Standard Industrial Classification code) and/or the
N.A.L.C.S. code (North American Industry Classification System) will be entered by office personnel at the time of processing.

TYPE OF BUSINESS - Check the box for the correct "nature" of the legal entity as registered with the State of Washington.
If your business is registered as a non-profit organization, please check the appropriate box on the application.

LEGAL NAME - Based on the entity please provide the full legal name as noted below:
Sole Proprietor - list last name, then the first name and middle initial;
Corporation - list the corporate name as filed with the State of Washington (not the shareholder's names);
Partnership - list the partners' last names only;
LLC - (Limited Liability Company), list the name as filed with the State (not the owner's names).

TRADE NAME - Commonly referred to as the dba (doing business as) for a business when the business name is different than the legal name.

STARTING DATE - The date the legal owner commenced business activity in the City of Seattle. Note: tax forms for all periods (from the starting or
opening date of the business as listed on the application) are required to be filed, even if no tax due, or no revenue generated.

If you indicate
utility services, charging of admission or conducting any gambling activity, you will be required to complete additional registration paper work and tax liability
for utility tax, admission tax and/or gambling tax will be assigned to your business license account.

OWNERS, PARTNERS, OFFICERS - List full/true legal name, residential address, telephone and date of birth for all owners, partners, and officers.

TAX REPORTING STATUS - Licensees are required to file Quarterly tax returns if taxable revenue for the entire entity is expected to exceed $50,000.
Only those businesses that estimate annual taxable revenue of less than $50,000 and are granted Annual tax reporting by the Department may file annually.
Total taxable revenue is determined by the licensee (legal entity), not for each location. If a business or licensee exceeds the $50,000 threshold for an
annual period, the Department will change the reporting status to quarterly for the following year. The Director may assign some businesses to a Monthly
reporting frequency. Tax forms are due on the last day of the month following each reporting period and must be filed even if no tax is due. All tax forms filed
after the due date are subject to late fees.

IF YOU PURCHASED THIS BUSINESS - Indicate former owner's forwarding address and phone number if known. Indicate the former owner's
customer number with the City of Seattle. Successors may be liable for back taxes on the business. If this is a new legal entity for you, provide your original
customer number.

SIGNATURE REQUIRED - Please sign the application. Also print the name and title of the signer. Provide the date the application was signed.

FEES DUE - Depending on the date of opening iin Seattle, the fee will be $90.00 or $45.00 for one location. Effective January 1, 2005, if a business has
$20,000 or less in worldwide annual gross income and/or value of products the license fee will be $45.00 for the calendar year and $22.50 for the half year.
Indicate how many branch locations are being licensed and multiply that number times $10.00. Enter the total amount due for additional locations (if any)
and then total due for the application. Make your check payable to the City of Seattle. Include any past license fees if open date is prior to the current year.

REGULATORY LICENSES OR ADDITIONAL ENDORSEMENTS - If you are just starting your business and are not certain what business
activities you will be conducting, you may apply for additional endorsements at a later date. It is the owner's responsibility to apply for and maintain all
required licenses. Failure to be properly licensed may result in substantial penalties. If you will be performing as an adult entertainer or managing an adult
entertainment premise you must appear in person at the Revenue and Consumer Affairs Office, Suite 4250, of the Seattle Municipal Tower Building at 700
5th Avenue, Seattle, for a photo identification and a criminal background check.

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Anti-Idling Provision



Why does the City of Seattle have an anti-idling provision? 



It’s basic common sense: there is already too much pollution in the air.  Seattle wants to reduce air pollution. The goal of the City of Seattle Anti-Idling contract provision is to improve air quality by reducing unnecessary air pollution from idling vehicles. Limiting car and truck idling supports cleaner air, healthier work environments, the efficient use of city resources, the public’s enjoyment of City properties and programs, conservation of natural resources, and good stewardship practices.



What does the contract provision require?



The contract provision limits unnecessary engine idling to five minutes.  No operator shall unnecessarily idle the engine of a diesel fueled car or truck that is stopped for a foreseeable period of time in excess of five minutes.


 What is engine idling?



Vehicle idling is the running of a car or truck engine while the car or truck is stopped for a foreseeable period of time and not in a PTO (or similar) mode.


Is all engine idling prohibited? 



No. While the contract provision prohibits unnecessary idling for more than five minutes, it also recognizes that there are times when idling is simply unavoidable.  There are three specific reasons that we recognize for idling, although other situations may also be appropriate: when an engine is being repaired and operating the engine is necessary for the repair; when a vehicle is making deliveries and associated power is necessary; when the engine is used to provide power to another device, to the extent necessary to de-ice windows for proper visibility. 



The most common reason a company may need to idle is to allow continued operation of additional devices, or auxiliary power units.  Refrigerator units on trucks with perishable goods or vehicles operating special equipment, such as a lift on the back of a truck to move goods in and out of the truck or wheelchair lifts in buses or vans that may require engine power to  operate are common examples of equipment that are operated with the engine  power. Other examples might include “bucket” trucks that allow a worker to 



reach wires on telephone poles or tree branches for trimming. 



Are there other times when it’s OK to idle not listed in the provision? 



There are other times when idling is permitted as long as the idling is absolutely necessary. 



 For example, running the engine to operate the windshield defroster to clear a 



windshield of ice on an extremely cold day is a good example of necessary idling. It’s a 



safety problem if you cannot see where you’re going and if the windshield is not warm 



enough to melt snow and freezing rain while driving. Running the engine while actively 



clearing snow and ice off the vehicle and to warm the windshield and interior of the 



vehicle is necessary idling. 



Common sense also tells us that heaters and air conditioning units almost always 



bring the vehicle’s interior into a comfortable range in a short time. We also know that 



heaters and air conditioning units work faster when the vehicle is being driven, not when 



it is left idling. So most vehicles, most of the time, will reach a comfortable temperature 



within the first five minutes of driving. Some heavy vehicles, such as buses or trucks, 



may need some additional time to bring interior temperatures into a comfortable range. 



What are a few examples of unnecessary idling? 



• Sitting in your car in a parking lot with the engine on during mild or cool weather 



is unnecessary. The interior of your car will stay warm for 5 to 10 minutes on all 



but the coldest days. 



• Leaving the vehicle running while unattended to let the heater warm it or the air 



conditioner cool it for extended periods of time is unnecessary idling (it is also in 



violation of traffic law). Five minutes should be the maximum amount of time 



unless weather conditions are extreme, and the engine should not be left 



running while the vehicle is unattended for any length of time. 



• Operating devices not related to transporting passengers or goods. Letting the 



engine run for an hour or more to play a movie or to charge a cell phone causes 



unnecessary pollution, is a nuisance for others nearby and puts excessive wear 



and tear on the engine. 



Am I causing more pollution by stopping and starting the engine? 



No. Once the engine has warmed up, an idling engine causes more pollution by 



running than by stopping and starting up again. Studies indicate that the trade-off for 



light- and medium-duty gasoline powered vehicles is about 10 seconds (i.e. the vehicle 



will produce more pollution idling longer than 10 seconds than it will by shutting down 



and restarting the engine). The time trade-off on medium- and heavy-duty diesel 



engines is about 30 seconds.

CONTRACT


Terms and Conditions


1. Entire Agreement:   This Contract (hereafter referred to as Contract), including all attachments, amendments and subsequently issued change notices, comprises the entire agreement between the City of Seattle (Seattle) and the Contractor.  The City’s Purchase Order, the Vendor Offer including all attachments, the Addendum to the Bid, the ITB specifications, the ITB instructions and ITB Attachments, are explicitly included in this Contract.  Where there are conflicts between these documents, the controlling document will be in that same sequence, with the first taking priority over the last listed.


2. Term:  Any term specified in the solicitation or specification shall prevail over the following.  Should this be a one-time purchase, the Contract shall commence on the date the City’s Buyer signs the same and shall expire sixty (60) days after delivery and acceptance of last item.  Should this be a continuous supply contract, this contract shall be for five years, with a two year extension allowed.  Such extensions shall be automatic, and will not require a written notice to take effect, unless either party provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.  Such notice shall be given at least 45 days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date. 



3. Schedule:   Unless the City’s Buyer requests a change in schedule, the Contractor shall deliver the items or render the services by the “Last Item Due Date” stated on the Contract signature page   At the City’s option, Contractor’s failure to timely deliver or perform may require expedited shipping at Contractor’s expense, or may be cause for termination of the Contract and the return of all or part of the items at Contractor’s expense.  If Contractor anticipates difficulty in meeting the schedule, the Contractor shall promptly notify the City’s Buyer of such difficulty and the length of the anticipated delay.



4. Scope of Work:  Contractor shall provide the products and/or services specified within this Contract.



5. Payment:   Seattle agrees to compensate as specified herein or attached, in consideration of acceptable Contractor performance.  Payment shall only be made for services performed and/or product delivered, after receipt, review and authorization by the City.  Such payment shall be paid according to early payment discount terms, or if no early payment discount is offered, thirty (30) days after the City’s receipt and acceptance of the goods or completion and acceptance of the services. Payment periods will be computed from either the date of delivery an acceptance of all goods ordered, the acceptance by the City of completion of all services, or the date of receipt of a correct invoice, whichever date is later. This section is not intended to restrict partial payments that are specified in the contract.   All dollars referenced in this Contract and attachments are US Dollars.



6. Invoices:  Invoices must show a breakdown of services or products provided and price for each.  Invoices must specify the Name and Phone Number of the City employee that placed the order.


7. Overages/Underages:  Shipments shall match the purchase order, any unauthorized advance or excess shipments are returnable at Contractors expense.  The City is not obligated to return overages and will not pay for overages.


8. Taxes, Fees and Licenses.



Fees and Licenses:  Contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status, any license fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for contract performance.  It is the Contractor’s sole responsibility to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent requirements for said fees, assessments, or charges and to immediately comply with said changes during the entire term of this Contract.  Contractor must pay all custom duties, brokerage or import fees where applicable as part of the contract price.  Contractor shall take all necessary actions to ensure that materials or equipment purchased are expedited through customs.  


Taxes:  Where required by state statute, ordinance or regulation, Contractor shall pay for and maintain in current status all taxes that are necessary for contract performance.  Unless otherwise indicated, Seattle agrees to pay State of Washington sales or use taxes on all applicable consumer services and materials purchased.  No charge by the Contractor shall be made for federal excise taxes and Seattle agrees to furnish Contractor with an exemption certificate where appropriate.  


Withholding payment for taxes/business license fees due the City of Seattle:  Seattle Municipal Code 5.45.060 specifies that the Contractor will have taxes or fees paid in full for Seattle Business License requirements, before receiving any warrant or the final payment for performing within any contract for the City.  The Director of the Department of Executive Administration may withhold payment due a City contractor pending satisfactory resolution of unpaid taxes and fees due the City under title 5.45.060.



Supplier is to calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on the invoice.  Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in, in accordance with WAC 458-20-247. 



