Tutorial Services To Improve WASL Test Performance
The program is scheduled from 7/5/07 through 8/3/07 and is aimed at improving WASL test performance.  Tutoring will be focused primarily on students who previously scored a level 1 or a low level 2 on the WASL test performance.  The City of Seattle envisions one-on-one intensive tutoring instruction or tutoring for groups of up to three students, with the goal of improving future WASL scores.  

Approximately 75 students at each campus would be tutored at each site from 8:30am-2:30pm, Monday through Friday.  Upon completion of the summer college program, the Office for Education will analyze program performance as measured by improvement in WASL scores and may recommend continuing this element of the summer college program in future years.

The vendor will provide sufficient staff for the tutoring services, to meet the needs of the 150 students that are anticipated for the Program. The City expects proposals that include one-on-one intensive tutoring instruction or tutoring for groups of up to three students, with the goal of improving future WASL scores.  Tutoring is to be focused primarily on students who previously scored a level 1 or a low level 2 on the WASL test performance.  
The vendor will ensure tutoring staff are available, timely and have dependable attendance throughout the five (5)-week summer program.  Tutors will arrive on the campus and ready for instruction to begin, from 8:30am-2:30pm or 8:30am-1:00pm, (the time be confirmed later) Monday through Friday.  Tutoring staff shall arrive before 8:30 am, to ensure prompt and prepared instruction start-up at the program start time.  The vendor will provide back-up personnel as needed, to provide continuous, uninterrupted services to the students.

The vendor will ensure tutoring staff arrive at the location designated by the City.  All arrangements for the facility and location will be made by the City.  The tutoring staff shall be assigned by the Contractor to the North or South Seattle Community Colleges, as needed to provide proper coverage based on student enrollment at each location. The City anticipates approximately 75 students at each campus would be tutored at each site.

The vendor is to develop a program and tutoring approach that will focus upon improving the WASL scores. Upon completion of the summer college program, the Office for Education will analyze program performance as measured by improvement in the WASL scores, and may recommend continuing this element of the summer college program in future years.

The vendor is required to do the following:

· Ensure that instruction provided is aligned with Washington State math academic achievement standards.  Please note this does not mean that the instructional content and methods must be identical to those of the district but must share a focus on the same State academic content and achievement standards, and be designed to help students meet those standards.
· Providers may not refuse services to a student based on academic standing or identification as a special needs student or English Language Learner.

· Provide services independent of district/school resources.  A district/school is not required to provide resources (i.e., staff, computers, copies).  Space will be provided.

· Math tutoring staff will be able to evaluate whether students that are being tutored are ready to pass the WASL in math.

· The tutoring agency needs to be able to manage tutoring staff at each site by designating one head tutor or staff person per site.
