Internal Building Wireless Coverage Systems
Specifications
Background:
The City of Seattle belongs to the King County Regional Trucked Radio System.  There are four jurisdictions participating in the system with the City having the greatest portion (King County, Valley Com, Seattle, and the Eastside Public Safety Communications Agency (EPSCA)).
The KCRTRS is a public safety radio system operating in the 800 MHz frequency band as authorized by the Federal Communications Commission.  The system serves 68 public safety agencies and 102 non-public safety government agencies with analog and digital radio communications.  KCRTRS users respond to emergency situations such as accidents, terrorism, kidnapping, transportation emergencies, and public works functions.  In general, the term KCRTRS is meant to include the four sub regions, King County, Valley Com, EPSCA, and City of Seattle.

The system covers the entire county and serves 100% of the population of King County.  The system is electronically connected to Enhanced 9-1-1 communications centers located at Valley Com, Seattle Police Department, Seattle Fire Department, King County Sheriff’s office, Eastside Communications (City of Bellevue), Redmond Police Department, Bothell Police Department, Issaquah Police Department, Kirkland Police Department and Enumclaw Police Department.  The system consists of equipment located at urban and remote radio facilities that are networked to process calls.  The calls are processed based on computer technology, which route them to the appropriate dispatch facility and/or other system user.  Each user has a console (in dispatch) or a portable (hand held) or mobile (affixed to a vehicle) radio.  The system has regional and system wide event channels, which allow groups of users to communicate when responding to large scale events.  The system also has extensive interoperability agreements and cross-connections to other systems in the Puget Sound region.
Purpose:  
The City requires a source to provide equipment and install internal building systems including antenna systems, base station systems and coverage systems to allow wireless coverage between the inside and outside of buildings in support of the City’s portion of the King County Regional Trunked Radio System.  Through this Request for Quotation (RFQ), the City of Seattle solicits a quotation from a qualified Vendor with the objective of awarding a term contract for as-needed equipment and services.   
The City estimated the average annual usage of the contract resulting from this request for quotation will be $50,000.  The City does not guarantee utilization of the contract.  Actual utilization will be based upon demand for services, service reputation of the Vendor, or any other factor deemed important to the City.  During the term of the Vendor Contracts and at the City’s sole discretion, the City may solicit and award other contracts for the same or similar services.  
B.         Scope of Work:
The Vendor shall provide equipment and install internal building systems including antenna systems, base station systems and coverage systems to allow wireless coverage between the inside and outside of buildings in support of the City’s portion of the King County Regional Trunked Radio System. 
C.         Contract Period
A contract to furnish goods and services will be awarded for a period of five (5) years starting on the date of award with option to extend the contract period to two (2) additional 2-year periods.
D.        Ordering Procedure

Orders will be placed directly by personnel from the City by phone/fax, or electronically on an “as needed” basis.  The Vendor(s) shall be required to maintain adequate stock to ensure timely delivery upon request.  There will be no dollar limitation per order.
E.        Delivery of Product and Location of Services
Vendor will deliver equipment to the Seattle location specified by the City. Freight terms shall be F.O.B Destination, Prepay & Allow to include all transportation, unloading and inside delivery.  Delivery will be negotiated between the City and the Vendor at the time the order is placed.  Except under unusable circumstances, installation services will be performed within the City limits.  The City will describe location of services at the time the order is placed.  
F.        Quality Assurance

The City shall reject any defective product delivered by Vendor and will be replaced by the Vendor within thirty (30) business days with same product at no additional cost to the City.

G.
Price/Rate Changes
Prices/Rates bid shall be firm-fixed throughout the first year of the contract except the vendor may offer a lesser price at any time.  The Vendor may request a price/rate increase annually, at least 45 days prior to the contract anniversary date, clearly identifying the item impacted by the increase including sufficient documentation to justify it. Any increases must be based on U.S. published indices such as the Producer Price Index. The decision to accept any price/rate increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer and, if not acceptable, the City may exercise option to cancel the contract.  Conversely, any cost reductions or any price declines at the manufacturer’s level shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.  The City of Seattle will not be bound by prices or rates contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price/rates have been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Vendor for corrections.

H.
Invoicing

After equipment has been delivered, installation services performed and accepted by the City, the Vendor will submit the invoice to the billing address indicated on the contract.
I.
Customer Service
Vendor shall designate a customer service representative to any resulting contract to provide customer service to include, but not limited to, resolving invoice and/or product discrepancies, expediting deliveries, and timely updating the City on pending deliveries.

J.
Contract Expansion
Any resulting contract may be expanded to include the most current version of the vendor’s products and services.  The Vendor agrees to provide these using a similar pricing structure.


K.        Qualified Vendor
The minimum qualification for this requirement is that the Vendor shall provide Powerwave systems and installation services.

The Vendor offers the following goods and services at the prices/rates indicated.  The quantities indicated are an estimate of first order to be placed in August 2007 for the City’s Firestation #10 Project.  The listed goods and services are used for quote evaluation purposes only.
