Project Description
The purpose of this contract is to provide audio visual equipment, perform installation and related services, and/or provide annual equipment maintenance services for the audio visual system at the new Fire Station #10, Fire Alarm Center, and City’s Emergency Operations Center (hereinafter referred to as “Fire Station #10 Audio Visual System”).  The building is currently under construction.  Information about this construction project may be found at http://www.seattle.gov/fleetsfacilities/firelevy/facilities/fs10/10.htm 

The City’s Department of Information Technology (DoIT) through its Division of Technology Engineering is providing the City’s project management for the Fire Station #10 Audio Visual System. The mission of DoIT is to provide leadership in the use of technology and management of the City’s information infrastructure to City departments and other people so that technology works for the City.

DoIT is directly responsible for citywide technology governance, strategic planning, policy development, and programs that promote technology literacy and public access to government information.  DoIT also manages the City’s technology infrastructure which includes the City’s data center, communications networks (data, telephone, radio, and wireless), and end use support and customer service activities.  Application development and support services remain the responsibilities of individual City departments to ensure alignment of department applications with each department’s business objectives.

Work Hours: standard 8AM – 5PM work hours, and some night work is required
A. Approach
The Vendors awarded a contract as a result of this solicitation will provide audio visual equipment, perform installation and related services, and/or provide annual equipment maintenance services for the Fire Station #10 Audio Visual System.  A contract bond is not required and bidder attendance at the pre-bid conference is not mandatory.

Equipment:  All equipment must be delivered FOB destination prepaid and allowed on or before November 1, 2007 to City of Seattle Technology Warehouse, 220 3rd AVE S, Seattle, WA  98104.  The manufacture and model stated by the City on the offer form are mandatory; no substitutions or alternates will be accepted.  

Installation:  The installation schematics will be provided to the Successful Vendor only.  The City will pull all cable to termination point.   The City will reimburse the Vendor at actual cost for allowed travel expenses.  Allowed travel expenses include airfare, ground transportation to and from SeaTac airport, and lodging.  No other travel, living or other expense shall be allowed.

1)  
Coach/Economy Airfare – The City will reimburse Economy or Coach Airfare at actual cost. 

2) 
Transportation between SeaTac airport and downtown Seattle – The City will reimburse shuttle or taxi service at actual cost up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost Index for Seattle.  For April 2007, the Index published a maximum of $30.00 per one-way trip.

3) 
Lodging – The City will reimburse lodging at actual cost up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost Index for Seattle.  For April 2007, the Index published a maximum of $156.45 per night.    

Maintenance:  The City estimates annual equipment maintenance will be needed for a minimum of five years.

Non-Appropriation of Funds: Seattle may revise the specifications and / or alter the Scope of Work at any time due to non-appropriation of funds, whether such funds are local, state or federal grants, and no such notice shall be required notwithstanding any notice requirements that may be agreed upon for other causes of termination.

Not withstanding anything contained in this contract to the contrary, no Event of Default shall be deemed to have occurred under this contract if adequate funds are not appropriated during evaluation of the bids received and the City of Seattle shall be held harmless.
Order Desk:  Contractor shall provide a telephone service or “order desk” to receive calls from City departments for advice or assistance, recommendations, parts, and repairs, and for receiving and processing of phone orders.  The Order Desk shall be available from 9:00a.m. - 5:00 p.m. local time at minimum all business days except City holidays.

B. Scheduling and Project Management
1. The Contractor shall provide all necessary project management and supervisory personnel required to assure the accurate, professional, and timely implementation of the Project. Contractor shall provide a secondary contact.
C. Material and Code Compliance
1. All materials and practices shall be in accordance with the governing standards, requirements and recommendations of all laws, orders, codes and regulations applicable to the Contractor and to the work being performed.
2. If an item of recommended equipment, a field condition or installation practice as specified does not meet governing code requirements, the Contractor shall bring such conflict to the attention of DoIT, and shall facilitate resolution of conflict with all parties concerned.
3. The Contractor shall have a thorough knowledge of governing codes and standards. Lack of awareness of any of the relevant codes and standards will not be accepted as a reason for non compliance.
D. Pricing Schedule

1. Installation Services will be required between November 15, 2007 and December 31, 2007 as Fire Station #10 becomes available. Installation schematics are to be provided by the Project Manager.
