Project Description:

Seattle Center’s Winter Fest is a major civic celebration requiring many months of detailed planning.  The primary focus is a celebration of holiday traditions from around the world.  The lighting of the grounds and display of special lighting effects are critical elements of Winter Fest.  The lighting of the grounds not only provides a festive environment for Seattle Center patrons, it also provides a significant safety and security enhancement of the grounds during the darkest days of the year.  

This project requires a strong sense of design, a thorough attention to detail, willingness to work as a member of a creative project team, a consideration for the natural resources of the city and a thorough understanding of the technical and safety elements of executing a major electrical installation.  Ongoing maintenance is a critical part of the task. 

1. Exterior display lights consist of approximately 1000-1500 25’ strings w/ 25 C7 bulbs each.  They are installed in approximately 200 trees in and around the Seattle Center grounds. 

2. Seattle Center lighting locations typically include the International Fountain, Pacific Science Center Corridor, Main Entrances, Covered Walkways, Harrison Street, the Broad Street Triangle and near the Iliad sculpture.

2. All lights and strings are provided by Seattle Center and are to be installed by above timeline in preparation for electrical power distribution. 

3. Seattle Center reserves the right to adjust the number and arrangement of lights due to changing artistic design, resource issues, large construction projects and/or special events. 

Seattle Center will pay contractor fee on a per string basis.

Bids must be submitted accordingly.
· Contractor will be available for planning and design meetings as well as pre and post project evaluation meeting.  Contractor will also be on grounds on opening day of Winter Fest to assess proper system function.

· Lights and strings will be provided by Seattle Center.  Contractor will assemble new strings and test/maintain existing strings with new replacement bulbs.  Inspection includes checking for wire breakage, burn signs, and determining gross depreciation.  

· Contractor will provide all labor for pre-assemblage, installation, maintenance and removal/storage of lighting display.  Equipment (boom truck, ladders, hand tools, etc.) may be provided by the Seattle Center.

· Contractor must keep all power equipment (e.g. manlifts ) on driving surfaces.  Trees located on soft surfaces, or otherwise inaccessible, must be accessed by ladder.  Plywood may be used on a limited basis to protect lawn if agreed upon by contractor and appropriate Seattle Center Productions representative.

· Lights will be mounted in series of two strings with occasional expansion to three strings, if required. Male connectors will be gathered in groupings of 3-9 per tree and placed at a juncture near center of tree with 12 inch pigtails for receiving power.  In special projects (see #2), there may be more strings in each tree, contractor will place male connectors in groupings at appropriate intervals along the tree trunk.

· Contractor will use 3mil thick plastic, vinyardist tape for attaching strings to trees and other structures.  Strings will be attached every two feet along branches and other supporting structures.  Contractor will work with Seattle Center Gardeners to minimize any damage done to trees or other plantings on grounds. 

· Lights will be installed at perimeter of trees for maximum lighting effect.  Smaller branches should be selected where visibility of lights is not blocked by larger branches.  Lights will be positioned on bottom side of branches to allow for better viewing from all angles.

· No lights are to be hung or positioned within reach of pedestrians.

· Contractor will provide regular maintenance on a weekly basis, although more often is acceptable.  Seattle Center will make an assessment/identification of any lighting major problems.  These will be reported to contractor who, at maximum, has until Friday of the same week to do necessary repairs.  These include replacing/repairing broken strings, inoperable bulbs and burned out fuses.

· Contractor will keep in weekly contact with power distribution contractor and report power problems noted during maintenance for contractor to repair in their weekly maintenance.

· Contractor must be available for emergency repairs within 12 hours of damage report. 

· When removing, contractor will coil strings, remove all debris from strings, trees and surfaces (including walkways,) replace broken bulbs, set aside strings damaged beyond repair, and store in water tight containers, clearly labeled and inventoried.
· There may be a prorated reduction in payment for inoperable lighting strings.
· Contractor is responsible for any damage to Seattle Center grounds or equipment incurred during the execution of this contract and will be billed for repairs.
