Specifications and Scope of Work: 
Asphalt/Concrete Spot Repairs, Patches and Overlays
1. Paving of concrete cuts including sidewalks, driveways and roadways.

2. Prior to paving, the contractor shall cut and trim all edges of the existing asphalt by cutting the existing asphalt 6 inches from SPU’s cut.

3. Prior to restoration, all concrete cuts will be saw cut.

4. All paving restoration, concrete or asphalt, will match existing pavement.

5. Castings, valve covers and meter boxes will all be adjusted to grade and squared, by the contractor prior to permanent asphalt or concrete paving.

6. Contractor will replace all traffic stripes, buttons and crosswalk stripes after permanent restoration is completed.

7. All patches, regardless of size, shall be paved within ten working days of notification of the location, weather permitting.  There is no minimum square footage guaranteed per paving request.

Pavement Renovation

This work shall consist of the construction of two applications of a modified asphalt seal coat on all bituminous pavement in the parking lots.  The seal coat material shall be an asphalt emulsion blended with selected fibers, granular fillers, pigments and polymer additives meeting the following requirements:

Minor repairs and striping to existing parking lots and roadways are included in the restoration process.   Additional work and bodies of work not noted above and determined by the Contractor to be essential of the completion of the project shall be presented to the project director for approval consideration on a case by case basis.

Application of the seal coat material shall be by a mechanized, self-propelled squeegee machine or spray on applicator.  Use of a hand squeegee will be allowed in restricted or confined areas.  Application shall be in accordance with the manufacturer’s recommendations.  The seal coat product shall be applied at the minimum rate of 0.35 gallons per square yard (undiluted material) in two separate applications.  Approximately 65% of the total material shall be applied with the first application and shall contain 1.5 pounds of No. 30 silica sand per gallon.  The second application (approximately 35 % of the total material) shall utilize seal coat material as furnished by the manufacturer.

Ridges of material will not be allowed where adjoining applications overlap.  Any overlap onto curbs, valve boxes, catch basin/manhole grates and frames and buildings shall be removed at the Contractor’s expense.

The seal coat will be applied only when the surface temperature of the pavement is 55 degrees Fahrenheit or above and if rain is not forecast for the period of 12 hours after application.

Random samples may be taken from the seal coat machine to check dilution of the seal coat material.  If the diluted product is found to be less than 45% solids, as determined by a hot-plate residue test, the Contractor shall reseal the area represented by a given sample at his/her expense.
