In order to be effective, any pricing changes must be acceptable to both parties and issued by contract change order.  If the parties cannot agree to the requested change, it is the sole option of the City of Seattle to cancel the contract by thirty (30) days with written notice.  All pricing shown is in U.S. dollars.  Any orders for supplied or services specified in this change order are subject to the availability of funds to the City of Seattle Public Utilities Department. 
In accordance with the ITB document "Insurance Instructions," Geotivity, Inc. shall provide to the City of Seattle Buyer updated proof of insurance prior to each expiration date.  Insurance documentation shall be on file with Purchasing Services Division.
