ARTICLE 1—DEFINITIONS

Definitions—The terms used are defined as follows:

a.
"Beta" means any alpha, beta, or prerelease Software, Data, Documentation, or Web Services.

b.
"Data," except as otherwise provided herein, means any ESRI or third party data vendor(s) digital data set(s) including, but not limited to, geographic, vector data coordinates, raster, reports, or associated tabular attributes.

c.
"Documentation" means all of the printed and digital materials including, but not limited to, help files, user reference documentation, training documentation, or technical information and briefings.

d.
"Software" means the actual copy of all or any portion of ESRI's proprietary software technology, computer software code, components, dynamic link libraries (DLLs), underlying organization, object model, and programs delivered on any media, including any release provided in source, object, or executable code format(s), inclusive of backups, updates, service packs, patches, hot fixes, sample code, sample application, sample extension, or merged copies permitted hereunder.

e.
"Web Services" means software services or third party components that perform GIS functions, tasks, or data services and are accessed over the Internet.

ARTICLE 2—INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS AND RESERVATION OF OWNERSHIP

The Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation are licensed and not sold. ESRI and its Licensors own the Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation, which are protected by United States laws and applicable international laws, treaties, and conventions regarding intellectual property or proprietary rights, inclusive of trade secrets. From the date of receipt, Licensee agrees to use reasonable means to protect the Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation from unauthorized use, reproduction, distribution, or publication. ESRI and its Licensors reserve all rights not specifically granted in this License Agreement. ESRI or its third-party data licensor(s) reserve the right to improve and/or make changes in its offerings of the Web Services and its associated software, datasets, or information at any time.

ARTICLE 3—GRANT OF LICENSE

3.1 Grant of License—Subject to the terms of this License Agreement, ESRI grants to Licensee a personal, nonexclusive, nontransferable license to

a.
Use the type and number of copies of the Software, Data, and Documentation and access Web Services (i) for which the appropriate license fees have been paid to ESRI, (ii) Licensee's own internal use only, and (iii) in accordance with Exhibit 1 and the licensed configuration on file as authorized by ESRI.

b.
Access and use any secure ESRI Web site resources made available to Licensee for Licensee's internal use only, provided that Licensee follows ESRI's terms of use policy specified therein. All password or controlled access information provided by ESRI shall be treated as ESRI confidential information.

3.2 Beta License—Licensee may be accepted into a current Beta Testing Program. Licensee may be provided copies of, or access to, Beta for the limited purpose of testing Beta in accordance with the Beta testing policies then in effect. Delivered Beta is confidential and proprietary to ESRI and contains trade secrets, inclusive of unpublished specifications. To the extent permitted by Law, Licensee agrees to retain all Beta in confidence. Except for a "public" Beta Testing Program, Licensee shall maintain results of testing, performance statistics, errors, or any other quality issues encountered in confidence and agrees not to disclose same to any third party. Beta is subject to change prior to its commercial release and may never be commercially released. Licensee acknowledges that such Beta is not suitable or licensed for full use and accepts all responsibility for use of the same and any results generated. Licensee may from time to time provide suggestions or comments regarding performance, usability or effectiveness, bug reports, test reports, or other feedback (collectively, "Feedback") to ESRI with respect to Beta. ESRI retains title to such comments and may freely use, disclose, reproduce, license, distribute, and otherwise commercialize any Feedback. A Beta Testing Program may have additional requirements. See a description at http://www.esri.com/software/maintenance/benefits/beta-program.html.   

3.3 Evaluation License—ESRI may from time to time offer a limited term license(s) for Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation for Licensee's evaluation only.

3.4 Consultant Access—Licensee may provide access to the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation to any consultant or contractor of Licensee, provided that the consultant or contractor is using the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation exclusively for the benefit of Licensee. Licensee shall be responsible for compliance by consultants or contractors with the terms and conditions of this License Agreement. Licensee shall require consultant or contractor to discontinue use of, and access to, Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation upon completion of work for Licensee.

ARTICLE 4—SCOPE OF USE

4.1 Permitted Uses

a.
Licensee may install and store copies of Software, Data, and Documentation onto electronic storage device(s).

b.
Licensee may make one (1) copy of the Software, Data, and Documentation for archival purposes. Licensee may make routine computer backups.

c.
Licensee may customize the Software using any (i) macro or scripting language, (ii) published application programming interface (API), or (iii) source or object code libraries, but only to the extent that such customization is described in the Documentation.

d.
Licensee may use, copy, or prepare derivative works of the Documentation supplied in digital format and thereafter reproduce, display, and redistribute the customized documentation only for Licensee's own internal use. The portion(s) of the Documentation supplied in digital format merged with other software and printed or digital documentation shall continue to be subject to the terms and conditions of this License Agreement and shall provide the following copyright attribution notice acknowledging the proprietary rights of ESRI and its licensor(s) in the Documentation supplied in digital format: "Portions of this document include intellectual property of ESRI and its licensor(s) and are used herein under license. Copyright © [Insert the actual copyright date(s) from the source materials] ESRI and its licensor(s). All rights reserved."

4.2 Uses Not Permitted
a.
Except as provided herein, Licensee shall not sell, rent, lease, sublicense, lend, assign, or time-share the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation. Licensee shall not act as a service bureau or commercial Application Service Provider (ASP) that allows third party access to the Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation. A commercial ASP means a Licensee who uses Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation for a site or service, and operates the site or the service for a profit, or generates revenue by charging for access to the site or service.

b.
Licensee shall not redistribute the Software to third parties, in whole or in part, including, but not limited to, extensions, components, or DLLs without the prior written approval of ESRI as set forth in an appropriate redistribution license agreement.

c.
Licensee shall not reverse engineer, decompile, or disassemble the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation, except to the extent that such activity is expressly permitted by applicable law notwithstanding this restriction.

d.
Except to the extent that applicable law prohibits this restriction, Licensee shall not make any attempt to circumvent the technological measure(s) that controls access to, or use of, the Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation.

e.
Licensee shall not redistribute the Software registration number/license authorization file(s), developer license file(s), or Web Services access codes.

f.
Licensee shall not use the Software or Web Services to transfer or exchange any material where such transfer or exchange is prohibited by intellectual property laws or any other applicable laws.
g.
Licensee shall not remove or obscure any ESRI or its licensor(s) patent, copyright, trademark, or proprietary rights notices contained in or affixed to the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation.

h.
Licensee shall not unbundle individual or component parts of the Software or Data for independent use.

