PLASTIC LUMBER  
	This Attachment #1 modifies form terms and conditions issued by the City (including, but not limited to, Attachment #2) and takes precedence over such terms and conditions.
This contract is established for the convenience of the City and to provide contractual access to a specialized product.  This is not a mandatory use contract. City departments may use this contract as the need arise. 


INTRODUCTION
This Contract facilitates the City’s purchase of specialized plastic lumber of various lengths and dimensions.  This plastic lumber is reinforced fiberglass rods and manufactured without wood filler in order to meet the strength specifications of the City for high-strength projects.  
SCOPE OF WORK
Contractor shall store lumber above the ground on blocking which is shaped or padded and prevent scaring or sagging.  Storage racks shall be arranged to permit air circulation.  Lumber shall be lowered to dunnage with crane or folk life.  Lumber is not to be rolled off tines or fork lift.

Contractor shall handle and deliver lumber without dropping, breaking, bruising or penetrating outer surface with tools.  Lumber shall be protected from damage.
Each reinforced member shall be inspected for cracks prior to installation, and any lumber with cracks shall be rejected and returned.  Contractor shall be responsible for all cost incurred to replace the rejected plastic member.

Contractor shall provide engineering services and/or technical assistance, as requested or appropriate, as related to the application or usage of plastic lumber or the advent of new plastic lumber products.
PRICING AND TERM OF CONTRACT

Pricing
Contractor shall provide City’s end users with a 10% to 20% discount off of the retail price on all City orders.  There shall be no changes to the discount rate throughout the life of the contract including all extensions.  As retail prices change, the net cost to the City will automatically change.
Special Terms and Conditions

Contract Term:  This contract shall be for five years, and may continue on for a period not to exceed nine years (9) years at the option of the City.  Contract may continue on without the written confirmation from the City to the Contractor, unless the City provides the Contractor advance notice of its intention to discontinue the service.  

Order Desk:  Contractor shall provide a telephone service or “order desk” to receive calls from City departments for advice or assistance, recommendations on plastic lumber and related lumber products, and for receiving and processing of phone orders.  The Order Desk shall be available from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. all business days except City holidays.
Adequate Inventory and Response Times:   The Contractor shall provide five (5) business days’ (or less) response time and delivery of plastic lumber products orders placed by the City.  Contractor will maintain adequate inventory to stock and provide next-day response on the most frequently ordered items. 
Delivery:  The Contractor shall provide a service for the delivery of routine orders to locations indicated by City end users.   Freight charges for deliveries may be allowed and added to the invoice as a separate entry as appropriated and documented.
Warranty:  In addition to the Manufacturer’s standard one year warranty, the
Manufacturer shall warrant all plastic lumber to be free from corrosive intrusion

(where steel re-bar core is specified) and defects in materials and workmanship

for a period of ten (10) years. The Manufacturer shall replace all defective lumber

at the Manufacturer’s expense. This warranty need not cover repairs required as a result of normal wear and tear, misuse, mishandling, extreme weather or other acts of God, failure to perform routine maintenance, non-recommended or improperly executed alterations by anyone other than the Manufacturer, tampering, loading of the lumber beyond its rated capacity, improper installation, or other use inconsistent with Manufacturer’s specifications.

The Contractor shall warrant all plastic lumber to be free from defects in

materials caused by mishandling prior to installation and improper installation for a  period of ten (10) years. The Contractor shall cover all construction costs related to the repair or replacement of the defective lumber. This warranty need not cover repairs required as a result of normal wear and to the repair or replacement of the defective lumber. This warranty need not cover repairs required as a result of normal wear and tear, misuse, mishandling, extreme weather or other acts of God, failure to perform routine maintenance, non-recommended or improperly executed alterations by anyone other than the Contractor, tampering, loading of the lumber beyond its rated capacity, or other use inconsistent with Manufacturer’s specifications.

Invoicing:  The Contractor shall be required to provide a method for showing the discount rate compared to the regular sales price on each invoice, so that the discount can be easily tracked and verified by the City with each invoice.  This includes providing invoices to the City that specify the “Regular Sales Price” and the discount rate, with the calculated net price. 

Contractor Usage Reports:  Within 10 business days of a request by the City, the Contractor shall supply to the City a usage report in the format requested by the City.  The report must be clearly titled (Company name, contact information, dates of report period).   The Contractor will provide, upon a request by the City, information sorted according to the City request, which may include: invoice specific detail or summary detail, by item name, by the user name (the department customer placing the order), by City Department, and date or order.   

Cost Reductions:  Any cost reductions to the Contractor, such as rebates or “specials”, shall be reflected in a reduction of the contract price effective immediately.  Seattle will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice that are higher than those in the contract.  Unless the higher price has been accepted by the City and the contract amended, the invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for corrections.   

Expansion Clause:  Contract may be further expanded by the Buyer in writing to include any other item that fits within the parameters described in the introduction and normally offered by the vendor, as long as the price of such additional products is based on the same cost/profit formula as the listed item.

Business Licenses and Associated Taxes:  Contractor is required to maintain and keep

current license, report and pay revenue taxes for both a Washington State business

License (UBI#) and separately for the Seattle Business License for the duration of the

Contract.
