Mandatory Requirements

The structural framing shall be of 1.9” X .090 gauge galvanized tubular steel. The trusses will be 18” ladder frames on 10’ centers and shall be a modified Quonset style. The shelters are to be assembled on an ecology block foundation with ½” x 5 ½ “concrete wedge anchors through 4” X 4” anchor plates on the shelter’s double base beam anchoring system. The truss framing shall consist of lateral X-Braces connected to tabs and X-cable bracing in the sides of the shelter and in the ceiling. 

The fabric covers shall consist of 18oz per sq. yard PVC laminated fabric with a polyester scrim. Fabric shall be flame retardant to NFP 701 and UV resistant. The fabric shall be attached to the frames with an all thread attachment method on the sides and overlapping cable pockets on the end. The cables are connected to cover winches at the four corners of the shelter.

The shelters shall be designed to withstand current City of Seattle building code requirements for structural integrity including wind, snow and seismic loads. The successful supplier shall provide engineered drawings and calculations demonstrating shelter sizes, anchoring method, fabric attachment, wind and snow loads, clearances, and any other information needed to assist permitting. Snow load requirements are 25 PSF.  Wind load requirements are to with stand pressure from 90 MPH winds.  

Provide one 34” wide X 78” high aluminum entry personnel door with a glass view port on one end of each shelter. Door will be lockable.

Provide a 2” X 3” rectangle galvanized frame to mount a 14’ x 14’ electric operated overhead door at the end of the tent.  The end frame shall be designed to support the weight of an electrically operated sectional overhead door.  The overhead door shall be provided and installed by others.  

Roof structure shall be of sufficient capacity to support either HID lights at center or 8 foot long fluorescent lights mounted to the purlins.  Lights provided by others. 

Vendor is to include price for on-site technical assistance during installation of tenting.  City of Seattle will contract with a general contractor for tent erection with crew and equipment.  Vendor to oversee tent erection set up and satisfactory operation of structure. 

All materials to be supplied FOB Seattle, Washington.
