II. Sale Of Surplus Scrap Metal Generated At City Light’s South Service Center And Other Locations

General Description:
The majority of materials to be sold are generated at Seattle City Light’s South Service Center, 3613 4th Avenue South, Seattle.  Other materials to be sold are generated at several City Department locations, identified under City of Seattle’s Service Locations, page 2. 
The vendor will be required to pick up all material as identified by authorized department personnel within two (2) working days of notification.  The City of Seattle reserves the right to deliver items such as steel poles and other miscellaneous scrap steel directly to vendor’s yard with eight (8) hours notification.

The vendor will be required to provide a 40 yard drop boxes or smaller for surplus scrap steel sold as a result of this bid.  Drop boxes will be subject to approval by the City of Seattle.  Large pieces of scrap steel, including 30’ to 40’ poles, will be secured separately for loading onto flatbed truck(s).  Use of other than flatbed trucks by bidders for removal of large items will require the approval of the City. The City may require drop boxes for other location as needed.

The City reserves the right to sell other quantities of scrap steel or other metals for any reason which may affect sale profits to the City.

If the City decides that it would be in their best interest to provide for the removal of materials the City may elect to do so and charge the successful bidder for this service.  Should the City decide to transport the materials, deliveries will not be made outside the City limits.

III. GENERAL  REQUIREMENTS

1. The vendor shall have all necessary governmental approvals for its facilities, equipment and other aspects of business operations.

2. The vendor and all subcontractors shall provide the service in full compliance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, rules, regulations and orders of all governmental agencies and entities, including but not limited to federal, state and local environmental, transportation, labor and industries, health and fire regulations, as applicable.

3. The City shall make a good faith effort to remove any hazardous materials from loads of scrap metal delivered to the vendor’s facility, such as asbestos, chlorofluorocarbons (Freon) and PCBs.  The vendor may reject City-generated materials that contain hazardous materials.

4. The vendor shall pay the City on a monthly basis for the total tonnage of scrap metal received.
5. Upon awarding the contract(s), the prices for recycling scrap metal shall be the price paid to the City by the vendor(s) for a minimum of sixty days. 
6. Upon mutual agreement by the City and the vendor, market prices for scrap metal shall be used as an index for payment to the City by the vendor.  Prices for scrap metal shall be adjusted either monthly or quarterly in proportion to the market price for scrap metal.  The City and vendor shall define the market price and the frequency of adjustment.

7. The vendor shall immediately advise the City of any change in the vendor’s or subcontractor’s regulatory or compliance status, and of any notice of violation, citation, administrative order, court order, judgment or other regulatory or enforcement action initiated against the vendor or subcontractor by any governmental agency or entity.  The vendor and all subcontractors shall fully cooperate with the City in its investigation of any permitting, approval or compliance matters.

9. The City reserves the right to visit the vendor’s and subcontractor’s facilities prior to awarding the contract and at any time during the duration of the contract.  The City also reserves the right to view all financial records and other records, permits, licenses, insurance policies and other governmental approvals prior to and during the duration of the contract.
10. The vendor shall make every effort to ensure drop time does not exceed a half (1/2) an hour for deliveries from the North and South Recycling and Disposal Transfer Stations.  

11. All correspondence, reports, and payments from the Vendor to the City, for or concerning surplus scrap metals or appliances shall be delivered or mailed to the individual designated by the department using such services, at the time that such services are requested. A copy of each report to be delivered hereunder, for or concerning surplus scrap metals or appliances sold by any City department, shall be delivered or mailed to the following address:
