· Software Maintenance shall commence on the first of the month following the Final Systems Acceptance Test and shall remain in force for one (1) year (initial term).  Upon expiration of the initial term, maintenance shall automatically renew on an annual basis unless the City provides Itron written notice of the City’s intent not to renew at least thirty (30) days prior to the end of the then-current maintenance term.
Work shall be performed in accordance with the Agreement.
