SCOPE OF WORK:
Contractor shall supply the City of Seattle with 12 and 18 gallon size plastic garbage can (with lids) fabricated in accordance with specifications listed below and delivered to locations within the City of Seattle as identified by the requesting City department.
SPECIFICATIONS:

In addition to the specifications listed below for 12 and 18 gallon cans, the City may, at its option, buy various other sizes from the Successful Bidder during the life of the Contract.

CONSTRUCTION: Container design requirements shall, at a minimum, comply with the specifications in ANSI standards.  Cans can be rotational or injected molded.  Lids will be unattached.  Cans will not need lift bars.  Containers shall be designed to regularly receive and dump up to fifty pounds for 12 gallon cans to 70 pounds for 18 gallon cans of waste material without permanent damage or deformation.

STABILITY: Containers shall be stable and self-balancing when in the upright position, whether loaded or empty.

Cans may be square or rectangular.

LOAD RATING:  Containers shall be designed to regularly receive and dump up to the following amounts of garbage excluding the weight of the container without permanent damage or deformation:

12 gallon – 50 pounds

18 gallon – 70 pounds

LIDS:  Each container shall be furnished with a lid of such configuration that it will not warp, bend, slump or distort.  It shall prevent the intrusion of rainwater, rodents, birds, and flies; and prevents the emission of odors.  The lid shall be designed in such a manner to ensure that the container will be watertight.  Lids shall fit the body of the container so that it fits securely. Bidder will provide replacement lids for a separate price.  

WHEELS AND AXLES: Micro and mini cans will not have wheels.

CUSTOMER INSTRUCTIONS: The Contractor shall allow for space on the lid and front of the container for the application of decals or embossing, (customer instructions).  The City will provide instructions for the type of decals or embossment.  If a cost is associated with this procedure, Bidder should indicate the cost in the quote (bid). 

IDENTIFICATION:  All containers will be branded with the logo “CITY OF SEATTLE”.  The Successful Bidder will attach to the cans logos provided by the City of Seattle. The logo size will be approximately 6 x 6” and will be black in color. Bidder should indicate on the Offer Sheet the cost of this procedure, if applicable.  Logos will be provided after award of contract.

PLASTIC MATERIAL: Post-consumer regrind (PCR) requirement is 30%.  Each container shall be manufactured from first quality resin as a base for the blend of the base PE resin with post consumer recycled material (PCR).  All virgin resin must be provided by a nationally recognized brand supplier and must satisfy the manufactures’ original specification for first quality material.  Vendor shall use PCR in the manufacture of the container including parts at a percentage by weight that would not be detrimental to the quality of the container.  The PCR content may be included in any part of the container or throughout the entire container.  The Successful Bidder must provide proof of the post-consumer requirement.  (Containers shall be molded/marked with the appropriate Society of the Plastics Industry (SPI) Code Number on the outer bottom of the container.)
