	This is a brief summary of the requirements found in the “Request for Proposals”(RFP) and are provided as a quick reference and for the convenience of the Contractor and end user.  This summary does not supplant the requirements found in the RFP and  the Terms and Conditions.



SMALL FOOD SCRAP CARTS
PART 1:  INTRODUCTION

Seattle Public Utility, City of Seattle, requires a source of supply for Small Food Scrap Carts. Request for Proposals was issued in September, 2008, for Small Food Scrap Carts ranging in sizes from 13 to 20 gallon capacities. Rehrig Pacific Company submitted a size 17.5 gallons cart as part of its response to the City’s request. This cart was accepted, along with a cart submitted by another successful proposal, after thorough evaluations. Pictures and  dimensions of the Rehrig cart is attached.
The City expects to purchase approximately 50,000 mini-carts for delivery in early 2009 and continue to purchase approximately 8, 000 per year in subsequent years.  The Supplier will be asked to deliver the mini carts to two locations within the South Seattle area.  The City will take responsibility for distributing out the carts to the City customers. It should be noted that the number of carts projected for purchase are estimates only and the City will not be held to these estimates.
PART 11:  CONTRACT
A. Contract Period:  
This contract shall be for five years, with one two-year extension allowed at the option of the City.  Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the City provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.  The Contractor may also provide a notice to not extend, but must provide such notice at least 45 days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date. 
B. Delivery Schedule:  

Each order must be guaranteed for delivery no later than forty five days from receipt of order.  The City will also allow pricing that provides for faster production and delivery, or for a discount if production and delivery extends beyond the guaranteed 45 days.
         Freight terms shall be F.O.B. Destination, Prepaid and allowed.  Freight shall include all 

         transportation and unloading. 

C. Ordering Procedures

Orders will be placed directly by the ordering City department either by phone/fax, or  e  electronically.  The Contractor is required to maintain adequate stock to ensure timely delivery upon request. There are no maximum dollar limitations per order. 

D. Invoicing

After the item(s) have been furnished to and accepted by the ordering department, the Contractor will submit the invoice to same, Attn: Accounts Payable.  The Contractor will be furnished a listing of billing addresses of ordering departments.
E. Expansion Clause: 

This contract may be expanded as mutually agreed, if such expansion is approved by the City RFP Coordinator (Buyer).  The only person authorized to make such agreements is the Buyer from the City Purchasing Office of the Department of Executive Administration, City of Seattle.  No other City employee is authorized to make such written notices.  Expansions must be issued in writing from the City Buyer in a formal notice.  The Buyer will ensure the expansion meets the following criteria collectively:  (a)  it could not be separately bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to either the City or Bidder at time of bid or else was mentioned as a possibility in the bid (such as a change in environmental regulation or other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the change could not have attracted a different field of competition, and (f) the change does not vary the essential identity or main purpose of the contract.  The Buyer shall make this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of the Buyer. 
Note that certain changes are not considered an expansion of scope, including an increase in quantities ordered, the exercise of options and alternates in the bid, or ordering of work originally identified within the originating solicitation. If such changes are approved, changes are conducted as a written order issued by the City Purchasing Buyer in writing to the Contractor.
F.       Prohibition on Advance Payments.  
The City does not accept requests for early payment, down payment or partial payment, unless the Bid or Proposal Submittal specifically allows such pre-payment proposals or alternates within the bid process.  Maintenance subscriptions may be paid up to one year in advance provided that should the City terminate early, the amount paid shall be reimbursed to the City on a prorated basis; all other expenses are payable net 30 days after receipt and acceptance of satisfactory compliance.

G. Rates and Prices: 
        Pricing shall be prepared with the following terms.  The City RFP Coordinator  

                (also referred to as Buyer) may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions  that could not have been known by either party at the time of bids/response or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the opinion of the Buyer. 

H. Fixed Product Pricing:  For product and supply contracts that provide on-going,  

        multiple year supply.  Original pricing shall be fixed and firm for the first 2 years of the  

        contract.  Price requests are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be:
