HAND HARVESTING OF MILFOIL IN LAKE WASHINGTON and GREEN LAKE
The primary work of Hand harvesting of Eurasian milfoil will take place at the Departments seasonally operated swimming beaches.  There are seven (7) beaches located on Lake Washington and two (2) on Green Lake.  In addition work may be at any of the Departments shoreline areas including small craft centers, boat ramps, moorages and piers and docks.  Area of milfoil to be harvested will vary from site to site.  The work is to include, but not be limited to the following:

1.
Harvesting by hand Eurasian milfoil, removing roots without damage to the underlying bottom screens.  Screens are currently covered by several inches of silt with plants growing on top.

2.
Underwater bottom screen maintenance which may include cleaning, re-pining, re-positioning or replacement of sections.

3.
Underwater cleanup of garbage, accumulated wood, glass and metal. 
4.         Assure rapid delivery to specified City locations consistent with City business needs.
Work under the resulting contract is to be scheduled by means of a written work order to verify dates, times, locations and scope of work.

General Requirements:

1.  Aquatechnex, LLC will provide a three person dive team who will perform the underwater hand harvesting of milfoil. The team will consist of a Designated Person In Charge (DIPC), a Stand By Qualified Diver for backup and collecting and disposing of removed materials and a Diver.  The City of Seattle Parks Department will provide a site coordinator to identify and define the work for Aquatechnex, LLC.
2.  Aquatechnex, LLC will ensure dive team meets required Washington State commercial  diving qualifications WAC 296-37-520 and abides by all State laws regarding commercial diving  http://apps.leg.wa.gov/WAC/default.aspx?cite=296-37 . as well as 29 CFR Part 1910, Subpart T  http://www.osha.gov/pls/oshaweb/owadisp.show_document?p_table=DIRECTIVES&p_id=3449 . 
3.  Contractor will be responsible for removal of weed growth from the water and the worksite to an appropriate disposal site as approved by the Department.  A reasonable effort must be made to remove all accumulated plant debris from the water and shoreline.

3.
Contractor will provide all equipment necessary for weed removal, collection, containment and disposal which may include nets or other similar devices, rakes, collection bags, pitch fork etc.

4.
Contractor to submit a bid for an hourly rate for work on site. A detailed description of the personnel, wages, and responsibilities is required.  Prevailing wages, as determined by the State of Washington, will be paid.

5.
Contractor will meet with Seattle Parks Department representative prior to work, on a daily basis, and upon completion to insure contract compliance.

6.
Due to the nature of underwater harvesting, contractor should have prior experience in similar work.  References of previous work will be required.

7.
Contractor must be licensed for underwater work and in compliance with local, state and federal laws regarding industrial diving procedures and safety precautions.

8.
Work shall be conducted on calm days to avoid movement of plant fragments offsite.  Plants and plant fragments that are cut or pulled must be promptly and completely removed from the water to prevent re-rooting or drifting on to shore.  During the beach season work must be completed before 11:00 a.m. During the beach season any work done after 11:00am must not interfere with beach programs or operations and must be approved by Department Representative.

9.
Contractor is to arrive on site prepared to work.  Contractor is to provide all SCUBA equipment and supplies including tanks, air, protective clothing, apparatus to collect and remove milfoil etc.

10.
Contractor will submit a detailed daily record of work to include location, start time, end time, summary of work completed and any notes about conditions at the site.  Time is recorded at the point the full three person team arrives on site and ends when any of the three person team leaves from the site. Time is recorded for legally required rest breaks, but is not charged for unpaid lunch break.  If Aquatechnex, LLC is scheduled to work at more than one location in a day, travel time may be billed.

11.
Contractor is to submit any work period restrictions or limitations.
