Statement of Work

I. Types of Service Required
 Arborist Tree Service shall provide the service described below.

Specialty Tree Maintenance Service:


Injection Services


a. Arborist Tree Service shall provide macro injection services for the prevention of Dutch elm disease or Sycamore anthracnose. 

b. Arborist Tree Service shall provide pesticide application or injection services for the control of insects, or disease pathogens with the use of microinjection technology.

III. 
Required Vendor Qualifications

Arborist Tree Service shall hold a valid Washington State Dept. of Agriculture (WSDA) Commercial Pesticide Applicator’s License that includes all categories that apply to the company’s pest control service, to include microinjection of trees for Ornamental Insect and Disease Control, and shall perform and/or supervise all work related to the license.  A WSDA Commercial Applicator or Commercial Operator shall be present at on job site at all times. 

1. Arborist Tree Service shall be licensed by the State of Washington, be bonded, and insured. 
2. Arborist Tree Service shall have a record of satisfactory and timely 

Performance, as verified by a City check of references provided in the Arborist Tree Service’s proposal or other sources available to the City.
3. Arborist Tree Service must have successfully performed at least one contract with a public or private agency with similar volumes and services expected by the City for this contract and must have been in business for at least two years.
IV.
Work Requirements

1. Arborist Tree Service shall work within established City and Department

Polices and Procedures.
2. Arborist Tree Service shall coordinate scheduling and performance of work with the Department Representative.  The Department Representative will determine the access to the site. 
3. Arborist Tree Service shall coordinate with the Department Representative for a start time and day.  The Department Representative will meet with the Arborist Tree Service at the start time and day to confirm the scope of work.

4. Arborist Tree Service will provide all equipment necessary for the work contracted.  All equipment will meet current ANSI and OSHA standards for the application.  The Arborist Tree Service bears sole responsibility for the use or misuse of said equipment.

5. Arborist Tree Service shall plan and execute work to minimize damage to adjacent properties and improvements thereon.  The Arborist Tree Service shall be responsible for any damage, including turf damage and pesticide application related, to the site or its improvements, and to adjacent properties.

6. Arborist Tree Service is responsible for location of overhead utilities as it applies.  The Arborist Tree Service will make the City aware of overhead utilities.

7. Arborist Tree Service shall supply all necessary permits and include the costs of such permits in the bid price.  The Arborist Tree Service shall comply with all procedures, including traffic control procedures and pesticide reduction procedures and pesticide application permits as required. 

8. Arborist Tree Service shall supply copies of pesticide application records to the Department Representative within one week of application. 

9. Arborist Tree Service will appropriately dispose of all materials related to the pesticide application.

10. Arborist Tree Service shall strictly adhere to all traffic control measures as outlined in the “current “City of Seattle Traffic Control Manual   http://www.seattle.gov/transportation/trafficcontrolmanual.htm . Traffic Control Plans are required for work performed on arterial streets and must be approved by the Sr. Traffic Engineer prior to start of work, unless provided by the project manager.  All costs associated with permits and traffic control plan approvals shall be included in the Bid Price.
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
