CONTRACTOR EMERGENCY SUPPORT:

Contractor will assemble at 14th and Jackson, Seattle WA and briefed on the required emergency disaster services required by the City.  During this assembly, each member will be informed of their respective responsibilities and specific job assignments.  All consortium trucks and equipment required by the City within a fifty mile radius of downtown Seattle will be dispatched to the emergency disaster site within four hours.  In addition to Lawerence Vinson, Secretary, Tanya Motta, Truck Boss and Pasha Karriem, Dispatcher, there at at least nine truck drivers’ of the Trucker’s Consortium Emergency Disaster Team that can be deployed.

SPECIFICATIONS AND SCOPE OF WORK:
The work consists of hauling restoration rubble deposited in the City yards as directed by authorized City department personnel.  The debris shall include general and roadway debris, concrete waste, asphalt waste debris, provide mechanical equipment to load and reasonably compact debris into the Contractor’s trucks and trailers and other related services as requested by the City.  The Contractor shall provide a safe working environment, including properly constructed monitoring towers.  

The Contractor shall provide dump trucks and related equipment for debris hauling legally fit for travel on the road, trained personnel, and if applicable subcontractors to execute the removal of debris in the designated City locations.  The Contractor shall provide drivers with current Commercial Driver’s License number, proof of good driver standing as declared by the National Driver Register File Check and Abstract Driving Records along with al their endorsements.  The Contractor must provide proof to the City before contract signature. The City shall provide the loader and operator to assist the debris hauling Contractor with the loading of materials into their trucks. 
The Contractor shall strictly adhere to all traffic control measures as outlined in the “current “City of Seattle Traffic Control Manual http://www.seattle.gov/transportation/trafficcontrolmanual.htm. Traffic Control Plans are required for work performed on arterial streets and must be approved by the Sr. Traffic Engineer prior to start of work, unless provided by the project manager.  All costs associated with permits and traffic control plan approvals shall be included in the Bid Price.

A City Department Project Manager will request work to be done on debris volume basis and shall specify, as a minimum, the following information, and provide it by phone, fax or on-line to the Contractor. General and technical questions relating to the project shall be directed to the City Department project manager:

1. Full description of work required.

2. Date work must start and /or be completed by.

3. Any special materials, parts, or equipment needed to complete the

Work (if applicable).

4. Exact location of the work.

5. The time and location if a site visit is required.

6. Any other special information required to successfully perform the

work.

CREWS:
A. Crew structure will be decided on a case by case basis between City department and the Contractor.

B. Supervisor.  There shall also be one Contract Supervisor with one general-purpose vehicle equipped with cellular phone and pager throughout the duration of this contract.

C. All crews working on this contract will have cellular phone and alphanumerical paging capabilities for communication with City departments.

D. Any alterations to the scheduled work will be transmitted verbally or in writing to the Contractor by the City department requestor and shall not be considered either to waive any conditions of the contract or to invalidate any of the provisions thereof.
TIME SCHEDULE:
A. Commencement of the work shall be coordinated with the Project Manager.  Work will occur on weekdays only between the hours of 6:00 am to 5:00pm.  Work at different days and times require approval of the Project Manager. 

B. Contractor shall adhere to the Seattle Municipal Code regarding noise control as stated in SMC 25.08 Subchapter III Environmental Sound Levels. 

C. Within these assignment workloads, the Contractor will be allowed the flexibility to work according to any approved schedule.
D. The City shall notify the Contractor prior to commencement of work each day of the locations and crews within the assigned area where and how much volume of debris hauling will be done for that day.
E. The Contractor shall show proper identification and work order number issued by the City prior to entering City premises.
CHANGE ORDERS TO WORK ORDERS:
A. All change order requests to work orders shall be documented in writing by City Project Manager and must be appropriate based upon the solicitation requirements. 

B. Change order to work order requests can be made verbally when circumstance require it, but must be followed with a written request.

INSPECTION AND ACCEPTANCE:
A. The Contractor shall give the Project Manager notice when the work has been completed and is ready for inspection.  All rejected work shall be corrected by the Contractor at the Contractor’s expense.

B. The Contractor shall provide load tickets on all work done with specificity (e.g. street address) where debris was picked up, the amount of load picked up, hauled, reduced and disposed of and submit copies to the City Project Manager for contract documentation. 

C. Upon acceptance of work by the City Project Manager, the Contractor will be notified and payment for the work will be approved. 

D. Invoice shall be prepared citing the blanket contract number assigned as follows: date of performance, City project manager name, department, division and contact phone number, location(s) of where debris was picked up, the amount picked up, hauled, reduced and disposed 
of with the final unit pricing cost to the City and sent directly the City Department’s Accounts Payable department. 

