This contract was established to rebuild the 20” ball valves that control the flow of water at the Beacon Reservoir.  The water at this facility relies on the availability of this valve for day to day operations.  Rebuilding the ball valves requires specialized equipment.  Seattle Public Utilities is constantly monitoring the valves to make sure they are functionally correctly, if there are issues, the city transports the valves to the vendor in Oregon for repairs and picks them up when repairs are completed.
The valves will be transported by Seattle Public Utilities to the vendor’s site in Oregon, when the valves have been rebuilt, the city will pick them up and reinstall them at the Beacon Reservoir.

Vendor’s mark up on material is 30% and the hourly rate is $85.00 and hour.  This contract will be used on as needed basis.
Average repair on these valves is from four (4) to six (6) weeks.  Each valve is different on what repairs need to be done.
