GREEN CONE FOOD WASTE DIGESTER
SCOPE OF WORK
The Contractor shall provide the City of Seattle with food waster digesters to compost food waste anaerobically.  The product should have, at a minimum, the following description and characteristics:

    It shall have an above-ground portion and a sub-surface basket with numerous opening  

    to the surrounding soil.  The above ground portion is 27 inches high to facilitate easy  

    deposit of the food waste and 24 inches wide at ground level to provide ample storage.   

    It has a lid which is easily opened, latches to prevent entry by animals, and is sturdy 

    enough to withstand heavy use.  The sub-surface basket extends 16 inches 

    underground and is slightly smaller than the above ground portion where they meet at 

    the soil line.  The basket tapers downward from the soil surface level to make it easier 

    for residents to dig the hole and install it in their yard.  A black inner liner for the upper 

    portion of the composter creates a solar gain that speeds the composting process. The 

    unit is easy to assemble with commonly available tools and is made with as close as 

    possible to 100% plastic.
    For bin assembly, metal fasteners are made of stainless steel.  The plastic and/or rubber  

    fasteners are sturdy enough for 5-10 years use without replacement.
