King County will not be bound by prices contained in an invoice thal ar e higher than those in the
currently approved price fist. If a price increase has not been accepled in writing by King County, the
invoice may be rejected and returned to the Contractor for a correction.

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Rejection of Goods Or Services

After receipt of a
Notice of Termination (“Notice®), and except as directed by the County, the Contractor shall
immediately stop work as directed in the Notice, and com ply with all other requirements in the
Nolice. The Contractor will be paid its costs, including necessary and reasonable Coniract close-
out costs and profit on thal portion of the work satisfactorily performed up to the date of
termination as specified in the notice. The Contractor shall promptly submit its request for the
termination payment, together with detailed supporting documentation. If the Contractor has any
property in its possession belonging to the County, the Contr actor shall account for the same and
dispose of it In the manner the County direcls. All termination payment requests may be subject to
Cost or Price Analysis to determine reasonableness and compliance with the Contract and
applicable laws and regulations. - '

Termination for Default

If the Contractor does not deliver work in accordance with the Contract, or the Contractor fails to
perform in the manner called for in the Contract, or the Contractor fails to comply with any
material provisions of the Contract, the County may terminate this Contract, in whole or in part, for
default as foliows; ' :

A Notice lo Cure will be served on the Coritrac_tor by certified mail (return receipt requested) or a
delivery service capable of providing a receipt. The Contractor shall have ten (10) Days from the
date the Notice to Cure was served to cure the default or provide the County with a detailed
written plan, which Indicates the time and methods needed to bring the work into compliance and
cure the default,

If the Contractor has not cured the default or the plan to cure the default is not acceptable to the
County, the County may terminate the Con't.ragt Termination shall occur by serving a Notice of
Termination by certified mail (return receipt requested) or delivery service capable of providing a
receipt on the Contractor setting forth the manner in which the Contractor is in default and the
effective date of termination.

The Contractor will only be paid for work delivered and Accepted, or work performed in
accordance with the manner of performance set forth in the Contract less any damages to the
County caused by or arising from such default. All termination payment requests are subject to
Cost or Price Analysis to verify compliance with the Contract and applicable laws and regulations.
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The termination of this Contract shall in no way relieve the Contractor from any of its ebligations
under this Contract nor limit the rights and remedies of the County hereunder in any manner.

C.  Termination for Non-Appropriation

Force Majsure

If, for any reascn, the Contractor's required compliances are
terminated, suspended, revoked or in any manner modified from their status at the time this Contract
becomes effective, the Contractor shall notify the County im mediately of such condition in writing.

The Contractor and subcontractor(s) shall maintain and be liable for all taxes (except sales/use taxes),
fees, licenses, permils and costs as may be required by applicable federal, state or local laws and

Assignment

Neither party shall assign any interest, obligation or benefit under or in this Contract or transfer any
interest in the same, whether by assignment or novation, without prior written consent of the other
party. If assignment Is approved, this Contract shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the
successors of the assigning party. This provision shall not prevent the Contractor from pledging any

paragraph 8.1,3 is followed. If assignment is approved, it shall be accepted by either party upon the
posting of all required bonds, securities and the like by the assignee, and the written agreement by

Indemnification and Hold Harmless

In providing services under this Contract, the Contractor is an independent contractor, and neither
the Contractor nor its officers, agents or employees are employees of the County for any purpose.

Security liability that may result fram the performance of and compensation for these services and
shall make no claim of career service or civil service rights which may accrue to a County
employee under state or local [aw,

The County assumes no responsibliity for the payment of any compensation, wages, benefits, or
taxes by or on behalf of the Contractor, its employees and/or others by reason of this Contract.
The Contractor shall protect, indemnify, defend and save harmless the County and its officers,
agents and employees from and against any and all claims, costs, and/or losses whatsoever

Failure to comply precisely with the time deadlines under this subsection as ta any c¢laim shali operate
as a waiver and release of that claim and an acknowledgem ent of prejudice to the County.
