PADMOUNT SWITCHGEAR

SPECIAL TERMS

This contract may be expanded to include other S&C PMH Manual Padmount Switchgear, Power-Operated Source-Transfer Padmount Switchgear, Fault-Fiter Interrupting Modules, Electronic Control Modules and Fault-Fiter Fuse Holders provided the items are in compliance with Seattle City Light material Standard No. 2501.9 rev. 05/15/03, as applicable, are provided at the same percentage discount as the items specifically listed.

Shipment lead time for Model PMH Manual Padmount Switchgear is subject to change.  Therefore, releases will ship based on the lead time in effect at the time of order.  S&C will accommodate increases or decreases in quantities on a given release limited to 50% of the initial quantity, up to eight  (8) weeks prior to scheduled shipment date without affecting the original shipment .

Shipment lead time for Remote Supervisory Padmount Switchgear is subject to change.  Therefore releases will ship based on the lead time, in effect, at time of order.  Shipment will be based on availability of suppliers’ components, S&C manufacturing lead time and City of Seattle delivery requirements.

Shipment lead time for Power Operated Source-Transfer Padmount Switchgear is subject to change.  Therefore releases will ship based on the lead time, in effect, at time of order.  Shipment will be based on time required to manufacture the sensing, manufacture customized Micro control, overall S&C manufacturing lead time and City of Seattle delivery requirements.

Shipment lead time for Fault-Fiter Interrupting Modules, Electronic Control Modules and Fault-Fiter Fuse Holders is subject to change.  Therefore releases will ship based on the lead time, in effect, at time of order.

OTHER S&C PRODUCTS AND SERVICES

This contract may be expanded to allow purchase of other S&C Products and Services not specifically listed.  Products that may be included are Automatic Control Devices, Metal Enclosed Switchgear and Circuit-Switchers.

Pricing will be determined on an individual basis, based on the custom design, unique application and/or specific requirements of the City of Seattle.

Important:  All orders for products and services under this “Expansion Clause” may be placed directly by Seattle City Light (SCL), provided that S&C is the sole manufacturer (i.e. there are no other manufacturers for the good or service or is the Original Equipment Manufacturer-OEM for parts and services), sole approved manufacturer per Seattle City Light Material Standards or where the Utility has standardized on S&C Products based on previous competitive procurement(s), evaluation(s) and documented history.

METALS SURCHARGE Effective 05/02/2004
Metals surcharge effective for shipments after May 2, 2004.  The surcharge is intended for the vendor to recover the actual direct cost increases associated with metals prices in excess of a baseline level, defined as the invoiced prices of raw materials on January 1, 2004.   S&C has determined the percentage composition of hot-rolled steel, stainless steel, aluminum, copper and silver for each major product group.  On the fifteenth day of each month, the surcharge for each product group will be determined based on the change in metals cost since January 1, 2004.  The surcharge will be applied to products having a scheduled shipment date during the following month.

The surcharge will be shown on the invoice as a separate line item for each product on the invoice, and will be calculated as follows:


Metal Surcharge % = (Current metal price)(metal weighting factor, %)(January 1, 2004 metal price)

ANNUAL PRICE ADJUSTMENT 

Prices stated herein shall remain in effect for one (1) year (through 12/31/2005).   Thereafter prices will be adjusted annually using the percentage change in material and labor indices for each major product during the preceding twelve months.  Written notice of price changes will be provided thirty (30) days prior to the effective date of the change.  Current material and labor indices for major products included in the contract are listed below:

Current Labor and Material Indices and Price Schedules identified above, are in the receipt of Seattle City Light and City of Seattle Purchasing.  S&C will provide updated Indices and Price Schedules annually.

SEATTLE CITY LIGHT MATERIAL STANDARDS AND STOCK NUMBERS

Seattle City Light Material Standards 2501.9 (Rev. 05/15/03) referenced in Contract # 0000001177 is attached.  Seattle City Light will provide S&C Electric and City of Seattle Purchasing with applicable Material Standards and/or Stock Number revisions, during the course of the contract.

CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The City of Seattle recognizes that in order to purchase S&C Products and Services, the Seller requires The City of Seattle to modify items 2.17 and 2.29.3 of the City’s Terms and Conditions, as identified below:

Contract #0000001177 shall be in accordance with all other City of Seattle Terms and Conditions, Attachment #3, WITH THE EXCEPTION: Delete Item numbers 2.17 and 2.29.3 in its entirety and substitute with the following:

INDEMNIFICATION – Seller shall protect, defend, indemnify and to the City harmless from all and against all claims, demands, damages, costs, actions and causes of actions, liabilities, judgements, expenses and attorney fees, including but not limited to injury or death of any persons or the damage to or destruction of property, or the infringement of any patent, copyright, or trademark, arising out of the work performed or goods provided under this contract, or Seller’s violation of any law, ordinance or regulation, to the extent attributable to the acts or omissions of the Seller in performing its work under this agreement.

TERMINATION FOR CITY’S CONVENIENCE – Prior to Seller’s full performance, the City may terminate this contract without cause for the convenience of the City, upon at least thirty (30) days written notice.  Upon such termination, the Seller shall be paid for work in progress, and that work in progress shall become City Property.  Charges for work in progress will be based on direct costs for material and labor actually incurred by the Seller, plus 35% mark up for indirect costs and overhead, not to exceed the contract purchase price of the cancelled item(s).  On request, an accounting of costs incurred for work in progress will be provided to the City.

Loss or Damage During Shipment

All Shipments shall be delivered F.O.B. destination.  In the event of shipping loss or damage, the City of Seattle will: (1) make written notations of known loss or damage on the delivering carrier’s delivery receipt; (2) notify S&C of known loss or damage within 72 hours of delivery; (3) report concealed loss or damage immediately upon discovery to the delivering carrier with a request for an inspection and immediately send original copy of inspection report to S&C.
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
