         MAINTENANCE INSPECTIONS AND REPAIR OF SEATTLE FIRE DEPARTMENT
                      MEDIC I MEDICAL ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT
This agreement shall include regular inspections of all listed equipment, per Attachment #2 (including Schedules A & B), within the time period indicated.  These inspections shall include the making of repairs or adjustments that may be necessary to keep the instruments in good operating condition.  Should any listed instrument become inoperative at any time while this contract is in effect, it will be repaired with no additional charge for parts or labor.

Charges for the inspections shall be itemized and billed quarterly.

The inspections include:

1.  Leakage current measurements of all patient contact instruments.  2.  Output energy of each defibrillator will be measured.  3.  All cabinets and scope fronts will be cleaned.  4.  Service Labor - As noted above.  5.  Service Parts - As noted above.  6.  Calibrate

7.  Upon completion of each inspection, Physio-Control will provide documen-

    tation to Seattle Fire Department that all equipment meets full performance

    specifications.

This agreement does not cover service of parts normally considered and "accessories", such as those that are normally attached or applied to the patient (i.e. Patient Cables, Electrodes, Defribrillator Cords)nor does it cover malfunction of non Physio-Control parts, attachments or devices; nor supply items such as Stylus.  LP5 paddles will be repaired or placed as required.

Alterations, attachments or specification changes made by customer or at custo​mer's request may require an increase in maintenance charges.

All regular inspections will be made during Physio-Control's normal business hours, Monday thru Friday, 8:00AM to 5:00PM.
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Travel and labor performed on equipment damaged due to misuse or abnormal con​ditions shall be billed at current rates, less 10%.  Billable parts shall be given a 15% discount.

If instruments are not available at a convenient and accessible location at the time a service representative calls to make a regularly scheduled inspection, the inspection will be performed at the customer's request and after the customer has gained access to the equipment for the service representative.  There will be no refund, if in any such case, the customer fails to request an inspection.

There shall be added to the maintenance charges amounts equal to any taxes however designated, levied or based on this agreement or the services rendered or parts supplied pursuant hereto, including state and local privilege or excise taxes and any taxes or amounts in lieu thereof paid or payable by Physio Control in respect of the foregoing.

Continuation of this contract is contingent upon maintenance of insurance as indicated. 

This contract may be further expanded to include any equipment normally serviced by the contractor, so long as the price of such additional service is based on the same cost/profit formula as the listed items.
