Transformer Test Data (Loss) per Spec. Section 16.4C shall be supplied to Seattle Light quarterly.  Test Data transmittal shall be provided either on 3.5” disk or electronically through the Internet.  If the data is not received within fifteen (15) days of the end of the quarter(s), invoices will not be processed.

Vendor is required to adhere to specified delivery dates.  Early material deliveries will be 

refused unless specifically approved by Seattle City Light Material Control.

3.
Each monthly schedule must be shipped as on one (1) shipment for each Transformer size.  No partial deliveries will be received unless specifically requested by Seattle City Light Material Control.  Where possible, multiple complete line items schedules should be consolidated into full truck load shipments.  (Suppliers are encouraged to ship an entire month’s delivery requirement in one (1) lot shipment for that particular months delivery.)

4.
Award of additional Transformers will not be made to suppliers who are more than thirty (30) days delinquent on delivery of Transformers already covered by releases under this contract.

5.
Transformers must be secured to pallets of standard height to accommodate pallet jacks.  Transformers must be secured to pallet to prevent damage during shipment.  CARDBOARD WEDGES ARE NOT ACCEPTABLE.  ORDERS DELIVERED WITH A CARDBOARD METHOD OF SECURING WILL BE REJECTED (See Specification, Section 18.1).

6.  Transformers can be delivered on enclosed, covered or flatbed trucks.  If Transformers are delivered on a flatbed truck, the Transformer must be sideloaded.  Washington State required a minimum of 10” side boards for forklift unloading and forbids entrance onto “open” flatbed trucks or trailers.  (See Specification, Section 18.4.)

7.  Transformers delivered in dirty condition will be not be accepted.  (See Specification, Section 18.5.)

8.  “Seattle City Light has the option to purchase pole type transformers that are not specifically listed in the bid, provided that the pricing for these transformers is at the same pricing structure as the items specifically listed in the bid and is mutually agreed to by the City and the vendor.”

9.  Orders placed under any resulting contract shall be placed by telephone or fax.  Maximum dollar amount per order shall not exceed $200,000.00, without prior approval of the buyer.
