RAFT FLOAT TRIP SPECIFICATIONS

The purpose of this contract is to provide services and equipment for the Seattle Aquarium’s raft float trips called “Eaglewatch”.

Vendor will provide the following:

1. 8-10 person rafts and all related equipment including personal flotation vests, paddles, dry bags.  The rafts are to be whitewater quality equipment although this trip is a float and not a whitewater trip.

2. Capacity for up to 40 general public participants/trip as well as 5 Aquarium naturalists/trip.

3. Transportation of above equipment to the mutually designated launch site.

4. Transportation for all participants from the meeting point to the launch site in a heated, comfortable, safe vehicle.

5. Experienced river guide/raft.  Guide must be skilled and trained in whitewater and float rafting as well as knowledgeable and experienced in practice of rafting rescue techniques.  Guides must also be knowledgeable about bald eagle and Pacific salmon natural history and history of the geographic area and capable of interpreting this information to the public.

6. Four weekend dates in January for scheduling of trips during the peak bald eagle migration on the upper Skagit River.  Additional dates and destinations may be added by mutual agreement.

7. Hot lunch for all paid participants and Aquarium guides on each Aquarium-sponsored trip.  Lunch to be served at the conclusion of the float trip in the heated park shelter at Howard Miller Steelhead County Park, Rockport WA.  No extra fee for lunch to be charged.

8. Pre-trip lecture and demonstration of basic rafting skills and safety procedures at a location acceptable to the Seattle Aquarium.

9. All Insurance as required by the City of Seattle including showing the City of Seattle as additionally insured on the policy for specific trip dates.

The Seattle Aquarium will provide the following:

1. A naturalist and co-guide experienced in rafting and in the natural history of the area in each raft.

2. Pre-trip lecture by Aquarium staff on natural history of the area and biota.

3. Advertising for trips through usual Aquarium publications and press releases.

4. Registration and fee collection for all participants.

5. Transportation for Aquarium staff round trip from Seattle to launch site.
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
