GL GRIFFIN CO INC is awarded a contract as a result of sole source designation by the City of Seattle on for providing SEATTLE PUBLIC UTILITIES with MAINTENANCE AND OPERATION OF TWO FLOATING PUMPING PLANTS.   The original contract term is from 09/23/99 to 09/30/07, as specified in Attachment 1, 1A and 2 – Maintenance and Operation (in receipt), Attachment 3 – General Legal Requirements (in receipt), Attachment 4 – Contract, Proposal, and Bid Bonds Instructions to Vendors (in receipt), Attachment 5 – Insurance Requirements (in receipt), Attachment 6 – Terms and Conditions (in receipt) and Attachment 7 – Pricing Revision.   Change Order #5 is hereby issued to adjust pricing, extend the contract for an additional five (5) years and add specific prevailing wage and price language.
Original Contract Term:  1/1/97 through 9/14/97
Change Order #1:  Revised Contract Specifications, Attachments and add Expansion and Extension clauses.
Change Order #2:  Revised 3/3/98 to change name from MA GRIFFIN CO., INC. to GL GRIFFIN CO., INC., and extend Contract through 9/22/99.

Change Order # 3:  Issued 3/2/00 to extend Contract from 10/01/99 through 09/30/05.

Change Order # 4:  Issued 6/8/05 to adjust pricing and extend Contract from 10/01/05 through 09/30/07.

Change Order # 5:  Issued 9/14/07 to adjust pricing and extend Contract from 10/01/07 through 09/30/12.

PREVAILING WAGE

The awarded Contractor and all subcontractors shall file an “Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage” concurrent with the execution of the contract.  The Buyer will give the award Contractor(s) a Contract Number, and the Contractor and their subcontractor(s) shall then promptly submit the “Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage” to the Department of Labor & Industries for approval.  The City requests this be done on-line to allow the City a rapid mechanism to verify submittal of forms.  http://www.lni.wa.gov/TradesLicensing/PrevWage/default.asp.  However; the City will accept

documentation submitted through paper procedures.  If the Contractor utilizes paper submittal, a copy shall be promptly provided to the Buyer.

Affidavit of Wages Paid:  Upon contract completion, Contractor and each subcontractor shall then file the Affidavit of Wages Paid (form L700-007-000) approved by the Industrial Statistician of Washington State L&I. This may be performed on-line if the Contractor has initiated the original Intent to Pay Prevailing Wage process on line.  The receipt of the approved affidavit is required before Seattle can pay the final invoice

Orders shall be placed by DEPARTMENT REPRESENTATIVES.  Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate to the DEPARTMENT PLACING THE ORDER, Attn: Accounts Payable, per attached list (or a/p address).  Each invoice shall indicate Contract #B88140.
Requests for price increases shall be considered only immediately prior to a contract anniversary period, as follows:  Requests for price increases shall be considered when provided at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, and shall take effect on the contract anniversary date.  Requests by the Contractor shall be given to the Buyer in writing, and shall demonstrate the following:

Price request shall be no greater than the total of changes to the CPI Index for King County or other pricing index appropriate to the particular product or service;

Not produce a higher profit margin than that on the original contract; 

Clearly identify the items impacted by the increase;

Be accompanied by documentation acceptable to the Buyer sufficient to warrant the increase;

And remain firm for a minimum of 365 days.

The request shall be considered by the Buyer and may be accepted or rejected.  Failure to submit a price request at least 45-days prior to the contract anniversary date, shall result in a continuation of all existing pricing on the contract until the next contract anniversary date.  The decision to accept any price increase will be at the sole discretion of the Buyer.

The Buyer may exempt these requirements for extraordinary conditions that could not have been known by either party at the time of bid or for other circumstances beyond the control of both parties, in the opinion of the Buyer. This contract is subject to the provisions concerning “Major Emergencies or Disasters”, Form A, (in receipt).

The dollar limit per order is $250,000.00.  The City of Seattle will not authorize payment for any order exceeding that amount without prior approval by the Buyer.

The City does not guarantee utilization of this contract.  This contract is subject to cancellation by either party upon thirty (30) days advanced written notice.  The City may award contracts to other vendors for similar products or services.  Actual utilization will be based on availability, proximity of vendor facilities, frequency of deliveries, or any other factor deemed important to the City.

This contract is subject to extension letter dated 4/22/05.

In all other respects, the contract remains unchanged.
