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ASPHALT PATCHES AND OVERLAYS, to be provided as required for a one (1) year period from 3/1/97 through 2/28/98, with option to extend in one year increments to a total of four (4) years, per Specifications, Attachment #1 and General Legal Requirement, Attachment #2.

Bid prices are to remain firm through the term of the contract.  If firm prices cannot be bid, state maximum annual escalation rate in the space provided.  Maximum annual escalation rate will be factored in the bid evaluation.

During the term of any agreement resulting from this invitation to Bid, either party may propose changes provided thirty (30) days advance written notice is furnished. 

Any quantities set forth on the bid form are estimated annual usage.  Quantities are listed only for the purpose of evaluating bids and will not constitute a purchasing obligation by the City.

Taxes shall not be included in the bid price.  The City is exempt from Federal Excise Tax.  Washington State and Local Sales Tax will be an added item on invoice only.

Any contract resulting from this Invitation to Bid may be expanded to cover patching and overlay service provided that such products or services are normally furnished by the vendor, and that the vendor agrees to provide the products or services using the same pricing structure as the items being covered by this bid.  Any potential expansion will not be factored into this bid evaluation.

Orders placed under any resulting contract shall be placed by telephone or fax.  The successful bidder shall be required to maintain adequate local stock to ensure timely delivery upon request.  Maximum dollar amount per order shall not exceed $5,000.00, without prior approval of the buyer.

Orders will be placed directly by the City department.  Invoices shall be mailed in duplicate directly to the ordering department and shall indicate assigned Blanket Contract number.

Award may be made to one bidder only for the entire amount, or contracts may be awarded to two or more bidders.  Award will be based on availability of products, proximity of bidder’s facility, frequency of deliveries, or any other factor deemed important to the City.

Any contract resulting from this Invitation to Bid will be subject to provisions concerning “Major Emergencies or Disasters”, Form A, attached.

Bidders are not to make any contact with the City about this Bid except through the office of the Purchasing Services Section.  Any bidder who submits a bid which is at variance with this Invitation, on the basis of information received from any agency other than the Purchasing Services Section, may be considered non responsive and its bid rejected.

The Director of the Department of Administrative Services reserves the right to reject any and all bids, to waive any informalities in bids, to accept any item in a bid and to cancel any contract upon thirty (30) days written notice.

PREFERENCE FOR MWBEs - Any business certified at the time of bid opening by the Washington State Office of Minority and Women’s Business Enterprises as a CBE, DBE, MBE, MWBE, or WBE (hereinafter referred to as “MWBEs”) and having done business or have sought to do business within the City of Seattle shall be eligible for preferential consideration for bidding on this requirement.  The buyer shall rank bidders whose bids are within five percent (5%) of the bid made by the lowest and best bidder as follows:  first, WMBE’s; second, non-WMBEs.  The contract shall be awarded to the first ranked vendor.
