Specifications for Asphalt Patches and Overlays

The grade of paving asphalt shall be AR4000 to be used for asphalt concrete pavement Class B.

Prior to patching/overlays, all edges of existing asphalt surfacing abutting new asphalt shall be trimmed back 6” to a straight lined vertical face by Seattle Water Department crews.

A tack coat of CRS-2 or similar emulsion shall be applied to all surfaces where the new asphalt pavement meets edges of existing pavement prior to placing of asphalt.

Hot paving grade liquid asphalt or cutbacks will not be acceptable.

After paving the asphaltic concrete, the neat line shall be sealed the same day by painting with Chevron Special Track Emulsion and immediately covered with clean dry sand.  Under no circumstances shall hot molten AR4000 be used for sealing patches.

Castings shall be submit to approval by the cognizant Public Works Department.

All patches shall be repaired within ten (10) working days of notification of location and size of cut to be repaired.

The Seattle Water Department will provide a minimum of five (5) patches and a minimum combined total of 100 square feet per request.