9. Pricing.  Any adjustments in pricing shall be consistent to the solicitation specifications.  If none, the following section shall apply:



Pricing shall be fixed and firm throughout the original contract term or for two years, whichever date is earliest.  At that time, the Contractor may submit a written request for a price increase.  The written request is to be at least 45-days in advance.  Thereafter, written request for price increases shall only be considered upon the contract anniversary date (at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date).  Such requests shall consider the following:



· Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product herein;



· Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 



· Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;



· Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;



· And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.



The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.  



The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer.



For solicitations that include and provide instructions for annual Prevailing Wage adjustments, pricing adjustments shall additionally be consistent with such instructions.  



Cost Reductions:  During the term of this Contract, any price decrease the Contractor receives from its suppliers shall be reflected in a reduction of the prices in this Contract and effective as of the date of the supplier’s decrease.  In the event during the term of this Contract, the Contractor enters into lower pricing agreements with a customer with similar usage quantities, the Contractor shall promptly notify the City and offer such lower pricing to the City.  Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.   



10. Travel and Direct Charges:  If the specifications and scope of work for this purchase have specifically identified travel and/or direct costs that the City intends to reimburse, then the following requirements shall apply.  All such expenses must be pre-approved in writing by the Project Manager. If the specifications and scope of work do not clearly identify such costs for compensation, than no compensation will be given.  


· City will reimburse the Contractor at actual cost for expenditures that are pre-approved by the City in writing and are necessary and directly applicable to the work required by this Contract provided that similar direct project costs related to the contracts of other clients are consistently accounted for in a like manner.  Such direct project costs may not be charged as part of overhead expenses.  Direct charges may include, but are not limited to the following items: travel, printing, long distance telephone, supplies, computer charges, and fees of subconsultants or subcontractors.



· The billing for direct expenses specifically identifiable with this project shall be an itemized listing of the charges supported by copies of the original bills, invoices, expense accounts, subconsultant/subcontractor paid invoices, and other supporting documents used by the Contractor to generate invoice(s) to the City.  The original supporting documents shall be available to the City for inspection upon request.  All charges must be necessary for the services provided under this Contract.



· The City will reimburse the actual cost for travel expenses incurred as evidenced by copies of receipts supporting such travel expenses, and in accordance with the City of Seattle Travel Policy, details of which can be provided upon request.  



· Airfare: Airfare will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the airline ticket.  The City will reimburse for Economy or Coach fare only.  Receipts detailing each airfare are required.



· Meals:  Meals will be reimbursed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed and do not require receipts or additional documentation.  The City will not reimburse for alcohol at any time.



· Lodging:  Lodging will be reimbursed at actual cost incurred up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost Index for the city in which the work was performed.  Receipts detailing each day / night lodging are required.  The City will reimburse at the single occupancy rate.  As an alternative, lodging billed at the published Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed does not require receipts or additional documentation.  In this case, the invoice needs to state that "the lodging is being billed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate."



· Vehicle mileage:  Vehicle mileage will be reimbursed at the Federal Internal Revenue Service Standard Business Mileage Rate in affect at the time the mileage expense is incurred (currently that rate is 48.5 cents per mile.)



· Rental Car: Rental car expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the rental.  Rental car receipts are required for all rental car expenses (the City will only pay for the rental of "Compact" vehicles unless three or more persons are sharing one vehicle in which case a "Mid-sized" vehicle rental is acceptable).



· Miscellaneous Travel (e.g. parking, gas, taxi, shuttle, tolls, ferry fees, etc.):  Miscellaneous travel expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred.  Receipts are required for each expense of $10.00 or more.



· Miscellaneous other business expenses (e.g. printing, photo development, binding): Other miscellaneous business expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred.  Receipts are required for all miscellaneous expenses that are billed.


· Subcontractor: Subcontractor expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred.  Copies of all subcontractor invoices that are rebilled to the City are required.


11. Delivery.  Except when instructed otherwise, Delivery must be made during normal work hours and within timeframes proposed by Contractor herein and as accepted by Seattle.  Failure to comply may subject Contractor to non-delivery assessment charges and/or damages as appropriate.  Seattle reserves the right to refuse shipment when delivered before or after normal working hours.  Contractor shall verify specific working hours of offices and so instruct carrier(s) to deliver accordingly.  The acceptance by Seattle of late performance without objection or reservation shall not waive the right of Seattle to claim damages for such breach, nor preclude Seattle from pursuing any other remedy provided herein, including termination, nor constitute a waiver of the requirements for the timely performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.  All deliveries are to be made to the applicable delivery location in accordance with Interstate Commerce Commission rules or as indicated in Purchase Order.  When applicable, Contractor shall take necessary actions to safeguard items during inclement weather.



12. Identification.   All invoices, packing slips, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written documents affecting this contract shall be identified by the applicable purchase order number.  Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment, indicating the contents therein. 



13. Charges for handling.  No charges will be allowed for handling that includes but is not limited to packing, wrapping, bags, containers, or reels, unless otherwise stated herein.



14. Contract Notices, Deliverable Materials and Invoices Delivery.  Official Contract notices shall be delivered to the Buyer at the following addresses (or such other address (es) as either party may designate in writing):

15. Representations.   Contractor represents and warrants that it has the requisite training, skill and experience necessary to provide Work and is appropriately accredited and licensed by all applicable agencies and governmental entities.



16. Warranties:   Contractor warrants that all materials, equipment, and/or services provided under this Contract shall be fit for the purpose(s) for which intended, for merchantability, are properly package, proper instructions and warnings are supplied, that all goods comply with applicable safety and health standards, that an MSDS Sheet is supplied as required by law, and that products or services conform to the requirements and specifications herein.  Acceptance of any service and inspection incidental thereto by Seattle shall not alter or affect the obligations of the Contractor or the rights of Seattle.



17. Independent Contractor.   It is the intention and understanding of the Parties that Contractor shall be an independent contractor and that Seattle shall be neither liable for nor obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay or any other benefit of employment, nor to pay any social security or other tax that may arise as an incident of employment.  The Contractor shall pay all income and other taxes as due.  Industrial or other insurance that is purchased for the benefit of the Contractor shall not be deemed to convert this Contract to an employment contract.  It is recognized that Contractor may or will be performing work during the term for other parties and that Seattle is not the exclusive user of the services that Contractor provides.



18. Inspection.  Work shall be subject, at all times, to inspection by and with approval of Seattle, but the making (or failure or delay in making) such inspection or approval shall not relieve Contractor of responsibility for performance of the Work in accordance with this Contract, notwithstanding Seattle’s knowledge of defective or noncomplying performance, its substantiality or the ease of its discovery.  Contractor shall provide sufficient, safe, and proper facilities and equipment for such inspection and free access to such facilities.



19. Title,  Risk of Loss, Freight, Overages or Underages.   Title of goods received under this contract shall remain with the Contractor until they are delivered to the address specified, at which time title passes to Seattle. Regardless of FOB point, Contractor agrees to bear all risks of loss, injury, or destruction of goods and materials ordered herein which occur prior to delivery and acceptance.  Such loss, injury, or destruction shall not release Contractor from any obligations under.  Prices include freight prepaid and allowed.  Contractor assumes the risk of every increase, and receives the benefit of every decrease, in delivery rates and charges.  Shipments shall correspond with the Contract; any unauthorized advance or excess shipment is returnable at Contractor’s expense.



20. Performance.  Acceptance by Seattle of unsatisfactory performance with or without objection or reservation shall not waive the right to claim damage for breach, or terminate the contract, nor constitute a waiver of requirements for satisfactory performance of any obligation remaining to be performed by Contractor.


21. Affirmative Efforts for Utilization of Women and Minority Subcontracting and Employment, Non discrimination in providing services



A. Employment Actions:  Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, creed, age, color, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, political ideology, ancestry, national origin, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification.  Contractor shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated during employment, without regard to their creed, religion, race, age, color, sex, national origin, marital status, political ideology, ancestry, sexual orientation, gender identity, or the presence of any sensory, mental or physical handicap.  Such action shall include, but not be limited to employment, upgrading, promotion, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay, or other forms of compensation and selection for training.  



B. In accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 20.42, Contractor shall actively solicit the employment and subcontracting of women and minority group members when necessary and commercially useful for purposes of fulfilling the scope of work required for this Contract.  Contractors shall actively solicit subcontracting bids from subcontractors as needed to perform the work of this contract, from qualified, available and capable women and minority businesses.  Contractors shall consider the grant of subcontracts to women and minority bidders on the basis of substantially equal proposes in the light most favorable to women and minority businesses.  At the request of Seattle, Contractor shall promptly furnish evidence of the Contractor’s compliance with these requirements.



C. If upon investigation, the Director of Executive Administration finds probable cause to believe that the Contractor has failed to comply with the requirements of this Section, the Contractor shall notified in writing.  The Director of Executive Administration shall give Contractor an opportunity to be heard, after ten calendar days’ notice.  If, after the Contractor’s opportunity to be heard, the Director of Executive Administration still finds probable cause, s/he may suspend the Contract and/or withhold any funds due or to become due to the Contractor, pending compliance by the Contractor with the requirements of this Section.



D. Any violation of the mandatory requirements of this Section, or a violation of Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 14.04 (Fair Employment Practices), Chapter 14.10 (Fair Contracting Practices), Chapter 20.45 (City Contracts – Non-Discrimination in Benefits), or other local, state, or federal non-discrimination laws, shall be a material of contract for which the Contractor may be subject to damages and sanctions provided for by the Vendor Contract and by applicable law.   In the event the Contractor is in violation of this Section shall be subject to debarment from City contracting activities in accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Section 20.70 (Debarment).



22. Equal Benefits. 



A. Compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45: The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of SMC Ch. 20.45 and Equal Benefits Program Rules implementing such requirements, under which the Contractor is obligated to provide the same or equivalent benefits (“equal benefits”) to its employees with domestic partners as the Contractor provides to its employees with spouses.  At Seattle’s request, the Contractor shall provide complete information and verification of the Contractor’s compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45.   Failure to cooperate with such a request shall constitute a material breach of this Contract.  (For further information about SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules call (206) 684-0430 or review information at http://cityofseattle.net/contract/equalbenefits/.)



B. Remedies for Violations of SMC Ch. 20.45:  Any violation of this section shall be a material breach of Contract for which the City may:



a. Require the Contractor to pay actual damages for each day that the Contractor is in violation of SMC Ch. 20.45 during the term of the Contract; or



b. Terminate the Contract; or 



c. Disqualify the Contractor from bidding on or being awarded a City contract for a period of up to five (5) years; or



d. Impose such other remedies as specifically provided for in SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules promulgated there under.


23. Publicity:   No news release, advertisement, promotional material, tour, or demonstration related to the City’s purchase or use of the Contractor’s product or any work performed pursuant to this Contract shall be produced, distributed or take place without the prior, specific written approval of the City’s Project Director or his/her designee.