ARTICLE 5—TERM AND TERMINATION

The license is effective upon acceptance of this License Agreement and shall continue until (i) such time that Licensee elects in writing to discontinue use of the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation and terminates the license; (ii) expiration of a term license or subscription; or (iii) either party terminates the license for a material breach that is not cured within ten (10) days of written notice to the other party, except that termination is immediate for a material breach of a nature that it is impossible to cure. Upon termination of a license, Licensee shall (i) cease access and use of Web Services and clear Web Services client-side data cache or (ii) uninstall, remove, and destroy all Software, Data, and Documentation, and any whole or partial copies, modifications, or merged portions in any form and execute and deliver evidence of such actions to ESRI.

ARTICLE 6—LIMITED WARRANTIES AND DISCLAIMERS

6.1 Limited Warranties—For a period of ninety (90) days from the date of receipt of Software authorization or keycode file(s) by Licensee, ESRI warrants that (i) the unmodified Software will conform, in a manner consistent with standards in the software industry, to the published Documentation and (ii) the media upon which the Software, Data, and Documentation is provided will be free from defects in materials and workmanship under normal use and service.

6.2 Data and Web Services Disclaimer—If included under this License Agreement, the Data and Web Services have been obtained from sources believed to be reliable, but the accuracy and completeness of the Data and Web Services are not guaranteed. The Data and Web Services may contain some nonconformities, defects, errors, or omissions. ESRI and its licensor(s) make no warranty with respect to the Data AND WEB SERVICES AND ARE PROVIDED "AS IS." Without limiting the generality of the preceding sentence, ESRI and its licensor(s) do not warrant that the Data and Web Services will meet Licensee's needs or expectations, that the use of the Data and Web Services will be uninterrupted, or that all nonconformities can or will be corrected. ESRI and its licensor(s) are not inviting reliance on this Data or Web Services, and Licensee should always verify actual Data or Web Services.

6.3 Fault Tolerance Disclaimer

a.
The Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation are not fault-tolerant and are not designed, manufactured, or intended for use or resale for use in insurance underwriting or with critical health and safety or online control equipment in hazardous environments that require fail-safe performance, such as in the operation of nuclear facilities, aircraft navigation, or communication systems, air traffic control, real-time emergency response, real-time terrorism prevention or response, life support, or weapons systems ("Fault-Intolerant Activities"). To the extent permitted by law, Licensee agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold ESRI, its officers, directors, employees, agents, subcontractors, licensors, successors, and assigns harmless from and against any and all liability, losses, claims, expenses (including attorneys' fees), demands, or damages of any kind, including direct, indirect, special, punitive, incidental, or consequential damages, arising out of or in any way connected with Licensee's use or permitting the use by others of the Software, Web Services, and Data for Fault-Intolerant Activities. Delivery of the Software, Web Services, and Data does not constitute a waiver of the rights and obligations set forth in this Article.

6.4 Special Disclaimer—SAMPLE CODE, SAMPLE APPLICATION, SAMPLE EXTENSION, HOT FIXES, EVALUATION SOFTWARE, AND BETA ARE DELIVERED "AS IS" WITHOUT WARRANTY OF ANY KIND. LICENSEE ASSUMES ALL RISK AS TO THE QUALITY AND PERFORMANCE OF THE SAMPLE CODE, SAMPLE APPLICATION, SAMPLE EXTENSION, HOT FIXES, EVALUATION SOFTWARE, AND BETA.

6.5 Internet Disclaimer—BOTH PARTIES EXPRESSLY ACKNOWLEDGE AND AGREE THAT THE INTERNET IS A NETWORK OF PRIVATE AND PUBLIC NETWORKS, AND THAT (1) THE INTERNET IS NOT A SECURE INFRASTRUCTURE, (2) NEITHER PARTY HAS CONTROL OVER THE INTERNET, AND (3) NEITHER PARTY IS LIABLE FOR DAMAGES UNDER ANY THEORY OF LAW RELATED TO THE DISCONTINUANCE OF OPERATION OF ANY PORTION OF THE INTERNET OR POSSIBLE REGULATION OF THE INTERNET THAT MIGHT RESTRICT OR PROHIBIT THE OPERATION OF THE WEB SERVICE.

6.6 General Disclaimer—EXCEPT FOR THE ABOVE EXPRESS LIMITED WARRANTIES, ESRI DISCLAIMS ALL OTHER WARRANTIES OF ANY KIND, EITHER EXPRESS OR IMPLIED, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, THE IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE, NONINTERFERENCE, SYSTEM INTEGRATION, AND NONINFRINGEMENT. ESRI DOES NOT WARRANT THAT THE SOFTWARE, DATA, WEB SERVICES, OR DOCUMENTATION WILL MEET LICENSEE'S NEEDS, OR THAT LICENSEE'S OPERATION OF THE SAME WILL BE UNINTERRUPTED OR ERROR FREE, OR THAT ALL NONCONFORMITIES CAN OR WILL BE CORRECTED.

6.7 Exclusive Remedy—Licensee's exclusive remedy and ESRI's entire liability for breach of the limited warranties set forth in this Article 6 shall be limited, at ESRI's sole discretion, to (i) replacement of any defective media; (ii) repair, correction, or a work-around for the Software subject to the ESRI Support Services Policy; or (iii) return of the license fees paid by Licensee for the Software or Documentation that does not meet ESRI's Limited Warranty, provided that Licensee uninstalls, removes, and destroys all copies of the Software or Documentation and executes and delivers evidence of such actions to ESRI.

ARTICLE 7—LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

7.1 Disclaimer of Certain Types of Liability—ESRI AND ITS LICENSOR(S) SHALL NOT BE LIABLE TO LICENSEE FOR COSTS OF PROCUREMENT OF SUBSTITUTE GOODS OR SERVICES; LOST PROFITS; LOST SALES OR BUSINESS EXPENDITURES; INVESTMENTS; COMMITMENTS IN CONNECTION WITH ANY BUSINESS; LOSS OF ANY GOODWILL, OR FOR ANY INDIRECT, SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATED TO THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT OR USE OF THE SOFTWARE, DATA, WEB SERVICES, OR DOCUMENTATION, HOWEVER CAUSED, ON ANY THEORY OF LIABILITY, AND WHETHER OR NOT ESRI OR ITS LICENSOR(S) HAS BEEN ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGE. THESE LIMITATIONS SHALL APPLY NOTWITHSTANDING ANY FAILURE OF ESSENTIAL PURPOSE OF ANY LIMITED REMEDY.