Contract Term:  This contract shall be for two years, with two (2) two-year extension allowed at the option of the City.  Such extensions shall be automatic, and shall go into effect without written confirmation, unless the City provides advance notice of the intention to not renew.  The Vendor may also provide a notice to not extend, but must provide such notice at least 45 days prior to the otherwise automatic renewal date. 
Not a Mandatory Use or Guaranteed Utilization Contract:  The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  The City may provide estimates of use or the value of prior utilization of similar contracts; such information is for the convenience of the Vendor and does not serve as a guarantee of usage under any contract signed as a result of this solicitation.  The City reserves the right to multiple or partial awards, to terminate contracts under the conditions named herein, and/or to order quantities based on the needs of the City. These contracts are not intended to guarantee minimum quantities of work to a single vendor, and are not intended to guarantee a closed list of eligible Vendors for City use.  

· The City reserves the right to use other contract sources to obtain these products or services, including such resources as State of Washington Contracts and other public agency contracts that the City of Seattle is eligible to use as a result of an Interlocal Agreement.  

· The City may also periodically resolicit for new additions to the Vendor pool to invite additional Vendors to submit bids or proposals for award.  This may be done periodically at the City option. Use of supplemental contracts does not limit the right of the City to terminate existing contracts for convenience or cause.

Expansion Clause:  Any resultant contract may be expanded as mutually agreed, if such expansion is approved by the City RFP Coordinator (Buyer).  The only person authorized to make such agreements is the Buyer from the City Purchasing Office of the Department of Executive Administration, City of Seattle.  No other City employee is authorized to make such written notices.  Expansions must be issued in writing from the City Buyer in a formal notice. The Buyer will ensure the expansion meets the following criteria collectively: (a)  it could not be separately bid, (b) the change is for a reasonable purpose, (c) the change was not reasonably known to either the City or vendors at time of bid or else was mentioned as a possibility in the bid (such as a change in environmental regulation or other law); (d) the change is not significant enough to be reasonably regarded as an independent body of work; (e) the change could not have attracted a different field of competition, and (f) the change does not vary the essential identity or main purpose of the contract.  The Buyer shall make this determination, and may make exceptions for immaterial changes, emergency or sole source conditions, or for other situations as required in the opinion of the Buyer. 

Note that certain changes are not considered an expansion of scope, including an increase in quantities ordered, the exercise of options and alternates in the bid, or ordering of work originally identified within the originating solicitation. If such changes are approved, changes are conducted as a written order issued by the City Purchasing Buyer in writing to the Vendor.

Rates and Prices:  Pricing shall be prepared with the following terms.  These are in addition to annual Prevailing Wage adjustments.   The City RFP Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of response to the City’s Request for 
Proposal solicitation process or other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, as determined in the opinion of the Buyer. 

Requests for Rate Increases must be delivered to the City Purchasing Buyer in accordance to the rules below.  No other employee may accept a rate increase request on behalf of the City.  Any invoice that is sent to the City with pricing above that specified by the City in writing within this Contract or specified within an official written change issued by City Purchasing to this contract, shall be invalid.  Payment of an erroneous invoice does not constitute acceptance of the erroneous pricing, and the City would seek reimbursement of the overpayment or would withhold such overpayment from future payments.

Unit Prices:  For multi-year contracts that provide services.  Original rates shall be fixed and firm for the first two years of the contract.  Rate increases are at the discretion of the Buyer; and must also be: 

a. The direct result of increases to wage rates and not greater than the CPI Index or other appropriate service rate index agreed upon between the Buyer and the Vendor. 

b. Incurred after contract commencement date.  

c. Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract.

d. Clearly identify the service titles of service performed if specified within the contract and the before/after wage rate.

e. Be filed with Buyer (RFP Coordinator) a minimum of 90 calendar days before the effective date of proposed increase.

f. Be accompanied by detailed documentation acceptable to the Buyer (RFP Coordinator) sufficient to warrant the increase.  

g. The United States published indices such as the Consumer Price Index or other government data may be referenced to help substantiate the Vendor’s documentation.  A link to the CPI Data is available at http://data.bls.gov/PDQ/outside.jsp?survey=wp.

h. The Adjustment (if any) shall remain firm and fixed for at least 365 days after the effective date of the adjustment.

i. Should not deviate from the original contract pricing scheme/methodology

Invoicing:  The Vendor is required to provide a method for tracking the cost of the item to the City, with the City discount calculation displayed so that pricing discounts can be easily tracked and verified by the City with each invoice.  Each invoice to the City shall specify the date of performance, location where debris was picked up, the amount picked up, hauled, reduced and disposed of with the final unit pricing to the City and submitted to the City regularly for no more than 30 day periods.   

No Minimum Order: There shall be no minimum order size for this contract.

Payment Terms:  .5%  10 days
Interlocal Agreement: The City of Seattle has entered into Interlocal Agreements with other governmental agencies pursuant to RCW 39.34, in lieu of those agencies conducting a separate competitive bid.  The  Vendor has agreed to provide this product or service to such agencies.  
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