24. Proprietary and Confidential Information: 


Contractor’s Understanding and Obligations:


1.  Contractor understands that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the Agreement,  and any other contract materials) it submits to the City, or that are used by the City even if the Contractor possesses the records, are public records under Washington State law, RCW Chapter 42.56. Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request unless a statute exempts them from disclosure. The Contractor also understands that even if part of a record is exempt from disclosure, the rest of that record generally must be disclosed.



2.  Contractor must separate and clearly mark as “proprietary” all records related to this Agreement or the performance of this Agreement that the Contractor believes are exempt from disclosure.    The Contractor is familiar with potentially-applicable public-disclosure exemptions and the limits of those exemptions, and will mark as “proprietary” only information that the Contractor believes legitimately fits within an exemption and will state the statutory exception upon which it is relying.  


3.  If Seattle notifies the Contractor under Paragraph B 2 of a public disclosure request, and the Contractor believes records are exempt from disclosure, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to make determination and pursue a lawsuit under RCW 42.56 to enjoin disclosure. The Contractor must obtain the injunction and serve it on the City before the close of business on the tenth business day after the City sent notification to the Contractor.  It is the Contractor’s discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit.



4.  If the Contractor does not timely obtain and serve an injunction, the Contractor is deemed to have authorized releasing the record.



5.  Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor must not take any action that would affect (a) the City’s ability to use goods and services provided under this Agreement or (b) the Contractor’s obligations under this Agreement.



6.  The Contractor will fully cooperate with the City in identifying and assembling records in case of any public disclosure request.



City’s Obligations


1.  The City will disclose those parts of records the Contractor has marked as “proprietary” information only to authorized   persons unless: 


(a) the City receives a public disclosure request, in which case steps 2 and 3 below will be exercised before release of the information or  



(b) The Contractor has given the City express advance written permission to disclose the records. “Authorized persons” means those City officers, employees, contractors and consultants for whom the proprietary information is necessary to perform their duties or obligations to the City. 


The term “proprietary information” does not include ideas, concepts, know-how or techniques related to any information that, at the time of disclosure, is in the public domain, unless the entry of that information into the public domain is a result of a breach of this Agreement.



2.  If the City receives a public disclosure request for records that the Contractor has marked as “proprietary” information, the City may promptly notify the Contractor of the request. The City may postpone disclosing these records for ten business days after it has sent notification to the Contractor, in order to allow the Contractor to file a lawsuit under RCW 42.56 to enjoin disclosure. It is the Contractor’s discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit.



3.  If the City has notified the Contractor of a public disclosure request, and the Contractor has not obtained an injunction and served the City with that injunction by the close of business on the tenth business day after the City sent notice, the City will then disclose the record.



4.  The City has no other obligations concerning records the Contractor has marked as “proprietary information” under this Agreement. The City has no obligation to claim any exemption from disclosure. The City is not obligated or liable to the Contractor for any records that the City releases in compliance with this Section or in compliance with the order of a court of competent jurisdiction.


5. Indemnification:   To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify and hold the City harmless from and against all claims, demands, damages, costs, actions and causes of actions, liabilities, fines, penalties,  judgments, expenses and attorney fees, resulting from the injury or death of any person or the damage to or destruction of property, or the infringement of any patent, copyright, trademark or trade secret, arising out of the work performed or goods provided under this Contract, or the Contractor’s violation of any law, ordinance or regulation, contract provision or term, or condition of regulatory authorization or permit, except for damages resulting from the sole negligence of the City.  As to the City of Seattle, the Contractor waives any immunity it may have under RCW Title 51 or any other Worker’s Compensation statute.  The parties acknowledge that this waiver has been negotiated by them, and that the contract price reflects this negotiation.


6. Insurance:  Should the City not provide any insurance requirements to the contrary within the solicitation and/or attached, the following requirements shall be in effect.  Contractor shall maintain at its own expense at all times during the term of this Contract the following insurance with limits of liability consistent with those generally carried by similarly situated enterprise:


(1) Commercial General Liability insurance, including premises/operations, products/completed operations, personal/advertising injury, contractual liability, fire legal/tenant liability, stop gap/employer’s liability and independent contractors liability; (2) if any vehicle, watercraft or aircraft is used in the  performance of this Purchase Order/Vendor Contract, of a minimum of $1,000,000 per occurrence;   


(2) Automobile Liability, Watercraft Liability and/or Aircraft Liability insurance, including coverage for owned, non-owned, leased or hired vehicles, watercraft and aircraft, as appropriate of a minimum of $500,000 per occurrence; and 


(3) Worker’s Compensation (“Industrial Insurance”) as required by Title 51 of the Revised Code of Washington. 


(4) The insurance as provided under items (1) and (2) above shall include by endorsement the City of Seattle as an additional insured (as respects item (1), per ISO form CG 20 10 or CG 20 26 or equivalent additional insured endorsement wording, or equivalent blanket additional insured policy wording) and such additional insured status for the City shall apply as respects the full limits of all valid and collectible Automobile Liability, Watercraft Liability and/or Aircraft Liability insurance, whether primary, excess, contingent, or otherwise; shall be primary insurance as respects the City, and any other insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City shall be excess and non-contributory with the Contractor’s insurance; and, shall be placed with insurers with not less than an A- VII A.M. Best’s rating unless insurance has been procured under the provisions of chapter 48.15 RCW (Unauthorized “Surplus Lines” Insurers).  It is specifically agreed that the insurance requirements in this section 2.18 shall override any limitation of liability or similar provision in any agreement or statement of work between the City and the Contractor and that no Contractor’s insurer shall assert the right to invoke any such limitation.     


(5) Contractor shall not be required to provide evidence of insurance, unless required to do so under the solicitation or as otherwise required by the City Buyer, and should additional insurance requirements (including but not limited to higher limits of liability) be specified in the solicitation or otherwise are attached, those requirements shall apply.



7. Audit.  Upon request, Contractor shall permit Seattle, and any other governmental agency involved in the funding of the Work (“Agency”), to inspect and audit all pertinent books and records of Contractor, any subcontractor, or any other person or entity that performed work in connection with or related to the Work, at any and all times deemed necessary by Seattle or Agency, including up to six years after the final payment or release of withheld amounts has been made under this Contract.  Such inspection and audit shall occur in King County, Washington or other such reasonable location as Seattle or Agency selects.  The Contractor shall supply Seattle with, or shall permit Seattle to make, a copy of any books and records and any portion thereof.  The Contractor shall ensure that such inspection, audit and copying right of Seattle and Agency is a condition of any subcontract, agreement or other arrangement under which any other person or entity is permitted to perform work under this Contract.  



8. Contractual Relationship.  The relationship of Contractor to Seattle by reason of this Contract shall be that of an independent contractor.  This Contract does not authorize Contractor to act as the agent or legal representative of Seattle for any purpose whatsoever.  Contractor is not granted any express or implied right or authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility on behalf of or in the name of Seattle or to bind Seattle in any manner or thing whatsoever.



9. Supervision and Coordination.  Contractor shall:



· Competently and efficiently, supervise and direct the implementation and completion of all contract requirements specified herein.



· Designate in its bid or proposal to Seattle, a representative(s) with the authority to legally commit Contractor’s firm.  All communications given or received from the Contractor’s representative shall be binding on the Contractor.



· Promote and offer to Purchasers only those materials, equipment and/or services as stated herein and allowed for by contractual requirements.  Violation of this condition will be grounds for contract termination.



10. Compliance with Law: 



General Requirement:   The Contractor, at its sole cost and expense, shall perform and comply with all applicable laws of the United States and the State of Washington; the Charter, Municipal Code, and ordinances of The City of Seattle; and rules, regulations, orders, and directives of their respective administrative agencies and officers.



Licenses and Similar Authorizations:   The Contractor, at no expense to the City, shall secure and maintain in full force and effect during the term of this Contract all required licenses, permits, and similar legal authorizations, and comply with all related requirements.



Taxes:   The Contractor shall pay, before delinquency, all taxes, import duties, levies, and assessments arising from its activities and undertakings under this Contract; taxes levied on its property, equipment and improvements; and taxes on the Contractor's interest in this Contract. 



11. Americans with Disabilities Act:   The Contractor shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) in performing its obligations under this Contract.  In particular, if the Contractor is providing services, programs, or activities to City employees or members of the public as part of this Contract, the Contractor shall not deny participation or the benefits of such services, programs, or activities to people with disabilities on the basis of such disability.  Failure to comply with the provisions of the ADA shall be a material breach of, and grounds for the immediate termination of, this Contract.



12. OSHA/WISHA.     Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Acts of 1970 (OSHA), as may be amended, and, if it has a workplace within the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of 1973 (WISHA), as may be amended, and the standards and regulations issued thereunder and certifies that all items furnished and purchased under this order will conform to and comply with said standards and regulations.  Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of Contractor’s failure to comply with the acts and standards thereunder and for the failure of the items furnished under this order to so comply.



13. Adjustments:   The City’s Buyer at any time may make reasonable changes in the place of delivery, installation or inspection; the method of shipment or packing; labeling and identification; extension of contract duration, and ancillary matters that Contractor may accommodate without substantial additional expense to the City.



14. Amendments:   No modification of this Contract shall be effective unless in writing and signed by an authorized representative of the City, except as otherwise authorized herein.  The City shall issue change notices to Contractor, and such notices shall take effect under the signature of the City unless written objection of the notice is received by the Contractor upon Contractor receipt of the change notice.



15. Assignment and Subcontracting:  Contractor shall not assign or subcontract any of its obligations under this Contract without Seattle’s written consent, which may be granted or withheld in Seattle’s sole discretion.  Any subcontract made by Contractor shall incorporate by reference all the terms of this Contract except for Equal Benefit provisions.  Contractor shall ensure that all subcontractors comply with the obligations and requirements of the subcontract, except for Equal Benefit provisions.  Seattle’s consent to any assignment or subcontract shall not release the Contractor from liability under this Contract, or from any obligation to be performed under this Contract, whether occurring before or after such consent, assignment, or subcontract. 



16. Involvement of Former City Employees: Contractor shall promptly notify Seattle in writing of any person who is expected to perform any of the Work and who, during the twelve (12) months immediately prior to the expected commencement date of such work or subcontract, was a City officer or employee.  Contractor shall ensure that no Work or matter related to the Work is performed by any person (employee, subcontractor, or otherwise) who was a City officer or employee within the past twelve (12) months; and as such was officially involved in, participated in, or acted upon any matter related to the Work, or is otherwise prohibited from such performance by SMC 4.16.075.



17. No Conflict of Interest: Contractor confirms that Contractor does not have a business interest or a close family relationship with any City officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in the Contractor selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration, or evaluating the Contractor's performance.  