7.2 General Limitation of Liability—EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN ARTICLE 8—INFRINGEMENT INDEMNITY, ESRI'S TOTAL CUMULATIVE LIABILITY HEREUNDER, FROM ALL CAUSES OF ACTION OF ANY KIND, INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, CONTRACT, TORT (INCLUDING NEGLIGENCE), STRICT LIABILITY, BREACH OF WARRANTY, MISREPRESENTATION, OR OTHERWISE, SHALL NOT EXCEED THE AMOUNTS PAID TO ESRI BY LICENSEE FOR SOFTWARE, DATA, WEB SERVICES, OR DOCUMENTATION PURSUANT TO THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT.

7.3 Applicability of Disclaimers and Limitations—Licensee agrees that the limitations of liability and disclaimers set forth in this License Agreement will apply regardless of whether Licensee has accepted the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation or any other product or service delivered by ESRI. The parties agree that ESRI has set its prices and entered into this License Agreement in reliance upon the disclaimers and limitations set forth herein, that the same reflect an allocation of risk between the parties (including the risk that a contract remedy may fail of its essential purpose and cause consequential loss), and that the same form an essential basis of the bargain between the parties.

ARTICLE 8—INFRINGEMENT INDEMNITY

8.1 ESRI shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless Licensee from and against any and all loss, liability, cost, or expense, including reasonable attorneys' fees which may be incurred by Licensee against any claims, actions, or demands by a third party alleging that the Software, Data, or Documentation infringes a U.S. patent, or trademark or any U.S. or foreign copyright, provided:

a.
Licensee promptly notifies ESRI in writing of the claim thereof;

b.
ESRI has sole control of the defense of any actions and negotiations related to the defense or settlement of any claim; and

c.
Licensee cooperates fully in the defense of the claim.

8.2 If ESRI believes that the Software, Data, or Documentation is or will become the subject of an infringement claim, or in the event that use of the Software, Data, or Documentation is enjoined, ESRI, at its own expense, may either (i) obtain the right for Licensee to continue using the Software, Data, or Documentation or (ii) modify the Software, Data, or Documentation to make it noninfringing while maintaining substantially similar software functionality or data/informational content. If neither of such alternatives is commercially reasonable, the infringing items shall be returned to ESRI, the license shall terminate, and ESRI's sole liability shall be to indemnify Licensee pursuant to Article 8.1 and refund license fees paid within the last five (5) years by Licensee for the infringing items.

8.3 ESRI shall have no obligation hereunder to defend Licensee or to pay any resulting costs, damages, or reasonable attorneys' fees for or with respect to any claims, actions, or demands alleging (i) infringement that arises by reason of combination of noninfringing items, however acquired, with any items not supplied by ESRI; (ii) infringement to the extent arising from material alteration of the Software, Data, or Documentation by anyone other than ESRI, its agents, or its contractors; (iii) the direct or contributory infringement of any process patent by Licensee through the use of the Software, Data, or Documentation other than a process patent that is necessarily infringed by the internal processes executed within the Software or Data itself when the Software or Data is executed for its intended purpose; (iv) continued allegedly infringing activity by Licensee after it has been notified of the possible infringement; or (v) continued allegedly infringing activity by Licensee to the extent it arises from failure of Licensee to use the updated or modified Software, Data, or Documentation provided by ESRI for avoiding infringement.

THE FOREGOING STATES THE ENTIRE OBLIGATION OF ESRI WITH RESPECT TO INFRINGEMENT OR ALLEGATION OF INFRINGEMENT OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS OF ANY THIRD PARTY.

ARTICLE 9—GENERAL PROVISIONS

9.1 Future Orders—Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation, shall be licensed under the terms of this License Agreement, except that new Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation may require additional terms. Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation or updates provided shall be governed by this License Agreement, except that any revisions or changes defined in the then-current; i) Article 1, 3 or 4 of the General License Terms and Conditions (or ESRI License Agreement included with the deliverable) and ii) Exhibit 1- Scope of Use, shall apply to the new or updated Software, Data, Web Services or Documentation. Licensee may request ESRI make changes to the revised or additional terms identified in i) or ii) and such changes that are agreed upon shall be reduced to a  written addendum or written amendment to this License Agreement and executed by both parties.  Should Licensee reject the additional or revised terms contained in i) or ii) or the parties are unable to mutually agree on changes to the terms then Licensee shall not install or use the new or updated Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation. The then-current license terms shall be indicated on ESRI's Web site, provided with the quote for new licenses, or included with the deliverable Software, Data, Web Services or Documentation. New or other Software, Data, Web Services and Documentation may require additional licensing terms not contemplated by this License Agreement and in such cases, a mutually agreed written addendum or amendment shall be executed by the parties prior to Licensee’s use of such items.   

9.2 Export Control Regulations—Licensee expressly acknowledges and agrees that Licensee shall not export, reexport, or provide the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation, in whole or in part, to (i) any country to which the United States has embargoed goods; (ii) any person on the U.S. Treasury Department's list of Specially Designated Nationals; (iii) any person or entity on the U.S. Commerce Department's Table of Denial Orders; or (iv) any person or entity where such export, reexport, or provision violates any U.S. export control laws or regulations including amendments and supplemental additions as they may occur from time to time. Licensee represents it is not a national or resident of, or located in or under the control of, any country, entity or individual subject to such export controls. 

 9.3 Taxes and Fees, Shipping Charges—License fees quoted to Licensee are exclusive of any and all taxes or fees including, but not limited to, sales tax, use tax, value-added tax (VAT), customs, duties, or tariffs, and shipping and handling charges.

9.4 No Implied Waivers—The failure of either party to enforce any provision of this License Agreement shall not be deemed a waiver of the provisions or of the right of such party thereafter to enforce that or any other provision.

9.5 Severability—The parties mutually agree that if any provision of this License Agreement is held to be unenforceable for any reason, such provision shall be reformed only to the extent necessary to make the intent of the language enforceable.

9.6 Counterparts—This License Agreement may be executed in counterparts, all of which, taken together, shall be deemed one (1) original document.