]


18. No Gifts or Gratuities: Contractor shall not directly or indirectly offer gifts and resources to any person employed by the City that is intended, or may be reasonably intended, to benefit the Vendor by way of award, administration, or in any other way to influence purchasing decisions of the City.  This includes but is not limited to, City Purchasing office employees and City employees that do business with, order, purchase or are part of decision-making for business, contract or purchase decisions.  The Vendor shall not offer meals, gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or anything of economic value to any such City employees.  This does not prohibit distribution of promotional items that are less than $25 when provided as part of routine business activity such as trade shows.  Any violation of this provision may result in termination of this Contract.  Nothing in this Contract prohibits donations to campaigns for election to City office, so long as the donation is disclosed as required by the election campaign disclosure laws of the City and of the State.


19. Intellectual Property Rights.   


Patents:  Contractor hereby assigns to Seattle all rights in any invention, improvement, or discovery, together with all related information, including but not limited to, designs, specifications, data, patent rights and findings developed in connection with the performance of Contract or any subcontract hereunder.  Notwithstanding the above, the Contractor does not convey to Seattle, nor does Seattle obtain, any right to any document or material utilized by Contractor that was created or produced separate from this Contract or was preexisting material (not already owned by Seattle), provided that the Contractor has clearly identified in writing such material as preexisting prior to commencement of the Work.  To the extent that preexisting materials are incorporated into the Work, the Contractor grants Seattle an irrevocable, non-exclusive, fully paid, royalty-free right and/or license to use, execute, reproduce, display, and transfer the preexisting material, but only as an inseparable part of the Work.



Copyrights:  For materials and documents prepared by Contractor in connection with the Work, Contractor shall retain the copyright (including the right of reuse) whether or not the Work is completed.  Contractor grants to Seattle a non-exclusive, irrevocable, unlimited, royalty-free license to use every document and all other materials prepared by the Contractor for Seattle under this Contract.  If requested by Seattle, a copy of all drawing, prints, plans, field notes, reports, documents, files, input materials, output materials, the media upon which they are located (including cards, tapes, discs and other storage facilities), software programs or packages (including source code or codes, object codes, upgrades, revisions, modifications, and any related materials) and/or any other related documents or materials which are developed solely for, and paid for by, Seattle in connection with the performance of the Work, shall be promptly delivered to Seattle. 



Seattle may make and retain copies of such documents for its information and reference in connection with their use on the project.  The Contractor does not represent or warrant that such documents are suitable for reuse by Seattle, or others, on extensions of the project, or on any other project. Contractor represents and warrants that it has all necessary legal authority to make the assignments and grant the licenses required by this Section.



20. No personal liability:  No officer, agent or authorized employee of the City shall be personally responsible for any liability arising under this Contract, whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this Contract.



21. Binding Effect:   The provisions, covenants and conditions in this Contract apply to bind the parties, their legal heirs, representatives, successors, and assigns. 



22. Waiver:   No covenant, term or condition or the breach thereof shall be deemed waived, except by written consent of the party against whom the waiver is claimed, and any waiver of the breach of any covenant, term or condition shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant, term or condition.  Neither the acceptance by Seattle of any performance by the Contractor after the time the same shall have become due nor payment to the Contractor for any portion of the Work shall constitute a waiver by Seattle of the breach or default of any covenant, term or condition unless otherwise this is expressly agreed to by Seattle, in writing.  The City’s failure to insist on performance of any of the terms or conditions herein or to exercise any right or privilege or the City’s waiver of any breach hereunder shall not thereafter waive any other term, condition, or privilege, whether of the same or similar type.


23. Anti-Trust:  Seattle maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser.  Therefore the Contractor hereby assigns to Seattle any and all claims for such overcharges except overcharges which result from antitrust violations commencing after the price is established under this contract and which are not passed on to Seattle under an escalation clause.



24. Applicable Law:   This Contract shall be construed under the laws of the State of Washington.  The venue for any action relating to this Contract shall be in the Superior Court for King County, State of Washington. 



25. Remedies Cumulative:   Remedies under this Contract are cumulative; the use of one remedy shall not be taken to exclude or waive the right to use another. 



26. Captions:  The titles of sections, or subsections, are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents.



27. Severability:   Any invalidity, in whole or in part, of any provision of this Contract shall not affect the validity of any other of its provisions. 



28. Disputes:  Any dispute or misunderstanding that may arise under this Contract concerning Contractor's performance shall first be resolved, if mutually agreed to be appropriate, through negotiations between the Contractor's Project Manager and Seattle's Project Manager, or if mutually agreed, referred to the City’s named representative and the Contractor's senior executive(s).  Either party may decline or discontinue such discussions and may then pursue other means to resolve such disputes, or may by mutual agreement pursue other dispute alternatives such as alternate dispute resolution processes. Nothing in this dispute process shall in any way mitigate the rights, if any, of either party to terminate the contract in accordance with the termination provisions herein.



Notwithstanding above, if Seattle believes in good faith that some portion of Work has not been completed satisfactorily, Seattle may require Contractor to correct such work prior to Seattle payment.  In such even, Seattle must clearly and reasonably provide to Contractor an explanation of the concern and the remedy that Seattle expects.  Seattle may withhold from any payment that is otherwise due, an amount that Seattle in good faith finds to be under dispute, or if the Contractor does not provide a sufficient remedy, Seattle may retain the amount equal to the cost to Seattle for otherwise correcting or remedying the work not properly completed.  



29. Termination:


For Cause:  Seattle may terminate this Contract if the Contractor is in material breach of any terms of this Contract, and such breach has not been corrected to Seattle’s reasonable satisfaction in a timely manner.



For City’s Convenience:  Seattle may terminate this Contract in whole or in part, without cause and for any reason including Seattle’s convenience, upon written notice to the Contractor.


Nonappropriation of Funds:  Seattle may terminate this Contract at any time without notice due to nonappropriation of funds, whether such funds are local, state or federal grants, and no such notice shall be required notwithstanding any notice requirements that may be agreed upon for other causes of termination.



Acts of Insolvency:  Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if the Contractor becomes insolvent, makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its business or assets, becomes subject to any proceeding under any bankruptcy or insolvency law whether domestic or foreign, or is wound up or liquidated, voluntarily or otherwise.


Termination for Gifts or Gratuities:  Seattle may terminate this Contract by written notice to Contractor if Seattle finds that any gratuity in the form of entertainment, a gift, or otherwise, was offered to or given by the Contractor or any agent therefor to any City official, officer or employee, as defined above.


Notice:   Seattle is not required to provide advance notice of termination.  Notwithstanding, the Buyer may issue a termination notice with an effective date later than the termination notice itself.  In such case, the Contractor shall continue to provide products and services as required by the Buyer until the effective date provided in the termination notice. 


Actions upon Termination:  In the event of termination not the fault of the Contractor, the Contractor shall be paid for the services properly performed prior to termination, together with any reimbursable expenses then due, but in no event shall such compensation exceed the maximum compensation to be paid under the Contract.  The Contractor agrees that this payment shall fully and adequately compensate the Contractor and all subcontractors for all profits, costs, expenses, losses, liabilities, damages, taxes, and charges of any kind whatsoever (whether foreseen or unforeseen) attributable to the termination of this Contract. Upon termination for any reason, the Contractor shall provide Seattle with the most current design documents, contract documents, writings and other product it has completed to the date of termination, along with copies of all project-related correspondence and similar items.  Seattle shall have the same rights to use these materials as if termination had not occurred. 


30. Force Majeure – Suspension and Termination.


This section applies in the event that either party is unable to perform the obligations of this contract because of a Force Majeure event as defined herein, to the extent that the Contract obligations must be suspended in full.  A Force Majeure event is an event that prohibits performance and is beyond the control of the party.  Such events may include natural or man-made disasters, or an action or decree of a superior governmental body, which prevents performance.



Force Majeure under this Section shall only apply in the event that performance is rendered not possible by either party or its agents.  Should it be possible to provide partial performance that is acceptable to the City under Section #2 (Emergencies or Dias asters), Section #2 below shall instead be in force.



Should either party suffer from a Force Majeure event and is unable to provide performance, such party shall give notice to the remaining party as soon as practical and shall do everything possible to resume performance. 



Upon receipt of such notice, the party shall be excused from such performance as is affected by the Force Majeure Event for the period of such Event.  If such Event affects the delivery date or warranty provisions of this Agreement, such date or warranty period shall automatically be extended for a period equal to the duration of such Event.



31. Major Emergencies or Disasters:


The City may undergo an emergency or disaster that may require the Contractor to either increase or decrease quantities from normal deliveries, or that may disrupt the Contractor’s ability to provide normal performance.  Such events may include, but are not limited to, a storm, high wind, earthquake, flood, hazardous material release, and transportation mishap, loss of any utility service, fire, terrorist activity or any combination of the above.  In such events, the following shall apply.



(a) The City shall notify the Contractor that the City is experiencing an emergency or disaster, and will request emergency and priority services from the Contractor.



(b) Upon such notice by the City, the Contractor shall provide to the City goods and/or services in the quantities and schedule specified by the City, following the conditions named in this Section.



(c) The City of Seattle shall be the customer of first priority for the Contractor.  The Contractor shall provide its best and priority efforts to provide the requested goods and/or services to the City of Seattle in as complete and timely manner as possible.  Such efforts by the Contractor are not to be diminished as a result of Contractor providing service to other customers.  



(d) If the Contractor is unable to respond in the time and/or quantities requested by the City, the Contractor shall make delivery as soon as practical.  The Contractor shall immediately assist the City to the extent reasonable, to gain access to such goods and/or services. This may include:



a. Coordinating with other distributors or subsidiaries beyond those in the local region to fulfill order requests; 



b. Offering the City substitutions provided the Contractor obtains prior approval from the City for such substitution.



The Contractor shall charge the City the price determined in this Contract for the goods and services provided, and if no price has been determined, it shall charge the City a price that is normally charged for such goods and/or services (such as listed prices for items in stock).  However, in the event that the City’s request results in the Contractor incurring unavoidable additional costs and causes the Contractor to increase prices in order to obtain a fair rate of return, the Contractor shall charge the City a price not to exceed the cost/profit formula found in this Contract.



32. Interlocal Cooperation Act:  RCW 39.34 allows cooperative purchasing between public agencies, and other political subdivisions.  SMC 20.60.100 also allows non profits to use these agreements.  Such agencies that file an Intergovernmental Cooperative Purchasing Agreement with the City of Seattle may purchase from Contracts established by the City.  Unless Vendor declines on the Offer submitted by the Seller to the City, the Vendor agrees to sell additional items at the bid prices, terms and conditions, to other eligible governmental agencies that have such agreements with the City.  The City of Seattle accepts no responsibility for the payment of the purchase price by other governmental agencies.  Should the Vendor require additional pricing for such purchases, the Vendor is to name such additional pricing upon Offer to the City.


33. Debarment:  In accordance with SMC Ch. 20.70, the Director of Executive Administration or designee may debar a Vendor from entering into a Contract with the City or from acting as a subcontractor on any Contract with the City for up to five years after determining that any of the following reasons exist: 



1) Contractor has received overall performance evaluations of deficient, inadequate, or substandard performance on three or more City Contracts.