9.7 Successor and Assigns—Licensee shall not assign, sublicense, or transfer Licensee's rights or delegate its obligations under this License Agreement without ESRI's prior written consent, and any attempt to do so without consent shall be void. This License Agreement shall be binding upon the respective successors and assigns of the parties to this License Agreement. Notwithstanding, a Government contractor that has acquired Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation under contract to the Government may assign its rights under this License Agreement to its Government customer upon written notice to ESRI provided the Government customer assents to the terms of this License Agreement.
9.8 Survival of Terms—The provisions of Articles 2, 5, 6, 7, 8, and 9 of this License Agreement shall survive the expiration or termination of this License Agreement.

9.9 Government Licensee—The Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation are commercial computer software, commercial data, commercial computer software documentation, and commercial Web Services. This License Agreement contains ESRI's commercial license terms and conditions for such items. The commercial license rights in this License Agreement strictly govern Licensee's use, reproduction, or disclosure of the Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation. No other license terms or conditions shall apply unless expressly agreed in writing by ESRI and Licensee. ESRI Software source code is unpublished and all rights to the Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation are reserved under copyright laws of the United States. In the event any court, arbitrator, or board holds that the Licensee has greater rights to any portion of the Software, Data, Web Services, or Documentation under applicable public procurement law, such rights shall extend only to the portions affected, and use, duplication, or disclosure by the Licensee is subject to restrictions as provided in FAR 52.227-19 (June 1987), FAR 52.227-14 (ALT III) (June 1987), DFARS 252.227-7015 (NOV 1995), or NFS 1852.227-86 (December 1987), or the local, state, or foreign equivalent, as applicable.

9.10 Governing Law—Licensees in the United States of America, Its Territories, and Outlying Areas—This License Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Washington without reference to conflict of laws principles.

Termination of this Agreement shall be effective upon written notice to Licensee if Licensee discloses any trade secret or other information proprietary to ESRI in breach of this Agreement.

c.
Licensee Obligations Upon Termination. On termination of this Agreement, all accounts and payments will be processed according to financial arrangements set forth herein for performance rendered to the date of termination. After termination, Licensee shall no longer be permitted to place orders under this Agreement. .

d.
License Survival. Upon expiration of this Agreement or voluntary termination of this Agreement for the convenience of Licensee, Licensee may continue to retain and use such licensed Software, Data, Web Services, and Documentation in accordance with the License Agreement. ESRI's technology is subject to U.S. export control laws and regulations—ESRI's Software, data, documentation, and any underlying information or technology may not be exported, reexported, or provided in whole or in part to (i) any country to which the United States has embargoed goods; (ii) any person on the U.S. Treasury Department's list of Specially Designated Nationals; (iii) any person or entity on the U.S. Commerce Department's Table of Denial Orders; or (iv) any person or entity where such export, reexport, or provision violates any U.S. export control law or regulation.

City of Seattle Terms and Conditions Addendum

1. Invoices: Invoices must show a breakdown of services or products provided and price for each. Invoices must specify the Name and Phone Number of the City employee that placed the order.
2. Overages/Underages: Shipments shall match the purchase order; any unauthorized advance or excess shipments are returnable at Contractor's expense. The City is not obligated to return overages and will not pay for overages.

3. Fees and Licenses: Withholding payment for taxes/business license fees due the City of Seattle: Seattle Municipal Code 5.45.060 specifies that the Contractor will have taxes or fees paid in full for Seattle Business License requirements before receiving any warrant or the final payment for performing within any agreement for the City. The Director of the Department of Executive Administration may withhold payment due a City contractor pending satisfactory resolution of unpaid taxes and fees due the City under title 5.45.060.
Fees and Licenses: Contractor shall pay for and maintain in a current status any license fees, assessments, permit charges, etc., which are necessary for Agreement performance. It is the Contractor's sole responsibility to monitor and determine any changes or the enactment of any subsequent requirements for said fees, assessments, or charges and to comply within a reasonable time period with said changes during the entire term of this Agreement.

Supplier is to calculate and enter the appropriate Washington State and local sales tax on the invoice. Tax is to be computed on new items after deduction of any trade-in, in accordance with WAC 458-20-247.

4. Travel and Direct Charges: If the specifications and scope of work for this purchase have specifically identified travel and/or direct costs that the City intends to reimburse, then the following requirements shall apply. All such expenses must be pre-approved in writing by the Project Manager. For the purposes of this section, Contractor's standard burden shall not exceed fifteen percent (15%) of other direct costs.

· City will reimburse the Contractor at actual cost plus standard burden for expenditures that are pre-approved by the City in writing. Such direct project costs may not be charged as part of overhead expenses. Direct charges may include but are not limited to the following items: travel, printing, long distance telephone, supplies, computer charges, and fees of subconsultants or subcontractors.

· The billing for direct expenses specifically identifiable with the scope of work shall be an itemized listing of the charges and if required, supported by copies of the original bills, invoices, expense accounts, or other supporting documents used by the Contractor to generate invoice(s) to the City.

· The City will reimburse the actual cost plus standard burden for travel expenses incurred as evidenced by invoices and, when required, copies of receipts supporting such travel expenses, and in accordance with the City of Seattle Travel Policy, details of which can be provided upon request.

· Airfare: Airfare will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the airline ticket. The City will reimburse for Economy or Coach fare only, unless otherwise approved in writing by the City of Seattle . Receipts detailing each airfare are required.

· Meals: Meals will be reimbursed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed and do not require receipts or additional documentation. The City will not reimburse for alcohol at any time.

· Lodging: Lodging will be reimbursed at actual cost plus standard burden incurred up to a maximum of the published Runzheimer Cost Index for the city in which the work was performed. Receipts detailing each day / night lodging are required. The City will reimburse at the single occupancy rate. As an alternative, lodging billed at the published Federal Per Diem daily rate for the city in which the work is performed does not require receipts or additional documentation. In this case, the invoice needs to state that "the lodging is being billed at the Federal Per Diem daily rate."

· Vehicle mileage: Vehicle mileage will be reimbursed at the Federal Internal Revenue Service Standard Business Mileage Rate in effect at the time the mileage expense is incurred (currently that rate is 48.5 cents per mile.).

· Rental Car: Rental car expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost of the rental plus standard burden. Rental car receipts are required for all rental car expenses. The City will only pay for the rental of "Compact" vehicles unless three or more persons are sharing one vehicle, in which case a "Mid-sized" vehicle rental is acceptable.