2) Contractor failed to comply with City ordinances or Contract terms, including but not limited to, ordinance or Contract terms relating to small business utilization, discrimination, prevailing wage requirements, equal benefits, or apprentice utilization.  



3) Contractor abandoned, surrendered, or failed to complete or to perform work on or in connection with a City Contract.  



4) Contractor failed to comply with Contract provisions, including but not limited to quality of workmanship, timeliness of performance, and safety standards. 



5) Contractor submitted false or intentionally misleading documents, reports, invoices, or other statements to the City in connection with a Contract. 



6) Contractor colluded with another contractor to restrain competition. 



7) Contractor committed fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a Contract for the City or any other government entity.



8) Contractor failed to cooperate in a City debarment investigation. 



9) Contractor failed to comply with SMC 14.04, SMC Ch. 14.10, SMC Ch. 20.42, or SMC Ch. 20.45, or other local, State, or federal non-discrimination laws. 



The Director may issue an Order of Debarment after adhering to the procedures specified in SMC 20.70.050.   The rights and remedies of the City under these provisions are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under the Contract. 



34. Recycled Product Requirements:   Whenever practicable, Contractor shall use reusable products, recyclable products and recycled-content products including recycled content paper on all documents submitted to the City.  Contractors are to duplex all materials that are prepared for the City under this Contract, whether such materials are printed or copied, except when impracticable to do so due to the nature of the product being produced.  Contractors are to use 100% post consumer recycled content, chlorine-free paper in such products that are produced for the City, whenever practicable, and to use other paper-saving and recycling measures in business they conduct with and for the City.  This directive is executed under the Mayor’s Executive Order, issued February 13, 2005.



35. Workers Right to Know:  “Right to Know” legislation required the Department of Labor and Industries to establish a program to make employers and employees more aware of the hazardous substances in their work environment.  WAC 296-62-054 requires among other things that all manufacturers/distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed on this ITB, RFP or contract bid and subsequent award, must include with each delivery completed Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for each hazardous material.  Additionally, each container of hazardous material must be appropriately labeled with:  the identity of the hazardous material, appropriate hazardous warnings, and the Name and Address of the chemical manufacturer, improper, or other responsible party


Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines against employers for noncompliance and agencies may withhold payment pending receipt of a legible copy of the MSDS.  OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to “carcinogenic ingredients: and “routes of entry” of the product(s) in question


36. Prevailing Wage Requirements:    


a. If applicable, this contract is subject to prevailing wages, as required by RCW 39.12 (Prevailing Wages on Public Works) and RCW 49.28 (Hours of Labor) as amended or supplemented. 



b. Contractor and any subcontractors shall be responsible for compliance with all provisions herein.  


c. Filing Your Intent:  The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage Form concurrent with the execution of the contract.  



· You will need a Contract Number and a Start Date.  The Buyer will tell you your Contract Number; the start date is the your contract is signed.



· The Contractor and their subcontractor(s) shall then promptly submit the Intent to the Department of Labor & Industries for approval.  



· This must be done online at the L&I website:  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  



· If the Contractor is unable to file on-line, a paper copy of the approved Intent shall instead be promptly provided to the Buyer.  



d. Contractor and any subcontractor shall not pay any laborer, worker or mechanic less than the current prevailing hourly wage rates for the worker classifications that are provided for under Prevailing Wages as issued by the State of Washington for the County in which the work shall be performed. 



e. Vocationally handicapped workers, i.e. those individuals whose earning capacity is impaired by physical or mental deficiency or injury, may be employed at wages lower than the established prevailing wage.  The Fair Labor Standards Act requires that wages based on individual productivity be paid to handicapped workers employed under certificates issued by the Secretary of Labor.  These certificates are acceptable to the Department of Labor and Industries.  Sheltered workshops for the handicapped may submit a request to the Department of Labor and Industries for a special certificate, which would, if approved, entitle them to pay their employees at wages, lower than the established prevailing wage.  



f. In certain situations, an Intent to Pay Prevailing wages shall be filed with the Department of Labor & Industries and with the Buyer, but the Vendor may indicate an exception on the Intent Form which exempts the requirement to pay at least prevailing wages rates for the following:



· Sole owners and their spouse.



· Any partner who owns at least 30% of a partnership.



· The president, vice-president, and treasurer of a corporation if each one owns at least 30% of the corporation.



· Workers regularly employed on monthly or per diem salary by state or any political subdivision created by its laws.



g. Prevailing Wage rates in effect at the time of bid opening are attached.  These wages remain in effect for the duration of this contract, except for annual adjustments provided in this agreement when contracts are multi-year (where contract is longer than one year)  or for building service maintenance (janitorial, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners).



h. It is the sole responsibility of the Contractor to assign the appropriate classification and associate wage rates to all laborers, workers or mechanics that perform any work under this contract, in conformance with the scope of work descriptions of the Industrial Statistician of the Washington State Department of Labor and Industries.  



i. With each invoice, Contractor will attach or write a statement that wages paid were compliant to applicable Prevailing Wage rates.



j. Upon contract completion, Contractor and each subcontractor shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice.


k. For jobs above $10,000, Contractor is required to post for employees’ inspection, the Intent form including the list of the labor classifications and wages used on the project.   This may be postured in the nearest local office, for road construction, sewer line, pipeline, transmission line, street or alley improvement projects as long as the employer provides a copy of the Intent form to the employee upon request. 



l. In the event any dispute arises as to what the prevailing wages are for this Contract, and the dispute cannot be solved by the parties involved, the matter shall be referred to the Director of the Department of Labor and Industries of the State of Washington.  In such case, the Director’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties.  If the dispute involves a federal prevailing wage rate, the matter shall be referred to the U.S. Secretary of Labor for a decision.  In such case, the Secretary’s decision shall be final, conclusive and binding on all parties. 



     Prevailing Wage rate changes for Service Contracts greater than one year in duration:



a. This provision only applies to service contracts that continue beyond a single year in duration, including building service maintenance contracts (janitorial service contractors and work performed by janitors, waxers, shampooers, and window cleaners) and to multi-year service contracts.



b. Contractor and any subcontractor must pay at least the prevailing wage rates that were in effect at time of bid throughout the duration of the contract.  



c. Each contract anniversary thereafter, Contractor and any subcontractors shall review the then current Prevailing Wage Rates.  The Contractor shall increase wages paid if required to meet no less then the current wage rates in effect at the time of the contract anniversary.



d. Any price or rate increases made as a result of a change in the prevailing wages will be compensated by the City on a pass through basis.   The Contractor will follow the contract instructions for pricing increases, notifying the Buyer at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date of any resulting price increase and documenting the increase.

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URBAN FOREST NATIVE PLANT COMMUNITY RESTORATION



SCOPE OF WORK


This Contract is for tasks related to urban forest native plant community restoration at multiple sites within multiple parks, administered by the Seattle Parks Department, City of Seattle.  Urban forest native plant community restoration involves the removal of invasive species by mechanical or chemical methods, site preparation including mulching, sheet-mulching, and irrigation installation, planting of native plant species, and weeding, watering, and mulching newly planted areas.  


The work will take place within multiple parks properties that comprise the 2500 acres of forested parkland in need of restoration within the City of Seattle as identified by the Green Seattle Partnership 20 Year Strategic Plan found at www.greenseattle.org.  Project sites will vary annually; parks for 2007 include Burke-Gilman Playground Park, Camp Long, Carkeek Park, Cheasty Greenspace, Discovery Park, Golden Gardens, Hitt’s Hill, Interlaken Park, Lakeridge Park, Lawton Park, Licton Springs, Lincoln Park, Llandover Woods, Longfellow Greenspace, Fauntleroy Park, Madrona Woods, Magnolia Boulevard, Me Kwa Mooks, NE Queen Anne Greenbelt, Ravenna Park, Seward Park, and West Duwamish Greenbelt.  Please see attached map for 2007 restoration site locations.  The extent of restoration needed and accessibility will vary by park and from site to site.  Contractor’s tasks shall include, but not be limited to, the following:



1.
Hand weeding of invasive plant species.  Unless otherwise identified in the original project scope or in the VMP for the specific property the following plants will be removed: All King Co. noxious weed program designated class A noxious weeds, and Butterfly Bush (Buddleia spp.), (Field Bindweed (Convolvulus arvensis), English Ivy (Hedera helix and hibernica), English Holly (Ilex aquilifolium), Himalayan Blackberry (Rubus armeniacus), Cut-leaf Blackberry (Rubus laciniatus) , Laurels (Prunus laurocerasus, lusitanica), Wood Daphne (Daphne laureola), European Hawthorn (Crategeus monogyna), European Mountain Ash (Sorbus aucuparia), Black Locust (Robinia pseudoacacia), Wild Clematis (Clematis vitalba), Scot’s Broom (Cytisus scoparius) and seedlings of Horse-chestnut, Lombardy Poplar and Norway Maple, removing roots without damage to the existing native plants.



2.
Mechanical removal of above listed invasive shrubs and vines utilizing power tools such as chainsaws, brushcutters, or large equipment where applicable.  Follow-up grubbing of roots after initial mechanical treatment.



3.  
Herbicide work including cut-stump treatment of weedy trees listed above.  Cut-stump treatment involves cutting stems of woody plants ½” – 6” diameter at breast height to 6 inches or lower and within ½ hour of cutting, painting with Garlon4 or other product approved by Parks Resource Conservation Coordinator.  Other herbicide applications to include stem-injection of Bohemian knotweed with Rodeo (guns available for check-out from Parks), cut and dab treatment of shrubs with Roundup or other approved Tier 2 herbicide, and limited foliar treatment.  Contractor must maintain current Commercial Applicator license from the Washington State Department of Agriculture.  Information available at: http://agr.wa.gov/PestFert/docs/Form4375.pdf.  Employee supervising cut-stump applications must have passed Stump Treatment exam category and employee supervising knotweed stem-injection must have passed the Aquatic Pest Control exam category.  Applicator will meet in-person with Parks Resources Conservation Coordinator on an annual basis to deliver licensing documents and review current City standards for product use.  All herbicide applications will be recorded using the attached State-mandated form.  Copies of all application forms will be attached to monthly work logs and submitted to Parks Resources Conservation Coordinator via Parks Urban Forester. In accordance with Washington State law, all treated sites will be posted with a marker as follows. 



The marker shall be a minimum of four inches by five inches. It shall have the words: "THIS LANDSCAPE HAS BEEN TREATED BY" as the headline and "FOR MORE INFORMATION PLEASE CALL" as the footer. Larger size requirements for markers may be established in rule for specific applications. The company name and service mark shall be included between the headline and the footer on a marker placed by a commercial applicator. The applicator's telephone number where information can be obtained about the application shall be included in the footer of the marker. Markers shall be printed in colors contrasting to the background.   - RCW 17.21.410


4. 
Mulching with wood chips or cardboard and woodchips.  Mulch shall consist of chipped wood or wood/leaf material – provided that at least a minimum mix of 50:50 is maintained.  Chips shall be provided by Seattle Parks or a specified source and known to free of weeds and soil-born tree pathogens such as phytophthera.  Mulching shall be installed at a consistent depth of 4” – 6” over the entire planting area or at a minimum in a 3-foot radius around each plant as directed by the site-specific scope of work.  Mulch will be pulled 2” back from each plant root collar.  