· Miscellaneous Travel (e.g. parking, gas, taxi, shuttle, tolls, ferry fees, etc.): Miscellaneous travel expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Receipts are required for each expense of $10.00 or more.

· Miscellaneous other business expenses (e.g. printing, photo development, binding): Other miscellaneous business expenses will be reimbursed at the actual cost incurred. Receipts are required for all miscellaneous expenses that are billed, unless otherwise indicated.

5. Identification: All invoices, packing slips, packages, instruction manuals, correspondence, shipping notices, shipping containers, and other written documents affecting this Agreement shall be identified by the applicable purchase order number. Packing lists shall be enclosed with each shipment, indicating the contents therein.
6. Independent Contractor: It is the intention and understanding of the Parties that i) Contractor shall be an independent contractor and ii) that Seattle shall be neither liable for nor obligated to pay sick leave, vacation pay, or any other benefit of employment, nor to pay any social security or other tax that may arise as an incident of employment. The Contractor shall pay all income and other taxes as due. Industrial or other insurance that is purchased for the benefit of the Contractor shall not be deemed to convert this Agreement to an employment agreement.

7. Affirmative Efforts for Utilization of Women and Minority Subcontracting and Employment, Nondiscrimination in Providing Services

A. Employment Actions: Contractor shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, religion, creed, age, color, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, political ideology, ancestry, national origin, or the presence of any sensory, mental, or physical handicap, unless based upon a bona fide occupational qualification. Contractor shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and that employees are treated fairly during employment, without regard to their creed, religion, race, age, color, sex, national origin, marital status, political ideology, ancestry, sexual orientation, gender identity, or the presence of any sensory, mental, or physical handicap. Such actions shall include but not be limited to employment, upgrading, promotion, demotion, or transfer; and recruitment or recruitment advertising, layoff or termination, rates of pay, or other forms of compensation and selection for training.


In accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 20.42, Contractor shall actively solicit the employment and subcontracting of women and minority group members when necessary and commercially useful for purposes of fulfilling the scope of work required for this Agreement. Contractors shall actively solicit subcontracting bids from subcontractors as needed to perform the work of this Agreement from qualified, available, and capable women and minority businesses. Contractors shall consider the grant of subcontracts to women and minority bidders on the basis of substantially equal proposals in the light most favorable to women and minority businesses. At the request of Seattle, Contractor shall promptly furnish evidence of the Contractor's compliance with these requirements.


If upon investigation, the Director of Executive Administration finds probable cause to believe that the Contractor has failed to comply with the requirements of this Section, the Contractor shall notified in writing. The Director of Executive Administration shall give Contractor an opportunity to be heard, after ten (10) calendar days' notice. If, after the Contractor's opportunity to be heard, the Director of Executive Administration still finds probable cause, s/he may suspend the Agreement and/or withhold any funds due or to become due to the Contractor, pending compliance by the Contractor with the requirements of this Section.

B. Any violation of the mandatory requirements of this Section, or a violation of Seattle Municipal Code Chapter 14.04 (Fair Employment Practices), Chapter 14.10 (Fair Contracting Practices), Chapter 20.45 (City Contracts – Non-Discrimination in Benefits), or other local, state, or federal non-discrimination laws, shall be a material of agreement for which the Contractor may be subject to damages and sanctions provided for by the Vendor Agreement and by applicable law. In the event the Contractor is in violation of this Section, Contractor shall be subject to debarment from City contracting activities in accordance with Seattle Municipal Code Section 20.70 (Debarment).

8. Equal Benefits

A. Compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45: The Contractor shall comply with the requirements of SMC Ch. 20.45 and Equal Benefits Program Rules implementing such requirements, under which the Contractor is obligated to provide the same or equivalent benefits ("equal benefits") to its employees with domestic partners as the Contractor provides to its employees with spouses. At Seattle's request, the Contractor shall provide complete information and verification of the Contractor's compliance with SMC Ch. 20.45. Failure to cooperate with such a request shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement. (For further information about SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules call (206) 684-0430 or review information at http://cityofseattle.net/contract/equalbenefits/.)

B. Remedies for Violations of SMC Ch. 20.45: Any violation of this section shall be a material breach of Agreement for which the City may:

a. Require the Contractor to pay actual damages for each day that the Contractor is in violation of SMC Ch. 20.45 during the term of the Agreement;

b. Terminate the Agreement;

c. Disqualify the Contractor from bidding on or being awarded a City contract for a period of up to five (5) years; or

d. Impose such other remedies as specifically provided for in SMC Ch. 20.45 and the Equal Benefits Program Rules promulgated thereunder.

9.
Publicity: No news release, advertisement, promotional material, tour, or demonstration related to the City's purchase or use of the Contractor's product or any work performed pursuant to this Agreement shall be produced, distributed or take place without the prior, specific written approval of the City's Project Director or his/her designee.

10.
Proprietary and Confidential Information

Contractor's Understanding and Obligations:
1.
Contractor understands that any records (including but not limited to bid or proposal submittals, the Agreement, and any other agreement materials) it submits to the City or that are used by the City, even if the Contractor possesses the records, are public records under Washington State law, RCW Chapter 42.56. Public records must be promptly disclosed upon request, unless a statute exempts them from disclosure. The Contractor also understands that even if part of a record is exempt from disclosure, the rest of that record generally must be disclosed.

2.
The City acknowledges that it has received notice from ESRI that it believes that the Software and Data are not records or public records, are proprietary and confidential to Contractor as trade secret information, and are licensed to the City for City's use in accordance with the License Agreement contained in this Agreement. Ownership of Software, Data, or Documentation is retained by Contractor and its Licensors. If Contractor considers any portion of the records, not already pre-identified as confidential or proprietary pursuant to the above statement, delivered to the City to be protected under the law, the Contractor shall clearly mark such records as "proprietary" or "confidential." The Contractor is familiar with potentially-applicable public-disclosure exemptions and the limits of those exemptions, and will mark as "proprietary" only information that the Contractor believes legitimately fits within an exemption and will state the statutory exception upon which it is relying.

3.
The City of Seattle will provide reasonable notice to Contractor of any public disclosure request related to Contractor's records. If Seattle notifies the Contractor under Paragraph B 2 of a public disclosure request, and the Contractor believes records are exempt from disclosure, it is the Contractor's responsibility to make determination and pursue a lawsuit under RCW 42.56 to enjoin disclosure. The Contractor must obtain the injunction and serve it on the City before the close of business on the tenth business day after the City sent notification to the Contractor. It is the Contractor's discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit.