5.
Steep slope sites will require installation and maintenance of temporary erosion and sedimentation controls.  Some steep slope work will require the use of rope and harness set-ups for safety.


6.
Installing temporary irrigation infrastructure.



7.
Planting prepared areas with native plant species, palettes to be determined by Parks Urban Forester. Unless otherwise identified in the original project scope or in the VMP for the specific property the following plant spacing is to be maintained: Trees – 9ft. on center, Shrubs – 6ft. on center, Groundcovers – 4ft. on center.  For the purposes of this contact, salmonberry, oceanspray, black twinberry and snowberry (alba) are to be considered shrubs, while, ferns, salal, low Oregon grape and snowberry (mollis) are to be considered groundcovers.  Only Groudcover plants are to be planted within 36” of trials.


9.
Watering planted areas.  In general each site will be visited at a minimum every other week.  Time permitting, more frequent visits are requested.  Plants will receive a minimum of 2 gallons of water per plant during each watering event, with arboreal species > ½ ” caliper given 5 gallons during each watering event.  Frequency of watering will be gauged and may be adjusted according to the needs of each plant.  Site water access varies and some sites will require a watering truck and hydrant permits to obtain water.


10. 
Clean up of work areas after each day of field work.  Clean up to include removal and disposal of organic debris created during invasive plant removal, pick-up and disposal of non-organic litter blown-in or dumped on site, and maintaining a general tidiness of on-going work areas.  For large invasive removal projects a container may be temporarily placed on-site to collect organic waste.


11.
Coordination of acquisition of erosion control materials, mulch delivery, irrigation supplies, and plant material with Parks Urban Forester.



12.
Monitoring of work progress for each site on a monthly basis by means of filling out the attached work log for each restoration site and submitting by mail or electronically to Parks Urban Forester no later than the 2nd Monday of the following month.



13.
Year-end reporting on annual completed scope of work to include a brief (1 paragraph) narrative for each site and a summation of all applicable work log categories. Annual reporting due by the 2nd Monday of January in the subsequent calendar year.


All work associated with the above, as well as other tasks, will be scheduled by means of a written work order to establish dates, times, locations and the scope of work. It is not expected that work tasks called out in each site be completely finished at the end of each day, but that an appropriate ending point is reached and that the site maintain an appearance which is neat and orderly.  Times can be shifted based on actual work loads and site needs.  All changes must be approved in advance by Parks Urban Forestry staff.  Upon commencement of contract, Parks Urban Forester will walk work crews through each project site and set of tasks.  Urban Forestry staff will provide additional maps or site visits as needed to clarify project areas and scope.

% Pesticide/Pest Inspector Licensing Fact Sheet

This fact sheet contains information about the licensing program administered by WSDA. For further information,
visit the Pesticide Management Division Web site at: http://agr.wa.gov/PestFert.

Licensing

Washington State's pesticide licensing program includes 12 license types and over 25 exam categories. All licenses except the
Limited Private Applicator and Rancher Private Applicator must be renewed annually. The license needed to legally apply,
distribute or consult on the use of pesticides in Washington depends on who your employer is and/or what type of pest control
work you will be performing. All individuals who perform inspections for wood destroying organisms or conditions conducive
to their development must obtain the Structural Pest Inspector license. To determine the type of license you need, refer to the
section, "WSDA License Types" on page 2. Pages 3 and 4 provide a description of the various exam categories available. You
must be licensed in all categories in which you will be working. A Commercial Applicator must be licensed in all categories
in which the company conducts pesticide applications.

Once you have qualified for a license, your employment status or the licensing status of your employer may affect the validity

of your license. For example:

* A Public Operator's license can be issued without employment by a public agency, but carries with it the stipulation that it
is valid only when the licensee is employed by a public agency.

* A Commercial Operator's license can be issued without employment by a WSDA licensed Commercial Applicator, but
carries with it the stipulation that it is valid only when the licensee is employed by a Commercial Applicator.

e A Structural Pest Inspector license is only valid for performing complete wood destroying organism inspections (see
definition on bottom of page 3) if the inspector owns or is employed by a business with the Structural Pest Inspector
Company License. (See the definition of Structural Pest Inspector on page 2 for further information.)

* A Dealer Manager license is only valid when the licensee is employed by an outlet licensed as a pesticide dealer by the
Department of Licensing Master License Service (http://www.dol.wa.gov/mls/reglic. htm#Pesticide or 360.664.1400).
(Pesticide dealer outlets must be licensed to distribute non-home and garden pesticides.)

Washington State University (WSU) Study Manuals and Short Courses

Reservations are required and can be made by calling WSDA’s toll-free, automated reservation line at 877.301.4555. Only
those with picture identification will be allowed to test. Please note: several WSU Cooperative Extension offices administer the
Private Applicator exam upon request. Contact WSDA or your local extension office for further information. NOTE: The
Idaho and Oregon Departments of Agriculture will not accept Washington exams for individuals living in their state.

You must be prepared to present picture identification and to pay all license fees at the time of testing. Please make checks
payable to WSDA. If paying in cash, you must have the exact amount. Test scores for applicants who have not submitted the
required fee will be discarded after 10 working days.

» After a second, third, or fourth failure in a calendar year, there is a mandatory 14-day waiting period between exam retakes.
After the fifth failure, you must wait 60 days before retesting.
» If an exam is revised or developed, all affected licensees may be required to pass the new exam.

A person who inspects a structure for wood destroying organisms or conditions conducive to their
development. Wood destroying organisms include carpenter and moisture ants, termites, wood infesting
beetles and wood rot (fungus). Proof of financial coverage required. For further information, go to
http://agr.wa.gov/PestFert/LicensingEd/CaSpilnfo.htm. Must work for a company with the WSDA SPI
Company License. In order to obtain this license, a business license from Dept. of Licensing is required.

A person engaged in the business of applying pesticides to the land or property of another.
This land can either be publicly or privately owned. Proof of financial coverage required. Go
to http://agr.wa.gov/PestFert/LicensingEd/CaSpilnfo.htm for further information.

A person employed by a WSDA-licensed commercial applicator to apply pesticides to the land
or property of another. This property can either be publicly or privately owned.

A person who sells or offers pesticides for sale at other than the licensed pesticide dealer outlet
from which they are employed. In addition, commercial consultants may offer or supply
technical advice or make recommendations to the users of non-home and garden pesticides.
Licensed and employed Commercial Applicators and Commercial Operators may act as
Commercial Consultants without acquiring the consultant's license.

A person who supervises the distribution of any non-home and garden pesticide from a
licensed pesticide dealer outlet.

Person who applies or supervises the application of any pesticide through chemigation
equipment or a restricted use pesticide on land owned or rented by him or his employer for the
purpose of producing an agricultural commaodity.

Both licenses allow holder to apply or supervise the use of restricted use herbicides on non-
production ag land (pastures, rangeland, areas around farm buildings) and in mixed rangeland-
timber areas to control weeds designated for mandatory control. Rancher Private Applicators
may also apply herbicides and rodenticides to limited production ag land where hay and grain
are grown primarily for on-farm use. Neither license allows the use of restricted use
insecticides, fungicides or aquatic herbicides.

A person who applies or supervises the use of a "Restricted Use" pesticide on land, property or
materials owned or rented by him or his employer for purposes other than the production of an
agricultural commaodity. See Commercial Applicator definition if applying to land, property or
materials owned by another person other than employer.

A person who, while acting as an employee of a governmental agency, applies restricted use
pesticides by any means or any pesticide by power equipment on public or private property.
Public Operators may act as Public Consultants. (Public Operators licensed only in the Public
Health category are exempt from the fee.)

A person who, while acting as an employee of a governmental agency, offers or supplies
technical advice, or makes recommendations to the user of pesticides other than home and
garden products. Public Consultants may not act as Public Operators without the operator
license.

A person who applies or supervises the use of any experimental or restricted use pesticide to
small experimental plots at no charge. (Public employees performing research applications fall

1 The fee is not required if applicant holds and is working under the authority of a current Commercial Applicator, Commercial Operator,
Private Commercial, Commercial Consultant, Demo & Research, Public Operator or Public Consultant license.

2 Includes licensing of one spray apparatus. There is a $20 fee for each additional apparatus.

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Pesticide License Exam Categories
To become licensed, individuals must receive a passing grade of 70% on all required exams.

Laws and Safety (available in English and Spanish): This exam is required for all licenses except the Dealer Manager, Structural
Pest Inspector and Private Applicator. It is incorporated into the Aquatic Antifouling and Stump Treatment exams.

Dealer Manager: Exam fulfills the requirements for a Dealer Manager license and qualifies the licensee to act as a Dealer Manager
for a licensed pesticide dealer outlet. A reduced version is available for individuals who have passed the Laws & Safety exam.

Private Applicator (available in English and Spanish): This person uses or supervises the use of restricted use pesticides for the
production of any agricultural commodity on property owned or rented by them or their employer. The aquatic category is required if
applying a pesticide to water which moves off the property.

Limited Private Applicator: Use or supervision of restricted use herbicides on non-production ag land. May also use herbicides in
timber areas to control weeds designated for mandatory control. May not use restricted use insecticides, rodenticides, fungicides or
any aquatic herbicide.

Rancher Private Applicator: Use or supervision of restricted use herbicides and rodenticides on non-production ag land and on
limited production ag land where hay and grain are grown for primarily personal use. May also use herbicides in timber areas to
control weeds designated for mandatory control. May not use restricted use insecticides, fungicides or any aquatic herbicide.

Turf and Ornamental Weed (available in English and Spanish): The control of weeds (and moss) in all ornamental and turf
situations, which includes but is not limited to golf courses, parks, schools, lawns, yards, gardens, and hospitals. There is a Stump
Treatment exam for those doing ONLY stump treatment applications.

Agricultural Weed (available in English and Spanish): The control of weeds in all agricultural crops including forest
environments. This category does not cover the application of soil fumigants. Refer to the Soil Fumigation category.

Rights-of-Way Weed (available in English and Spanish): The control of weeds on but not limited to: rights-of-way locations such
as city, county, state and federal roads and/or highways, railroads, power lines, and irrigation ditches; and, to industrial sites such as
airports, industrial parks and large parking areas. This category does not include the application of pesticides into water. Refer to the
Aquatic Pest Control category.

Stump Treatment: The use of herbicides on cut stumps to control resprouting. Note: Use the Turf & Ornamental study manual for
this exam. Disregard chapters on “Turf Weed Management” and “Ornamental Weed Management.” Under Herbicide Application
Principles,” only study sections on “Hand Sprayers™ and ““Sprayer Nozzles.” Under “Herbicide Application™ section, study material
beginning with “Sprayer Delivery Rate.”