4.
If the Contractor does not timely obtain and serve an injunction, the Contractor is deemed to have authorized releasing the record.

5.  
Notwithstanding the above, and within the context of this clause the Contractor must not take any action that would affect (a) the City’s ability to use goods and services provided under this Agreement or (b) the Contractor’s obligations under this Agreement provided the City of Seattle complies with the requirements of this clause. 

6.
The Contractor will cooperate with the City in identifying and assembling records in case of any public disclosure request.

City's Obligations
1.
The City will disclose those parts of records the Contractor has marked as "proprietary" information only to authorized persons unless:

(a)
the City receives a public disclosure request, in which case steps 2 and 3 below will be exercised before release of the information or
(b)
the Contractor has given the City express advance written permission to disclose the records. "Authorized persons" means those City officers, employees, contractors, and consultants for whom the proprietary information is necessary to perform their duties or obligations to the City.

The term "proprietary information" does not include ideas, concepts, know-how, or techniques related to any information that, at the time of disclosure, is in the public domain, unless the entry of that information into the public domain is a result of a breach of this Agreement.

2.
If the City receives a public disclosure request for records that the Contractor has marked as "proprietary" information, the City will promptly notify the Contractor of the request. The City will postpone disclosing these records for ten (10) business days after it has sent notification to the Contractor, in order to allow the Contractor to file a lawsuit under RCW 42.56 to enjoin disclosure. It is the Contractor's discretionary decision whether to file the lawsuit.

3.
If the City has notified the Contractor of a public disclosure request, and the Contractor has not obtained an injunction and served the City with that injunction by the close of business on the tenth business day after the City sent notice, the City will then disclose the record.

4. The City has no other obligations concerning records that the Contractor has marked as "proprietary information" under this Agreement. The City has no obligation to claim any exemption from disclosure. The City is not obligated or liable to the Contractor for any records that the City releases in compliance with this Section or in compliance with the order of a court of competent jurisdiction.

11.
General Indemnification: To the extent permitted by law, the Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify, and hold the City harmless from and against all claims, demands, damages, costs, actions and causes of actions, liabilities, fines, penalties, judgments, expenses, and attorney fees, resulting from the bodily injury or death of any person or the damage to or destruction of property (except for databases not subject to a reasonable backup program), to the extent arising from any negligent act or omission or willful misconduct by Contractor, its subcontractors or their respective directors, officers, or employees. As to the City of Seattle, the Contractor waives any immunity it may have under RCW Title 51 or any other Worker's Compensation statute. The parties acknowledge that this waiver has been negotiated by them and that the agreement price reflects this negotiation.

12.
Insurance: Upon award of the Agreement, Contractor shall, at its sole expense and for the entire term of the Agreement, maintain in force minimum coverages and limits of liability of insurance as specified below or the City may withdraw its intent to award:

Technical Errors and Omissions (Professional Liability) insurance with a minimum limit of liability of $1,000,000 each claim.

Terms and Conditions of Required Insurance

(1)
CITY OF SEATTLE AS ADDITIONAL INSURED: The CGL and Business Automobile liability insurance shall include the City of Seattle as an additional insured for primary and non-contributory limits.

(2)
NO LIMITATION OF LIABILITY: Insurance coverage and limits of liability as specified herein are minimum coverage and limit of liability requirements only. They shall not be construed to limit the liability of Contractor or any insurer for any claim that is required to be covered hereunder. Moreover, the City shall be an additional insured, where additional insured status is required, for the full available limits of liability maintained by Contractor, whether those limits are primary, excess, contingent, or otherwise. Contractor expressly understands and agrees that this provision shall override any limitation of liability or similar provision in any agreement or statement of work between the City and Contractor.

(3)
CLAIMS MADE FORM: If any policy is written on a claims made form, the retroactive date shall be prior to or coincident with the effective date of this Agreement. Claims made coverage shall be maintained by the Contractor for a minimum of three (3) years following the expiration or earlier termination of this Agreement, and the Contractor shall provide the City with evidence of insurance for each annual renewal. If renewal of the claims made form of coverage becomes unavailable or economically prohibitive, the Contractor shall purchase an extended reporting period ("tail") or execute another form of guarantee acceptable to the City to assure financial responsibility for liability assumed under the Agreement.

(4)
REQUIREMENT FOR WORKERS COMPENSATION INSURANCE: The State of Washington is a monopolistic state where organizations are required to purchase workers' compensation insurance from the state unless they are an authorized self-insurer. The Contractor shall insure its liability for industrial injury to its employees in accordance with the provisions of RCW 51. The Contractor shall also be responsible for Workers' Compensation Insurance for any subcontractor that provides services under the Agreement. If the Agreement requires working on or around a navigable waterway, the Contractor shall secure United States Longshore and Harbor Workers (USL&H) coverage and coverage for Jones Act (Marine Employers Liability) in compliance with Federal Statutes.

(5)
DEDUCTIBLES AND SELF-INSURED RETENTIONS: Any self-insurance program or any deductible in excess of $10,000 must be disclosed and is subject to approval by the City's Risk Management Division. Should the Contractor be self-insured, Contractor shall state in writing that it will protect and defend the City as an additional insured within its self-insured layer and advise to whom a tender of a claim should be directed.

(6)
NOTICE OF CANCELLATION: Under RCW 48.18.290 (1) (a) and (b) ("Cancellation by insurer"), applicable to insurers licensed to do business in the State of Washington, the City, as a certificate holder for the insurance requirements specified herein and an additional insured, has an interest in any loss which may occur; written notice of cancellation must therefore be actually delivered or mailed to the City not less than forty-five (45) days prior to cancellation (ten [10] days as respects non-payment of premium). As respects surplus lines placements, written notice of cancellation shall be delivered not less than thirty (30) days prior to cancellation (ten [10] days as respects non-payment of premium). Such notice shall be delivered to the City by mail, fax or electronic transmission (see delivery addresses in Section 1.15.3 below).

(7)
QUALIFICATION OF INSURERS: Insurers shall maintain A.M. Best's ratings of A- VII unless procured as a surplus lines placement under RCW chapter 48.15, or as may otherwise be approved by the City.