Agricultural Insect & Disease Control: The control of insects and diseases in agricultural crops including forest environments. This
category does not cover the application of soil fumigants. Refer to the Soil Fumigation category.

Ornamental Insect & Disease Control: The control of insects and diseases in ornamental, turf and rights-of-way situations
including but not limited to golf courses, parks, schools, lawns, yards, gardens, greenhouses, hospitals and rest homes. This includes
but is not limited to the use of insecticides, miticides, fungicides, bactericides, molluscicides and nematocides. This category does
not include perimeter treatments around structures for spiders. The PCO General exam is required for these applications.

PCO General: The control of insects, spiders, birds, rodents and animal pests, including but not limited to: residences, public
buildings and grounds, commercial buildings and grounds, disposal sites, animal feed lots and farmsteads, including buildings and
transportation equipment. This category does not include the control of ornamental pests, structurally destructive pests, and the
inspection of properties for real estate transactions.

PCO Structural: The control of those pests that attack structural material, including but not limited to fungus, termites, carpenter ants
and wood-boring beetles. May perform specific wood destroying organism inspections.*

Structural Pest Inspector: May perform specific wood destroying organism (WDO) inspections; required for complete WDO
inspections.** This exam includes identification of physical samples of WDOs and their damage. Note: Study sections 1-6 & 12 of
the study manual, Pest Management Study Manual for PCOs (WSU Publication MISC 0096), A Key to Identification of Pacific
Northwest Wood-Destroying Pests Based on Wood Damage (WSU Extension Bulletin 1814), and the Rules Relating to Wood
Destroying Organisms, WAC 16-228-2005 through 2060 (at http://agr.wa.gov/PestFert/Pesticides/docs/WdoRules.pdf).

*  Specific WDO inspections — for the purpose of identifying or verifying evidence of an infestation of WDOs prior to pest management activities.
** Complete WDO inspections - for the purpose of determining evidence of infestation, damage, or conducive conditions as part of the transfer,
exchange, or refinancing of any structure in Washington state.
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Agquatic Pest Control: The control of aquatic pests (fish, insects and weeds) of water areas including but not limited to canals, rivers,
streams, lakes, ponds, marshes and water supply pipelines.

Aquatic Pest Control - Irrigation Districts: Limited to the control of aquatic weeds in irrigation district water delivery systems.
Pests include but are not limited to moss, algae, cattails, pondweeds and other emersed and submersed aquatic weeds.

Aquatic Antifouling: Use of antifouling paints to control fouling organisms on the bottom of marine vessels. (Study material is
available at http://agr.wa.gov/PestFert/docs/AquaticAntifoulingFactSheet.pdf or by contacting WSDA at 877.301.4555.)

Fumigant: The use of fumigants (such as methyl bromide and aluminum phosphide) on stored commaodities. Study the chapter
“Controlling Pest Infestations” in the Stored Grain Pest Control study manual (MISC 0157).

Pest Animal Control: The control of pest animals in agricultural situations. (Trapping of animals does not require a pesticide license
but may require a permit from the Washington Department of Fish & Wildlife. Contact that agency's Problem Wildlife Program at
360.902.2926.)

Public Health Control: This category allows for the use of pesticides in public health situations such as, but not limited to, mosquito
control, rodent control and insect control in situations of medical and public health importance.

Soil Fumigation (available in English and Spanish): Use of soil-applied fumigant on agricultural crops and non-crop land to control
pests including weeds, insects and diseases.

Stored Grain: The use of pesticides (including fumigants and rodenticides) in grain storing facilities, railcars, etc.

Structural & Turf Demossing: Limited to the control of moss on structures and turf.

Wood Treatment (available in English and Spanish): Use of wood preservatives for the control of wood damaging pests.

Specialty Exams: Interior Plantscaping, Seed Treatment, Livestock, Sprout Inhibitor and Sewer Root Control. (Study material for the

h) Placing all qualified WMBEs attempting to do business in The City of Seattle on solicitation lists, and providing Written Notice of subcontracting opportunities to WMBEs capable of performing the Work, including without limitation all businesses on any list provided by The City of Seattle, in sufficient time to allow such businesses to respond to the written solicitations.




i) Breaking down total requirements into smaller tasks or quantities, where economically feasible, in order to permit maximum participation by small businesses including WMBEs.




j) Establishing delivery schedules, where the requirements of this Project permit, that encourage participation by WMBEs.




k) Providing WMBEs that express interest with adequate and timely information about plans, specifications, and requirements of this Project.




l) Utilizing the services of available minority community organizations, minority contractor groups, local minority assistance offices, The City of Seattle, and other organizations that provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of WMBEs.
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The Seattle Ethics & Elections Commission

The SEEC is a seven-member, independent panel of
citizen volunteers. The Commission and its staff are
responsible for administering the City of Seattle
Ethics, Elections, and Whistleblower Protection
Codes. Three Commissioners are appointed by the
Mayor, three by the City Council, and the seventh by
the other six. They are confirmed by the City Council
and serve overlapping three-year terms.

The Commission is supported by a staff of six
employees who provide training, investigate
complaints, and issue advisory opinions.

ETHICS COMPLAINTS AND CONSEQUENCES

Anyone who feels a City officer or employee has
violated the Ethics Code may complain in writing to
the Ethics and Elections Commission. Commission
staff will investigate whether there is a Code violation.

If it is found that an employee or official violated the
City’s Ethics Code, the Commission may fine that
person up to $5,000 per violation plus costs and
restitution. The Commission may also recommend
disciplinary action, including suspension or discharge.

A complaint may be dismissed if there is no violation
of the Code or if the violation is minor and inadvertent
or has already been remedied.

ADVICE

City employees and officers may seek advice on
whether a planned action or activity raises issues
under the City’s Ethics Code.

The Code of Ethics
Seattle Municipal Code (SMC) 4.16

The Seattle Code of Ethics is a set of rules
about employee work activities, business
relationships, and the use of City resources. It
applies to all City employees, elected officials, and
members of most City boards and commissions.

The Code was created to ensure that City officials
make decisions that are in the public’s interest,
and not for the benefit of one person or group.

Created in 1971, the Seattle Code of Ethics
is intended to inspire public trust in City
government and to guide employee conduct.
This law is administered by an independent
committee of citizen volunteers.

This brochure highlights areas of the Code that
relate to contractors, vendors, and regulated
parties. These areas of the Code also apply to
relationships with customers and clients.

This brochure is one of our efforts to increase
awareness of the Code and to help you better
understand what employees can and cannot do.

HIGHLIGHTS

THANKING CITY EMPLOYEES

To thank a City employee, please write a letter
of praise to the employee’s supervisor.

City employees may not accept gifts, loans or
other things of value in appreciation for their
work or services.

Example: Employees responsible
for purchasing cannot receive
gifts or premiums for the City
orders they place.

SOLICITING ITEMS

City employees may not ask people with whom
they do City business to donate items, whether
for personal, charitable, or other purposes.

Example: Inspectors may not ask businesses
they inspect for donations of meeting spaces
or supplies.

No FREE MEALS

Please do not offer to buy a City employee lunch.
Employees may not accept free meals from
people with whom they do City business, or from
people who wish to do business with the City.

Example: An employee who is
meeting with a vendor or client
for lunch cannot have the lunch
paid for by the vendor or client.

REFRESHMENTS AT MEETINGS

Employees may accept basic refreshments—
such as coffee, tea, soft drinks, doughnuts,
or cookies—when attending meetings in your
office.

UsE OF CITY FACILITIES AND RESOURCES

Please do not ask a City employee
to use City resources for non-City
purposes. City property, including
City paid time, vehicles, and

equipment, may only be used for a City purpose.

CONFLICT OF INTEREST

Employees may not take part in City business
where they, or an immediate family member,
have a financial or private interest. Employees
also may not take part in City business where
they would appear to have a conflict of interest.

Example: City employees must withdraw from
a vendor selection process if one of the
competitors is the employee’s spouse or
domestic partner, or if a competitor has been
the employee’s business partner or client
within the last twelve months.

ADVERTISING

Please do not ask City employees to hand
out or post advertising materials. Employees
cannot use their positions for anyone’s private
gain. And they cannot use City resources for a
non-City purpose.

INVITATIONS TO SEMINARS & CONFERENCES

e City employees may attend

° = o educational programs paid for by
City vendors or potential vendors

only under limited circumstances. In all cases,

the event must serve a City purpose. Employees

who accept training at a vendor’s expense

may be barred from participating in decisions

which affect the vendor.

Example: An employee may not attend a
conference at your expense unless you are
required by contract to provide training or
education to City employees, or the employee
is directed by his or her supervisor to attend.

AFTER LEAVING CITY EMPLOYMENT

Employees must wait one year after leaving
the City before they can (i) assist others in
proceedings involving their former agency, (ii)
assist or represent others on matters in which
they were officially involved, or (iii) compete for
contracts when they helped determine the scope
of work or the process for selecting a contractor.
Example: For one year, former employees may
not represent their new employers in contract
negotiations with the City department they left.
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OVERTIME CODES
OVERTIME CALCULATIONS ARE BASED ON THE HOURLY RATE ACTUALLY PAID TO THE WORKER. ON PUBLIC
WORKS PROJECTS, THE HOURLY RATE MUST BE NOT LESS THAN THE PREVAILING RATE OF WAGE MINUS THE
HOURLY RATE OF THE COST OF FRINGE BENEFITS ACTUALLY PROVIDED FOR THE WORKER.

ALL HOURS WORKED IN EXCESS OF EIGHT (8) HOURS PER DAY OR FORTY (40) HOURS PER WEEK SHALL BE PAID AT ONE
AND ONE-HALF TIMES THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE.

A ALL HOURS WORKED ON SATURDAYS, SUNDAYS AND HOLIDAYS SHALL ALSO BE PAID AT ONE AND ONE-HALF
TIMES THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE.

B. ALL HOURS WORKED ON SATURDAYS SHALL BE PAID AT ONE AND ONE-HALF TIMES THE HOURLY RATE OF
WAGE. ALL HOURS WORKED ON SUNDAYS AND HOLIDAYS SHALL BE PAID AT DOUBLE THE HOURLY RATE OF
WAGE.

C. THE FIRST TWO (2) HOURS AFTER EIGHT (8) REGULAR HOURS MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY AND THE FIRST TEN

(10) HOURS ON SATURDAY SHALL BE PAID AT ONE AND ONE-HALF TIMES THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE. ALL
OTHER OVERTIME HOURS WORKED SHALL BE PAID AT DOUBLE THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE.

D. THE FIRST TWO (2) HOURS BEFORE OR AFTER A FIVE - EIGHT (8) HOUR WORKWEEK DAY OR A FOUR - TEN (10)
HOUR WORKWEEK DAY AND THE FIRST EIGHT (8) HOURS WORKED THE NEXT DAY AFTER EITHER WORKWEEK
SHALL BE PAID AT ONE AND ONE-HALF TIMES THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE. ALL ADDITIONAL HOURS WORKED
AND ALL WORKED ON SUNDAYS AND HOLIDAYS SHALL BE PAID AT DOUBLE THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE.