(8)
CHANGES IN INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS: The City shall have the right to periodically review the adequacy of coverages and/or limits of liability in view of inflation and/or a change in loss exposures and shall have the right to require an increase in such coverages and/or limits upon ninety (90) days prior written notice to the Contractor. Should Contractor, despite its best efforts, be unable to maintain any required insurance coverage or limit of liability due to deteriorating insurance market conditions, it may upon thirty (30) days prior written notice request a waiver of any insurance requirement, which request shall not be unreasonably denied.

Evidence of Required Insurance

Contractor shall cause its insurance broker or agent to provide the following insurance certification:

· A Certificate of liability insurance evidencing coverages, limits of liability, and other terms and conditions as specified herein, and

· An attached additional insured endorsement or blanket additional insured wording to the CGL insurance policy.

In the event of a claim for which as to the City any Contractor insurer reserves its right to deny coverage, or denies coverage upon the City's request, the Contractor shall cause to be furnished either a copy of declarations pages and schedules of forms and endorsements to any policy or a true and certified copy of any policy as attested by its insurance broker or agent. Contractor may redact information from such policy copies that it deems confidential and not relevant to an evaluation of coverage and limits of liability.

13.
Audit: Upon request, Contractor shall permit Seattle, and any other governmental agency involved in the funding of the Work ("Agency"), to inspect and audit all pertinent books and records of Contractor, any subcontractor, or any other person or entity that performed work in connection with or related to the Work, at any and all times deemed necessary by Seattle or Agency, including up to six years after payment or release of withheld amounts has been made under this Agreement. Such inspection and audit shall occur at  Contractor’s facility in King (or Thurston County if no such location exists in King County), Washington or other such reasonable location, such as Contractor’s corporate headquarters, as Seattle or Agency and Contractor agree. The Contractor shall supply Seattle with, or shall permit Seattle to make a copy of any books and records and any portion thereof, provided Contractor shall have the right to mark copies of confidential or proprietary information provided to or made by Seattle.  The Contractor shall ensure that such inspection, audit and copying right of Seattle and Agency are a condition of any subcontract, agreement, or other arrangement under which any other person or entity is permitted to perform work under this Agreement. Contractor shall have the right to seek a protective order preventing copy or release of information it considers not pertinent to the scope of the Work.  

14.
Contractual Relationship: The relationship of Contractor to Seattle by reason of this Agreement shall be that of an independent contractor. This Agreement does not authorize Contractor to act as the agent or legal representative of Seattle for any purpose whatsoever. Contractor is not granted any express or implied right or authority to assume or create any obligation or responsibility on behalf of or in the name of Seattle or to bind Seattle in any manner or thing whatsoever.

15.
Compliance with Law:
General Requirement: The Contractor, at its sole cost and expense, shall perform and comply with all applicable laws of the United States and the State of Washington; the Charter, Municipal Code, and ordinances of The City of Seattle; and rules, regulations, orders, and directives of their respective administrative agencies and officers.

Licenses and Similar Authorizations: The Contractor, at no expense to the City, shall secure and maintain in full force and effect during the term of this Agreement all required licenses, permits, and similar legal authorizations, and comply with all related requirements.

16.
Americans with Disabilities Act: The Contractor shall comply with all applicable provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (ADA) in performing its obligations under this Agreement. In particular, if the Contractor is providing services, programs, or activities to City employees or members of the public as part of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not deny participation or the benefits of such services, programs, or activities to people with disabilities on the basis of such disability. Failure to comply with the provisions of the ADA shall be a material breach and grounds for the immediate termination of this Agreement.

17.
OSHA/WISHA. Contractor agrees to comply with conditions of the Federal Occupational Safety and Health Acts of 1970 (OSHA), as may be amended, and, if it has a workplace within the State of Washington, the Washington Industrial Safety and Health Act of 1973 (WISHA), as may be amended, and the standards and regulations issued thereunder. Contractor certifies that all items furnished and purchased under this order will conform to and comply with OSHA standards and regulations. Contractor further agrees to indemnify and hold harmless purchaser from all damages assessed against purchaser as a result of Contractor's failure to comply with the OSHA standards and for the failure of the items furnished under this order to so comply.
18.
Amendments: Unless otherwise provided in the Agreement, modifications or amendments to the Agreement may only be made by written agreement amendment signed by both parties.

19.
Assignment and Subcontracting: Neither party may assign any of its rights or obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the other party. Contractor shall not subcontract any of its obligations under this Agreement without Seattle's written consent, which may be granted or withheld according to Seattle's sole discretion. Any subcontract made by Contractor shall incorporate by reference all the terms of this Agreement except for Equal Benefit provisions. Seattle's consent to any subcontractor shall not release the Contractor from liability under this Agreement or from any obligation to be performed under this Agreement.

20.
Involvement of Former City Employees: Contractor shall promptly notify Seattle in writing of any of its employees who, to the best of Contractor's knowledge, are expected to perform any of the services under a scope of work and who, during the twelve (12) months immediately prior to the expected commencement date of such work, were a City officer or employee.

21.
No Conflict of Interest: Contractor confirms that Contractor does not have a business interest or a close family relationship with any City officer or employee who was, is, or will be involved in the Contractor selection, negotiation, drafting, signing, administration, or evaluating the Contractor's performance.

22.
No Gifts or Gratuities: Contractor shall not directly or indirectly offer gifts and resources to any person employed by the City that is intended, or may be reasonably intended, to benefit the Vendor by way of award, administration, or in any other way to influence purchasing decisions of the City. This includes but is not limited to City Purchasing office employees and City employees that do business with, order, purchase, or are part of decision-making for business, agreement, or purchase decisions. The Vendor shall not offer meals, gifts, gratuities, loans, trips, favors, bonuses, donations, special discounts, work, or anything of economic value to any such City employees. This does not prohibit distribution of promotional items that are less than twenty-five dollars ($25) when provided as part of routine business activity such as trade shows. Any violation of this provision may result in termination of this Agreement. Nothing in this Agreement prohibits donations to campaigns for election to City office, so long as the donation is disclosed as required by the election campaign disclosure laws of the City and of the State.

23.
Intellectual Property Rights: Defined in E200 and G-363 documents

24.
No personal liability: No officer, agent, or authorized employee of the City shall be personally responsible for any liability arising under this Agreement, whether expressed or implied, nor for any statement or representation made herein or in any connection with this Agreement.

25. Binding Effect: The provisions, covenants, and conditions in this Agreement apply to bind the parties, their legal heirs, representatives, successors, and assigns.