E. THE FIRST TWO (2) HOURS AFTER EIGHT (8) REGULAR HOURS MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY AND THE FIRST EIGHT
(8) HOURS ON SATURDAY SHALL BE PAID AT ONE AND ONE-HALF TIMES THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE. ALL
OTHER HOURS WORKED MONDAY THROUGH SATURDAY, AND ALL HOURS WORKED ON SUNDAYS AND
HOLIDAYS SHALL BE PAID AT DOUBLE THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE.

F. THE FIRST TWO (2) HOURS AFTER EIGHT (8) REGULAR HOURS MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY AND THE FIRST TEN
(10) HOURS ON SATURDAY SHALL BE PAID AT ONE AND ONE-HALF TIMES THE HOURLY RATE OF WAGE. ALL

Purpose of Form

A person who is required to file an information return with the
IRS, must obtain your correct taxpayer identification number
(TIN) to report, for example, income paid to you, real estate
transactions, mortgage interest you paid, acquisition or
abandonment of secured property, cancellation of debt, or
contributions you made to an IRA.

U.S. person. Use Form W-9 only if you are a U.S. person
(including a resident alien), to provide your correct TIN to the
person requesting it (the requester) and, when applicable, to:

1. Certify that the TIN you are giving is correct (or you are
waiting for a number to be issued),

2. Certify that you are not subject to backup withholding,
or

3. Claim exemption from backup withholding if you are a
U.S. exempt payee.
Note. If a requester gives you a form other than Form W-9 to
request your TIN, you must use the requester’s form if it is
substantially similar to this Form W-9.

For federal tax purposes you are considered a person if you
are:

Foreign person. If you are a foreign person, do not use
Form W-9. Instead, use the appropriate Form W-8 (see
Publication 515, Withholding of Tax on Nonresident Aliens
and Foreign Entities).

Nonresident alien who becomes a resident alien.
Generally, only a nonresident alien individual may use the
terms of a tax treaty to reduce or eliminate U.S. tax on
certain types of income. However, most tax treaties contain a
provision known as a “saving clause.” Exceptions specified
in the saving clause may permit an exemption from tax to
continue for certain types of income even after the recipient
has otherwise become a U.S. resident alien for tax purposes.

If you are a U.S. resident alien who is relying on an
exception contained in the saving clause of a tax treaty to
claim an exemption from U.S. tax on certain types of income,
you must attach a statement to Form W-9 that specifies the
following five items:

1. The treaty country. Generally, this must be the same
treaty under which you claimed exemption from tax as a
nonresident alien.

2. The treaty article addressing the income.

3. The article number (or location) in the tax treaty that
contains the saving clause and its exceptions.
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4. The type and amount of income that qualifies for the
exemption from tax.

5. Sufficient facts to justify the exemption from tax under
the terms of the treaty article.

Example. Article 20 of the U.S.-China income tax treaty
allows an exemption from tax for scholarship income
received by a Chinese student temporarily present in the
United States. Under U.S. law, this student will become a
resident alien for tax purposes if his or her stay in the United
States exceeds 5 calendar years. However, paragraph 2 of
the first Protocol to the U.S.-China treaty (dated April 30,
1984) allows the provisions of Article 20 to continue to apply
even after the Chinese student becomes a resident alien of
the United States. A Chinese student who qualifies for this
exception (under paragraph 2 of the first protocol) and is
relying on this exception to claim an exemption from tax on
his or her scholarship or fellowship income would attach to
Form W-9 a statement that includes the information
described above to support that exemption.

If you are a nonresident alien or a foreign entity not subject
to backup withholding, give the requester the appropriate
completed Form W-8.

What is backup withholding? Persons making certain
payments to you must under certain conditions withhold and
pay to the IRS 28% of such payments (after December 31,
2002). This is called “backup withholding.” Payments that
may be subject to backup withholding include interest,
dividends, broker and barter exchange transactions, rents,
royalties, nonemployee pay, and certain payments from
fishing boat operators. Real estate transactions are not
subject to backup withholding.

You will not be subject to backup withholding on payments
you receive if you give the requester your correct TIN, make
the proper certifications, and report all your taxable interest
and dividends on your tax return.

Payments you receive will be subject to backup
withholding if:

1. You do not furnish your TIN to the requester, or

2. You do not certify your TIN when required (see the Part
Il instructions on page 4 for details), or

3. The IRS tells the requester that you furnished an
incorrect TIN, or

4. The IRS tells you that you are subject to backup
withholding because you did not report all your interest and
dividends on your tax return (for reportable interest and
dividends only), or

5. You do not certify to the requester that you are not
subject to backup withholding under 4 above (for reportable
interest and dividend accounts opened after 1983 only).

Certain payees and payments are exempt from backup
withholding. See the instructions below and the separate
Instructions for the Requester of Form W-9.

Penalties

Failure to furnish TIN. If you fail to furnish your correct TIN
to a requester, you are subject to a penalty of $50 for each
such failure unless your failure is due to reasonable cause
and not to willful neglect.

Civil penalty for false information with respect to
withholding. If you make a false statement with no
reasonable basis that results in no backup withholding, you
are subject to a $500 penalty.

Criminal penalty for falsifying information. Willfully
falsifying certifications or affirmations may subject you to
criminal penalties including fines and/or imprisonment.

Misuse of TINs. If the requester discloses or uses TINs in
violation of federal law, the requester may be subject to civil
and criminal penalties.

Specific Instructions

Name

If you are an individual, you must generally enter the name
shown on your social security card. However, if you have
changed your last name, for instance, due to marriage
without informing the Social Security Administration of the
name change, enter your first name, the last name shown on
your social security card, and your new last name.

If the account is in joint names, list first, and then circle,
the name of the person or entity whose number you entered
in Part | of the form.

Sole proprietor. Enter your individual name as shown on
your social security card on the “Name” line. You may enter
your business, trade, or “doing business as (DBA)” name on
the “Business name” line.

Limited liability company (LLC). If you are a single-member
LLC (including a foreign LLC with a domestic owner) that is
disregarded as an entity separate from its owner under
Treasury regulations section 301.7701-3, enter the owner’s
name on the “Name” line. Enter the LLC’s name on the
“Business name” line. Check the appropriate box for your
filing status (sole proprietor, corporation, etc.), then check
the box for “Other” and enter “LLC” in the space provided.

Other entities. Enter your business name as shown on
required Federal tax documents on the “Name” line. This
name should match the name shown on the charter or other
legal document creating the entity. You may enter any
business, trade, or DBA name on the “Business name” line.

Note. You are requested to check the appropriate box for
your status (individual/sole proprietor, corporation, etc.).

Exempt From Backup Withholding

If you are exempt, enter your name as described above and
check the appropriate box for your status, then check the
“Exempt from backup withholding” box in the line following
the business name, sign and date the form.

Generally, individuals (including sole proprietors) are not
exempt from backup withholding. Corporations are exempt
from backup withholding for certain payments, such as
interest and dividends.

Note. If you are exempt from backup withholding, you
should still complete this form to avoid possible erroneous
backup withholding.

Exempt payees. Backup withholding is not required on any
payments made to the following payees:

1. An organization exempt from tax under section 501(a),
any IRA, or a custodial account under section 403(b)(7) if the
account satisfies the requirements of section 401(f)(2),

2. The United States or any of its agencies or
instrumentalities,

3. A state, the District of Columbia, a possession of the
United States, or any of their political subdivisions or
instrumentalities,

4. A foreign government or any of its political subdivisions,
agencies, or instrumentalities, or

5. An international organization or any of its agencies or
instrumentalities.

Other payees that may be exempt from backup
withholding include:

6. A corporation,
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7. A foreign central bank of issue,

8. A dealer in securities or commodities required to register
in the United States, the District of Columbia, or a
possession of the United States,

9. A futures commission merchant registered with the
Commodity Futures Trading Commission,

10. A real estate investment trust,

11. An entity registered at all times during the tax year
under the Investment Company Act of 1940,

12. A common trust fund operated by a bank under

section 584(a),
13. A financial institution,

14. A middleman known in the investment community as a

nominee or custodian, or

15. A trust exempt from tax under section 664 or

described in section 4947.

However, the following payments made to a corporation (including gross
proceeds paid to an attorney under section 6045(f), even if the attorney is a
corporation) and reportable on Form 1099-MISC are not exempt from
backup withholding: medical and health care payments, attorneys’ fees; and
payments for services paid by a Federal executive agency.

Part I. Taxpayer Identification
Number (TIN)

Enter your TIN in the appropriate box. If you are a resident
alien and you do not have and are not eligible to get an SSN,
your TIN is your IRS individual taxpayer identification number
(ITIN). Enter it in the social security number box. If you do
not have an ITIN, see How to get a TIN below.

If you are a sole proprietor and you have an EIN, you may
enter either your SSN or EIN. However, the IRS prefers that
you use your SSN.

If you are a single-owner LLC that is disregarded as an
entity separate from its owner (see Limited liability company
(LLC) on page 2), enter your SSN (or EIN, if you have one).

Security Administration office or get this form online at
www.socialsecurity.gov/online/ss-5.pdf. You may also get this
form by calling 1-800-772-1213. Use Form W-7, Application
for IRS Individual Taxpayer Identification Number, to apply
for an ITIN, or Form SS-4, Application for Employer
Identification Number, to apply for an EIN. You can apply for
an EIN online by accessing the IRS website at
www.irs.gov/businesses/ and clicking on Employer ID
Numbers under Related Topics. You can get Forms W-7 and
SS-4 from the IRS by visiting www.irs.gov or by calling
1-800-TAX-FORM (1-800-829-3676).

If you are asked to complete Form W-9 but do not have a
TIN, write “Applied For” in the space for the TIN, sign and
date the form, and give it to the requester. For interest and
dividend payments, and certain payments made with respect
to readily tradable instruments, generally you will have 60
days to get a TIN and give it to the requester before you are
subject to backup withholding on payments. The 60-day rule
does not apply to other types of payments. You will be
subject to backup withholding on all such payments until you
provide your TIN to the requester.

Note. Writing “Applied For” means that you have already

applied for a TIN or that you intend to apply for one soon.
Caution: A disregarded domestic entity that has a foreign
owner must use the appropriate Form W-8.

If you are
subject to backup withholding and you are merely providing
your correct TIN to the requester, you must cross out item 2
in the certification before signing the form.

3. Real estate transactions. You must sign the
certification. You may cross out item 2 of the certification.

4. Other payments. You must give your correct TIN, but
you do not have to sign the certification unless you have
been notified that you have previously given an incorrect TIN.
“Other payments” include payments made in the course of
the requester’s trade or business for rents, royalties, goods
(other than bills for merchandise), medical and health care
services (including payments to corporations), payments to a
nonemployee for services, payments to certain fishing boat
crew members and fishermen, and gross proceeds paid to
attorneys (including payments to corporations).