26. Waiver: No covenant, term or condition, or the breach thereof shall be deemed waived, except by written consent of the party against whom the waiver is claimed, and any waiver of the breach of any covenant, term, or condition shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any preceding or succeeding breach of the same or any other covenant, term, or condition. Either party's failure to insist on performance of any of the terms or conditions herein or to exercise any right or privilege or a party's waiver of any breach hereunder shall not thereafter waive any other term, condition, or privilege, whether of the same or similar type.

27. Anti-Trust: Seattle maintains that, in actual practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are borne by the purchaser. Therefore the Contractor hereby assigns to Seattle any and all claims for such overcharges, except overcharges which result from antitrust violations commencing after the price is established under this Agreement and which are not passed on to Seattle under an escalation clause.

28. Applicable Law: This Agreement shall be construed under the laws of the State of Washington. 

29. Remedies Cumulative: Remedies under this Agreement are cumulative; the use of one remedy shall not be taken to exclude or waive the right to use another.

30. Captions: The titles of sections or subsections are for convenience only and do not define or limit the contents.

31.Severability: Any invalidity, in whole or in part, of any provision of this Agreement shall not affect the validity of any other of its provisions.

32. Disputes: Any dispute or misunderstanding that may arise under this Agreement concerning Contractor's performance shall first be resolved, if mutually agreed to be appropriate, through negotiations between the Contractor's Project Manager and Seattle's Project Manager, and if mutually agreed, referred to the City's named representative and the Contractor's senior executive(s). Either party may decline or discontinue such discussions and may then pursue other means to resolve such disputes or may by mutual agreement pursue other dispute alternatives, such as alternate dispute resolution processes. Nothing in this dispute process shall in any way mitigate the rights, if any, of either party to terminate the agreement in accordance with the termination provisions herein.

33.Termination:
Non-appropriation of Funds: Seattle may terminate this Agreement at any time without notice due to nonappropriation of funds, whether such funds are local, state, or federal grants, and no such notice shall be required notwithstanding any notice requirements that may be agreed upon for other causes of termination.

Acts of Insolvency: Seattle may terminate this Agreement by written notice to Contractor if the Contractor becomes insolvent, makes a general assignment for the benefit of creditors, suffers or permits the appointment of a receiver for its business or assets, becomes subject to any proceeding under any bankruptcy or insolvency law whether domestic or foreign, or is wound up or liquidated, voluntarily or otherwise.

Termination for Gifts or Gratuities: Seattle may terminate this Agreement by written notice to Contractor if Seattle finds that any gratuity in the form of entertainment, a gift, or otherwise was offered to or given by the Contractor or any agent therefore to any City official, officer, or employee, as defined above.

34. Force Majeure—Suspension and Termination: This section applies in the event that either party is prevented from performing the obligations of this Agreement, except the making of payments, because of a Force Majeure event as defined herein, to the extent that the Agreement obligations must be suspended in full. A Force Majeure event is an event that prohibits performance and is beyond the control of the party. Such events may include natural or man-made disasters, or an action or decree of a superior governmental body which prevents performance.
Force Majeure under this Section shall only apply in the event that performance is rendered not possible by either party or its agents.

Should either party suffer from a Force Majeure event and is unable to provide performance, such party shall give notice to the remaining party as soon as possible and shall do everything possible to resume performance.

Upon receipt of such notice, the party shall be excused from such performance as is affected by the Force Majeure Event for the period of such Event.

35. Debarment: In accordance with SMC Ch. 20.70, the Director of Executive Administration or designee may debar a Vendor from entering into a Agreement with the City or from acting as a subcontractor on any Agreement with the City for up to five (5) years after determining that any of the following reasons exist:

1) Contractor has received overall performance evaluations of deficient, inadequate, or substandard performance on three (3) or more City Contracts.
2) Contractor failed to comply with City ordinances or Agreement terms, including but not limited to ordinance or Agreement terms relating to small business utilization, discrimination, prevailing wage requirements, equal benefits, or apprentice utilization.

3) Contractor abandoned, surrendered, or failed to complete or to perform work on or in connection with a City Agreement.

4) Contractor failed to comply with Agreement provisions, including but not limited to quality of workmanship, timeliness of performance, and safety standards.

5) Contractor submitted false or intentionally misleading documents, reports, invoices, or other statements to the City in connection with an Agreement.

6) Contractor colluded with another contractor to restrain competition.

7) Contractor committed fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing an Agreement for the City or any other government entity.

8) Contractor failed to cooperate in a City debarment investigation.

9) Contractor failed to comply with SMC 14.04, SMC Ch. 14.10, SMC Ch. 20.42, or SMC Ch. 20.45, or other local, State, or federal non-discrimination laws.

The Director may issue an Order of Debarment after adhering to the procedures specified in SMC 20.70.050. The rights and remedies of the City under these provisions are in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law or under the Agreement.

36. Recycled Product Requirements: Whenever practical, Contractor shall use reusable, recyclable, and recycled-content products, including recycled content paper on all documents submitted to the City. Contractors are to print on both sides all materials that are prepared for the City under this Agreement, whether such materials are printed or copied, except when impractical to do so due to the nature of the product being produced. Contractors are to use 100% post consumer recycled content, chlorine-free paper in such products that are produced for the City, whenever practical, and to use other paper-saving and recycling measures in business they conduct with and for the City. This directive is executed under the Mayor's Executive Order, issued February 13, 2005. City recognizes all deliverables except labor laws and training instruction are preprinted prepackaged items/media.

37. Workers Right to Know: "Right to Know" legislation required the Department of Labor and Industries to establish a program to make employers and employees more aware of the hazardous substances in their work environment. WAC 296-62-054 requires, among other things, that all manufacturers/distributors of hazardous substances, including any of the items listed on this ITB, RFP, or Agreement bid and subsequent award, must include with each delivery completed Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) for each hazardous material. Additionally, each container of hazardous material must be appropriately labeled with the identity of the hazardous material, appropriate hazardous warnings, and the Name and Address of the chemical manufacturer, improper, or other responsible party
Labor and Industries may levy appropriate fines against employers for noncompliance, and agencies may withhold payment pending receipt of a legible copy of the MSDS. OSHA Form 20 is not acceptable in lieu of this requirement unless it is modified to include appropriate information relative to "carcinogenic ingredients" and "routes of entry" of the product(s) in question.
